REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with J.P. Sicard, Inc. (Vendor 227157) of Barton, VT,
on the basis of a low bid of $12,923,145.50 for bridge rehabilitation at the Ashland-Bridgewater town line of the bridge
carrying US 3 and NH 25 over the Pemigewasset River and NHRR (Br. No. 076/080 (Project: Ashland-Bridgewater
#24904), from the date of Governor and Council approval through October 23, 2026, unless amended by the Department in
accordance with the Standard Specifications. 100% Federal Funds.

Funds are available in the following account for Fiscal Year 2025, and are anticipated to be available in Fiscal Years 2026
and 2027, upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budgets, with the authority to
adjust encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and justified:

2. Further authorize that a contingency in the amount of $1,292,314.55 be approved for payment of latent conditions, which
may appear during the construction of the project. The contingency requested is 10% of the contract amount.

EXPLANATION

This project is part of the State’s Ten-Year Transportation Improvement Plan. This project consists of rehabilitation work on
the bridge at the Ashland-Bridgewater town line (Ashland Br. No. 076/080) carrying US 3 and NH 25 over Pemigewasset
River and NHRR along with minor associated approach roadway work. The work limits begin approximately 190° west of
the west abutment and continue easterly across the bridge approximately 1,274°. Rehabilitation work will consist of
removing and replacing truss span concrete filted grid deck and brush curbs, trestle span bridge deck partial removal and
reconstruction including brush curbs, and trestle span partial- and fuil-depth deck repair. Expansion joints will be replaced.
Bridge rail will be replaced with T4 steel rail to meet current standards. Proposed rail anchorage on truss spans has been
modified from crash test anchorage to allow for installation and attachment to the replacement concrete filled steel grid deck.
Also, substructure repairs will be performed.

The purpose of the project is to extend the useful life of the bridge by performing bridge rehabilitation and preservation
activities. The bridge rehabilitation/preservation work will extend the functional life of the bridges and delay regression to a
lower condition state.

The existing bridge, built in 1937, is a nine (9) span structure consisting of seven (7) steel stringer/floor-beam trestle
approach spans and two (2) steel deck truss main spans with a total length of approximately 800 feet. The last major
rehabilitation work was in 1987. The bridge is not on the Red List and is #22 on the 2023 State Bridge Rehab and Replace
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Priority List. This bridge is programmed with construction funding in FY 2024 utilizing T1-2 Rehab-Ren funding. This
project is between a Bridge Preservation and Bridge Rehabilitation effort.

The proposed contingency amount is 10% of the contract amount. The extent of this work has been estimated, but the full
extent of the work won’t be fully known until the pier repairs, as well as repaits to other parts of the bridge, are underway.
These factors increase the risk of overruns.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department’s estimate by 82.20% the sole bid received is felt to be reasonable for the
work involved. The higher than anticipated bid costs were iﬁlenlif’ ied as those items to access the bridge from the river and
size/ volume of materials to replace the bridge deck. Items costs that were higher than our estimate were: Item 500.02 Access
For Bridge Construction $1,385,000, Item 692 Mobilization $| 247,000, Item 502 Removal of Existing Bridge Structure
$688,000, Item 520.7102 Concrete Bridge Deck $583,000, Item 555.3 Steel Grid Floor $576,000, Item 550.1901 Temporary
Structure Support System $567,700, and ltem 520,7002 Coné:rete Bridge Deck $329,500. Readvertising this project would
result, in our opinion, in higher prices and prevent the compl'etion of the work in a timely manner. The Department considers
it to be in the best interest of the State to accept this bid to ac'c:omplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to
form and execution, and the Department has certified that thé necessary funds are available, and the bid reasonably conforms
to the engineer’s estimate in accordance with State procedure Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the
Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Service’s Office, and after Governor and Council approval
will be on file at the Department of Transportation,

This project funding is: 80% Federal funds (Brdg-T1/2-R&RY), with anticipated utilization of Turnpike Toll Credits for the
State’s 20% match, effectively using 100% Federal Funds. |

SUPPLEMENTAL PROJECT INFORMATION SHEET

DESCRIPTION: This project consists of rehabilitation work on the bridge at the Ashland-Bridgewater
town line (Ashland Br. No. 076/080) carrying US 3 and NH 25 over Pemigewasset River and NHRR
-along with minor associated approach roadway work. '

The work limits begin approximately 190’ west of the west abutment and continue easterly across the
bridge approximately 1,274’. Rehabilitation work will consist of removing and replacing truss span
concrete filled grid deck and brush curbs, trestle span bridge deck partial removal and reconstruction
including brush curbs, and trestle span partial- ‘and full-depth deck repair. Expansion joints will be
replaced. Bridge rail will be replaced with T4 steel rail to meet current standards. Proposed rail
anchorage on truss spans has been modified from crash test anchorage to allow for installation and
attachment to the replacement concrete filled [stee]l grid deck. Also, substructure repairs will be
performed.

FEDERAL FUNDING: 80% (Brdg-T1/2-R&R) with anticipated utilization of Turnpike Toll Credits
for the State’s 20% match.

CONTINGENCY: The contingency amount is proposed to be 10%. The extent of this work has been
estimated, but the full extent of the work won'’t be% fully known until the pier repairs, as well as repairs to
other parts of the bridge, are underway. These factors increase the risk of overruns.

PROJECT INITIATED: 2017 Ten Year Plan (TYP)

PROJECT EXPLANATION: The purpose of the project is to extend the useful life of the bridge by
performing bridge rehabilitation and preservation jactivities. The bridge rehabilitation/preservation work
will extend the functional life of the bridges and delay regression to a lower condition state.

The existing bridge, built in 1937, is a nine (9) span structure consisting of seven (7) steel stringer/floor-
beam trestle approach spans and two (2) steel deck truss main spans with a total léngth of approximately
800 feet. The last major rehabilitation work was in 1987. The bridge is not on the Redlist and is #22 on
the 2023 State Bridge Rehab and Replace Pri?ority List. This bridge is currently scheduled for
construction funding in FY 2024 utilizing T1-2 Rehab-Rcn funding. This project is between a Bridge
Preservation and Bridge Rehabilitation effort.

TRAFFIC IMPLICATION: One lane of alternating, two-way traffic during both phases of work for
two construction seasons.
