EXPLANATION

This is a request to add funds for an ongoing projectjwhich was amended to add scope and funds and enter into a sole
source, retroactive Cooperatwe Project Agreement with the Umvers.lry of New Hampshire (UNH) with grant funds secured from the
US Fish and Wildlife Service in the amount of one hundred fcl)rty thousand dollars ($140,000). The University of New Hampshire
will assist.with the program by using electronic tagging equipment and scale collection and analysis to provide life history
information for monitoring and restoration of the declining Rambow Smelt Osmerus mordax resource in Great Bay Estuary. Adult
anadromous Rainbow Smelt will be tagged with Passive lntegratwe Transponders (PIT) tags or acoustic telemetry tags during the
spring spawning season. During tagging, smelt will be measurled and scale samples taken. Acoustic receivers will be purchased and
placed in the Piscataqua River to further document movement. Continued monitoring of tagged smelt movements and tocations over
successive years will provide valuable information on movements, site fidelity, growth, and survivorship.

Sole Source is being requested as this is an ongoing cooperatwe effort between UNH and the Department, with facilities set
up for established procedures in close proximity to both the Depanment s Region 3 Office and Rainbow Smelt collection and tagging
sites. UNH is also providing the required 25% funding match for the federal grant funds.

The retroactive Cooperative Project Agreement is bemg requested due to the unexpected amount of time it took for the
project scope to be approved by the US Fish and Wildlife Ser\l'lce amendment process for this particular project. This has been an
ongoing project for multiple years with federal funds in the buldget The decision was made to delay on entering into a new
Cooperative Project Agreement in an attempt to streamline the process with the anticipation of an approved grant amendment that
added scope and funds to the project, but it was not expected the amendment process would take many months to reach approval.
The agreement is requested to be retroactive to the approval of the project scope and funds allocated to the federal grant. The original
approved scope and funds for the project are requested to be retroactive to January i, 2024, and the new aspects of the project would
be retroactive to September 3, 2024 when the amendment was|approved for the additional scope and funds.

Funds are being budgeted in class 072, Grants-Federal, for UNH to conduct continued monitoring and restoration of
anadromous rainbow smeit.

Funds are being budgeted in class 041, Audit Set Asiclle, to comply with RSA 124:i6 that requires agencies that receive
federal funds to set aside a percentage of the federal revenue amount received to pay for financial and compliance audits.

Project Period: January 1, 2024 - December 31,{2025
Objectives: This study has one major objective regarding Rainbow Smelt:

1. Monitoring of Rainbow Smelt via telemetry

Scope of Work: Objective 1: Rainbow smelt movements and survival will be monitored using one of
two forms of telemetry: passive integrative tral{sponder (PIT) telemetry and acoustic telemetry. Adult
Rainbow Smelt will be obtained by State biolog';ists during the spring smelt spawning survey. Rainbow
Smelt captured from State fyke nets will be transfcrred into buckets and coolers for scanning of
existing passive mtegratwc transponder (PIT) tags and tagging untagged fish. Smelt will be scanned
for existing PIT tags using handheld receivers or wands, If receiving a PIT tag, the PIT tag will be
placed in the dorsal musculature. A subset of smelt may be double-tagged (receive two PIT tags) to
estimate tag retention. If a rainbow smelt reccives an acoustic telemetry tag, it will be anesthetized,
and the tag implanted via a small incision (up to ~9 mm, depending on tag size); then the incision will
be sutured closed and the animal allowed to recover. All tagged Rainbow Smelt will be measured for
fork length and total length, and scale samples taken. Individuals recaptured from previous years’
efforts will also be measured to assess growth. UNH will coordinate tagging and recapture schedules
with the State and the Coastal Research Volunteer program (New Hampshire Sea Grant} to distribute
tags annually among spawnmg tributaries and throughout the spawning season. In years PIT tags are
deployed, Campus will aim to tag at least 250 Rainbow Smelt annually; in years acoustic telemetry
‘tags are deployed, Campus will aim to tag at ledst 25 Rainbow Smelt annually. »

Information from tags will be used to describe movements among spawning tributaries {within and
between years), including site fidelity of spawmng habitats among years. Integrating tag data with size
and age estimates will allow for quantifying growth. Assessing recapture rates among years, or
telemetry data among arrays deployed in Great Bay, NH, with sufficient sample size, can be integrated
into mark-recapture models (such as Cormack-Jolly-Seber) to estimate seasonal or annual survival
rates.

Deliverables Schedule: Campus shall submit annual interim reporis in a format acceptable to the
State and due within 30 days of the end of each é:aiendar year. Reports shall include a comparison of
actual accomplishments during the reporting pcrlod against the established project objectives and
include any significant developments that eitherlresult in problems, delays, or adverse conditions or
which favorably impact the project. Campus shall submit an overall final report detailing activities
and results of the project no later than 60 days after the Project Period end date (3/1/26). Any '
articles, publications, or media regarding the project and project results shall reference the funding
support provided by the New Hampshire Fish an:d Game Department and the Sport Fish Restoration
program under federal grant F24AF00586 (NH E-61-R-26).
