REQUESTED AaiON

1. Pursuant to RSA 227-H:9, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and

Recreation, to enter into a Retroactive Special Use Permit (SUP) with the Hampton Area Chamber of Commerce,

Hampton, NH (the Permittee) for the 35*^ Annual Seafood Festival effective upon Governor and Executive Council
approval for the period of September 3, 2024 through September 12, 2024.

2. Further, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and Recreation, to accept

payment from the Hampton Area Chamber of Commerce, Hampton, NH, (the Permittee) in the amount of $11,400,
for Special Use Permit (SUP) fees for the 35"^ Annual Seafood Festival, effective upon Governor and Executive Council
approval.

EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive because of administrative delays in obtaining and processing supporting documentation. The
Division of Parks and Recreation (Division) Issues SUPs for events that take place in State Parks. These events include but

are not limited to non-profit fundraisers, triathlons, fishing tournaments, filming permits, and for-profit activities.

The Seafood Festival is an annual fundraising event offered by the Hampton Area Chamber of Commerce. The event brings

over 50 of the seacoast's top restaurants serving an abundance of seafood delicacies, 80 craft vendors promoting locally

made products, hundreds of Ocean Boulevard merchants offering end-of-the-season sidewalk sales, continuous culinary

chef demonstrations, and two states of continuous entertainment.

D. Event Fees Charged bv the Permittee:

6. A completed irxfonne and expense report and attendance report regarding all aspects of the Permittee's Event
shall be submitted to the State no later than January 15, 2025.

E. Event Fees Charged bv the State: |

liability insurance as listed in the Policy. I
3. The Permittee shall contact the NH Liquor Commission to obtain all required licenses and documentation.

i. The Permittee shall ensure that all State of NH Liquor Commission laws and regulations are adhered
to during the Event.

1. The Permittee shall install the following tents In locations as agreed upon between the State and the Permittee:

I. One (1) 20' x 40' tent to be used for the Culinary Tent.

L. Parking:

1. The Permittee shall provide logistical plans related to public and concessionaire parking, vehicle access, and
traffic control to the State's Regional Park Supervisor for consideration and approval no later than one week
prior to the first access to the Premises for setup.

2. Upon receiving appropriate approvals, Ocean Boulevard will be dosed to vehicular traffic.
i. The Permittee shall erect signage promoting that parking is available In the day-use area of South

Beach for $15.00 per car and $30.00| per RV; and that the parking kiosks and meters on Ocean
Boulevard and at the remaining State parking lots are active during the Event.

3. The Permittee is granted use of the following parking spaces:

Regional Supervisor and at not cost to the Stete, to facilitate on-going field communications between the
Permittee and the State during the Event.

Famllv Attractions and Entertainment Area:

1. The Permittee shall utilize the area outside of the Hampton Chamber Information Center for the famDy
attractions and entertainment area.

Q. Craft Vendor Reouirements:
1. The Permittee shall be allowed to have up to eighty (80) craft vendors selling items at the Event.

The Permittee shall obtain a certificate of Insurance from all vendors and have them available to the State upon
request. |
A representative of the Permittee shall greet and coordinate the craft vendors at the south end, allowing such
vendors up to 20 minutes to park their vehicle, unload products, and remove their vehicle.

iii. Tables shall be returned to South Beach and placed in their original location no later than the

Thursday following the Event.

X. General Permit Requirements:

1. The Permittee shall not hold the Event unless a fully executed permit is issued.
2. The Permittee shall not use the Premises for any commercial purposes nor sublet or permit Its use by any other

person or persons, except as may be permitted [herein.
3. The Permittee agrees that no trees or shrubs shall be cut, damaged, or used by the Permittee, except as may

be permitted herein and with prior DNCR appro^l.
4. The Division reserves the right to remain in contact with the Permittee if complaints are received regarding the

Permittee's use of the Premises. Further, the Division reserves the right to impose further conditions as needed.
5. The Permittee agrees that the Director, DMsionjof Parks and Recreation, or any duly authorized agent, at any

time, may examine and inspect any and all pro[>erty located and situated on and In these Premises.
6. This permit Is not transferable and the Director, Division of Parks and Recreation, may revoke this permit at any

time for any reasonable cause. |
7. The Division can never guarantee that the site will, at all times, have the capacity to serve the Event or that the

conditions of weather will be appropriate for the Event. This is a risk that the Permittee alone must bear.
8. The Permittee shall agree that all precautions| shall be taken to ensure that there will be no conflict with

recreational users in the area, except as permitted herein.
9. The Permittee shall recognize Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and

Recreation as host sites for the Event on all publications, pronv>tlonal materials, and websites.
10. The Permittee shall adhere to all specific requirements arvi must follow the policy as listed herein.

1. The Permittee shall submit a description and map of the proposed Event layout over and across the Premises.

II. This shall be submitted to the Concord Headquarters with the permit application.

2. The Permittee shall meet with the Regional Supervisor and/or the Onsite Contact no less than one week prior
to the Event to finalize the Event layout and use of the Premises as well as any pre-event setup requirements
and post event dismantle requirements. |

3. The Permittee shall make necessary contacts and obtain approvals from appropriate town and state agencies
including but not limited to the State Departmerit of Transportation and local ftre and police departments.

I. The Permittee shall comply, at its expense, with all local and state requirements for police and traffic
control.

Z. General Cancelatlons:

1. ONCR reserves the right to delay or cancel any event In accordance with Governor and public health and safety
directives. I

i. If DNCR cancels the Event, all moneys submitted to DNCR for the Permit shall be relumed to the
Penoittee. |

ii. The Permittee shall agree that should the Event be canceled, the Permittee will indemnify and hold the
State of New Hampshire harmless with respect to any claims against the State arising out of the

2. If the Permittee cancels the Event outside of Governor or DNCR directive, DNCR reserves Its right to retain any
moneys paid for the Event.

3. Should Premises not be returned to conditions as found by the end of the day following the event, the Permittee

shall pay $200.00 penalty fee.

CC.Sions. Banners, and Trail Markers:

1. All sign, banners, and trail markers installed on the Premises shall be approved by DNCR prior to Installation.
2. All sign, banners, and trail markers shall be installed no earlier than the moming of the Event and shall be

removed no later than the end of the Event unless otfierwise listed herein.
