EXPLANATION

NHDES selected awardees for Clean Water Asset Management Grant Program from pre-applicants who submitted
proposed projects to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan program in June of 2023. This grant is
funded with Clean Water Technical Assistance funds, consistent with section 603(k) of the Clean Water Act in an
amount equal to 2% of all grant awards received by a state CWSRF after November 15, 2021. See Attachment A
for a list of Awardees.

The Town of New Castle will use the grant funding to develop an Asset Management Program to be used as a
complete community specific decision-making tool related to the assets of the Town’s stormwater collection
system. Asset management enables communities to examine the need for each asset as well as the performance
of the assets.

in the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form, substance, and
execution.

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from Grants to the State from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency, Clean Water State Revolving Fund Technical Assistance funds under CFDA #66.458.
All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are
hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and the grantee.
