REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a SOLE SOURCE amendment

to an existing contract for lead service line inventory and replacement assistance for NH water systems
(PC # 1091964) with Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. (VC #355345-6001), New York, NY, by increasing the amount
by $999,564 to $3,995,815 from $2,996,251, and extending the contract end date to June 30, 2026, from
January 1, 2025, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original contract was approved by

Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, Item #99.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval of this SOLE SOURCE amendment to the existing contract with Hazen and

Sawyer, P.C. (Hazen) to continue providing service line identification, and development of a replacement
and sampling plan in accordance with EPA's Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) and Improvements
(LCRI). This amendment is SOLE SOURCE because Hazen, having been originally selected through a request
for proposal competitive bid process, indicated that they have the qualifications and capacity to take on
the additional work. This effort is in response to the Environmental Protection Agency's published
regulatory revisions to the National Primary Drinking Water Regulation for lead and copper under the
authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA). These revised requirements provide greater and more

effective protection of public health by reducing exposure to lead and copper in drinking water. To date,

$601,261 has been spent of the original $2,996,251 contract.

In September of 2022, NHDES posted a request for proposals for consulting firms to complete the lead
service line inventory (LSLI), replacement plan and sampling plan for community water systems and non-
transient non-community systems with less than 1,700 service connections. Thirteen proposals were
received. A four-person review team consisting of experienced NHDES personnel scored the proposals in
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terms of the proposal quality, cost, qualifications, experience, adequacy of approach and overall project
understanding. The NHDES review team selected Underwood Engineers, Inc., Northeast GIS, LLC, Arcadis

U.S., Inc. and Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. consulting firms as having the top-ranked proposals based on the
previously mentioned criteria.

Hazen was selected to work with 213 New Hamps^lire public water systems to Identify lead service lines,
develop a lead service line Inventory, and if lead service lines are found, develop a lead service line
replacement plan and lead and copper sampling plan. Hazen has divided the work into four main tasks

that will include overall program management support, development of LSLI, preparation of updated
sampling site plans and development of lead service line replacement plans. Additional work through this
amendment includes gap analysis and record research-needed for lead service lines that were identified

as unknown, office hours to respond to individual questions by water systems regarding sampling and
Identification, and updated inventories as Informati'on Is collected.

In the event federal funds are no longer available, general funds "will not be requested to perform this
work. This contract amendment has been approved by the Department of Justice as to form, substance

and execution.

AMENDMENT NO. 1

CONTRACT FOR SERVICES - LEAD SERVICE LINE INVENTORY AND REPLACEMENT PLAN

WHEREAS, the State of New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) has
entered into a contract with Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. in the amount of $2,995,251 to assist the
New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services Drinking Water and Groundwater Bureau
by offering consulting services to community public water systems related to developing a lead
service line inventory and replacement plan, through January 1, 2025, which was approved by
Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, as Item #99,

NOW THEREFORE, amend the original contract between NHDES and Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. as
approved by Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, as Item #99 in the following manner:

1. The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 shall be changed from January 1,
2025 to June 30, 2026.

2. The Price Limitation as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.8 shall be changed from $2,996,251
to $3,995,815,

3. Delete Exhibit A, B and C and replace with Exhibit A-Amendment 1, Exhibit B-Amendment
1, and Exhibit C-Amendment 1. Exhibit A-Amendment 1, Exhibit B-Amendment 1 and
Exhibit C-Amendment 1 are attached hereto and Incorporated into this amendment and
agreement by reference.

All other conditions outlined in the contract shall remain in effect.

Special Provisions

I. NEW HAMPSHIRE STATE AND LOCAL FISCAL RECOVERY FUNDS FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS

This Agreement is funded under a grant to the State of New Hampshire (State) and subsequently through
the Governor's Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) and New Hampshire Department of
Environmental Services (NHDES) as approved by the Governor and Executive Council from the federal
government through the Department of Treasury (Treasury) through the American Rescue Plan Act of
2021 (ARPA), with the source of funds being the State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (SLFRF) identified
under the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number #21.027. The Federal Award
Identification Number (FAIN) for this award is SLFRP0145. This grant award is a subaward of SLFRF funds
and any and all compliance requirements, as updated by Treasury, for use of SLFRF funds are applicable
to the Subrecipient, without further notice. Treasury requirements are published and updated at
htt ps://home, treasury.gov/policv-issues/coronavirus/assistance-for-st ate-loca l-and-triba I-

governments/state-and-local-fiscal-recovery-funds.

A portion of the Federal Funds paid under this Agreement are from a Grant to the State from United States
Environmental Protection Agency, New Hampshire Drinking Water State Revolving Fund under CFDA
#66.468. All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant
are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between the NHDES and Hazen and Sawyer,
P.C. ("Contractor").

FEDERAL FUNDING ACCOUNTABILITY and TRANSPARENCY ACT (FFATA;. The Subrecipient shall comply

with the terms of the FFATA by providing NHDES with their Unique Entity Identifier (Unique Entity ID), and
all applicable Executive Compensation Data information as required under the FFATA. A Unique Entity ID
may be obtained by visiting https://www.sam.gov.

SAM REGISTRATION; The Subrecipient must have an active registration with the System for Award
Management (SAM) (https://www.sam.gov).

GENERALLY ACCEPTED ACCOUNTING PROCEDURES: The Subrecipient, if a governmental entity, shall

maintain project accounts in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP),
including standards relating to the reporting of infrastructure assets as issued by the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board (GASB). The full text of Governmental Accounting Reporting Standards is
available through the GASB website at: http://www.ga5b.org

RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS: The Subrecipient must maintain records and financial documents for
five years after all funds have been expended or returned to the State and/or Treasury. Treasury may
request transfer of records of long-term value at the end of such period. Wherever practicable, such
records should be collected, transmitted, and stored in open and machine-readable formats.

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Subrecipient must agree to provide or make available such records to the State and Treasury upon
request, and to the Government Accountability Office ("GAG"), Treasury's Office of Inspector General

("OIG"), and their authorized representative in order to conduct audits or other investigations.

SINGLE AUDIT REQUIREMENTS: Recipients and subrecipients that expend more than $750,000 in Federal

awards during their fiscal year will be subject to an audit under the Single Audit Act and its implementing
regulation at 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart F regarding audit requirements. Recipients and subrecipients may
also refer to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Compliance Supplements for audits of federal
funds and related guidance and the Federal Audit Clearinghouse to see examples and single audit
submissions.

CIVIL RIGHTS COMPLIANCE: The sub-grantee, contractor, subcontractor, successor, transferee, and

financial assistance from excluding from a program or activity, denying benefits of, or otherwise
discriminating against a person on the basis of race, color, or national origin (42 U.S.C. § 2000d et seq.),
as implemented by the Department of the Treasury's Title VI regulations, 31 CFR Part 22, which are herein

incorporated by reference and made a part of this contract (or agreement). Title VI also includes

protection to persons with "Limited English Proficiency" in any program or activity receiving federal

VI regulations, 31 CFR Part 22, and herein incorporated by reference and made a part of this contract or

agreement.

In order to carry out its enforcement responsibilities under Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, NHDES may
collect and review information from subrecipients to ascertain their compliance with the applicable

requirements before and after providing financial assistance. Treasury's implementing regulations, 31 CFR
part 22, and the Department of Justice (DOJ) regulations, Coordination of Non-discrimination in Federally

Assisted Programs, 28 CFR part 42, provide for the collection of data and information from recipients and

subrecipients (see 28 CFR 42.406).

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE: All funds are subject to statutory requirements that they must be used for

costs incurred by the recipient during the period that begins on March 3, 2021, and ends on December

31, 2024, and that award funds for the financial obligations incurred by December 31, 2024 must be

expended by December 31, 2026.

GRANTS FOR RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT: This award is not a grant for research and development as

defined in 2 CFR.200.1.

PROCUREMENT, SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT: Recipients are responsible for ensuring that any

procurement using SLFRF funds, or payments under procurement contracts using such funds are

consistent with the procurement standards set forth in the Uniform Guidance at 2 CFR 200.317 through
2 CFR 200.327, as applicable. The Uniform Guidance establishes in 2 CFR 200.319 that all procurement

transactions for property or services must be conducted in a manner providing full and open competition,

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consistent with standards outlined in 2 CFR 200.320, which allows for non-competitive procurements only
in circumstances where at least one of the conditions below is true: the item is below the micro-purchase
threshold; the item is only available from a single source; the public exigency or emergency will not permit
a delay from publicizing a competitive solicitation; or after solicitation of a number of sources, competition
is determined inadequate. Subrecipients must have and use documented procurement procedures that
are consistent with the standards outlined in 2 CFR 200.317 through 2 CFR 200.320.

Subrecipient shall fully comply with Subpart C of 2 C.F.R. Part 180 entitled, "Responsibilities of Participants
Regarding Transactions Doing Business With Other Persons," as implemented and supplemented by 2
C.F.R. Part 1532. subrecipient is responsible for ensuring that any lower tier covered transaction, as
described in Subpart 8 of 2 C.F.R, Part 180, entitled "Covered Transactions," and 2 C.F.R. § 1532.220,
includes a term or condition requiring compliance with 2 C.F.R, Part 180, Subpart C. subrecipient is
responsible for further requiring the inclusion of a similar term and condition in any subsequent lower tier
covered transactions, subrecipient acknowledges that failing to disclose the information required under
2 C.F.R. § 180.335 to NHDES may result in the delay or negation of this assistance agreement, or pursuance
of administrative remedies, including suspension and debarment.

By entering into this agreement, the subrecipient certifies that the subrecipient Is not debarred or
suspended. Furthermore, the subrecipient certifies that no part of this contract will be subcontracted to
a debarred or suspended person or firm.

DOMESTIC PREFERENCES FOR PROCUREMENTS (2 C.F.R. S 200.322) As appropriate and to the extent
consistent with law, to the greatest extent practicable, there is a preference for the purchase, acquisition,
or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including but not limited to iron,
aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). The requirements of this section must be
included in all subawards including all contracts and purchase orders for work or products under this
award.

For purposes of this section:

PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN TELECOMMUNICATIONS AND VIDEO SURVEILLANCE SERVICES OR

EQUIPMENT:

1. Financial management. The Contractor shall comply with 2 CFR part 200 Subpart D and the

specific standards regarding financial reporting, accounting records, internal control, budget

control, allowable cost, source documentation, and cash management outlined therein.

2. Allowable costs. All costs charged to this Agreement shall be eligible, necessary, and reasonable
for performing the tasks outlined in the approved project scope of services. The costs, including

match, shall be incurred during the period of performance of the project, and shall be allowable,

meaning that the costs must conform to specific federal requirements detailed in 2 CFR part 200

Subpart E.

3. Property Management. The Contractor shall comply with the property management and

procedures detailed in 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D.

4. Restrictions on Lobbying. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 15 CFR part 28 and 2 CFR

Part 200 Subpart E which prohibit the use of federal Contract funds to influence (or attempt to

influence} a federal employee, and requires the submission of Standard Form LLL ("Disclosure of

Lobbying Activities") if nonfederal funds have been used to influence (or attempt to influence) a

federal employee.

5. Drug-Free Workplace. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 2 CFR part 1329 which

require that as a condition of the Agreement, certification that they maintain a drug-free

workplace. By signing and submitting the Agreement, the Contractor certifies that he or she will

not engage in the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a

controlled substance in conducting any activity associated with the Agreement.

5. Protection for Whistleblowers. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 41 U.S.C. §471

regarding Whistieblower protections.

Scope of Services

Public water systems must comply with the new Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR), announced by

the EPA on December 15, 2021. Once the inventory and plans are developed, they will be submitted to

NHDES. The format of the information must follow a standard LSLI template to be provided by NHDES so

it can easily be incorporated into the State's web based LSLI tool.

Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. (Hazen) is one of four engineering firms selected to assist communities with

developing the LSLI and, if lead service lines are found, developing a lead service line replacement plan

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and lead and copper sampling plan. Hazen will be involved with a total of 213 systems as shown below
and following this scope of work (see attachment B for a complete list of the communities that Hazen will
be providing services to).

The Scope of Services to be provided is described in Tasks 1 through 4 below, followed by Allowance Items
for optional work if deemed necessary by NHDES. These Allowance and optional tasks will require
approval by NHDES priorto any work being done.

Task 1: Program Management

Hazen's Scope of Work for Task 1 includes the following:
•  Task 1.1: Project Management

•  Task 1.2: Monthly Coalition Meetings and Virtual Office Hours
•  Task 1.3; Regulatory Coordination

•  Task 1.4: Training Materials

Task 1.1: Project Management

Provide contract administration services sufficient to meet contractual requirements, including
coordinating, administering, and managing all work, preparing, tracking, and reviewing management
information, progress reports, project requirements, and provide management actions needed to
maintain budget and schedule.

Task 1.2: Monthly LCRR Coalition Meetings

Monthly meetings will kickoff with a 2-hour in person meeting at a central New Hampshire Department
of Environmental Services location. Following meetings will be 1.5 hours and held virtually. These
meetings will provide a platform for the communities to engage in discussion regarding overall LCRR
requirements, project task updates, and deadlines. The monthly meetings will provide a space for the
communities to feel comfortable asking questions and to connect with each other. A total of 20 monthly
meetings are carried for this task.

Beginning in January 2025, a 2-hr virtual office hour meeting will occur monthly. These office hours will
be used to respond to individual questions by communities during the identification phase. They will also
provide a platform for the communities to engage in discussion regarding inventory, identification, and
sampling requirements. A total of 12 monthly virtual office hours are carried for this task,

Task 1.3: Monthly Regulatory Coordination Meetings

Throughout the project, Hazen's management team will closely monitor USEPA and NHDES regulations
and guidance related to the LCRR. Hazen shall conduct 1-hr monthly meetings with NHDES to provide
opportunity to coordinate on LCRR regulatory requirements and discuss project tasks and deadlines.
Hazen's management team will also attend NHDES and/or NHWWA meetings in which LCRR is a part of
the subject matter. An executive summary of items discussed at these meetings, as well as an evaluation
of the relevance to the program will be provided to the LCRR Coalition and uploaded onto the LCRR
Coalition Website developed by Hazen.

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Beginning in January 2025, Hazen shall conduct 1-hour monthly meetings with NHDES to provide
opportunity to coordinate on LCRR/I regulatory requirements and discuss project tasks and deadlines.
Meeting agendas shall alternate between identification progress and overall program coordination, A
total of 12 meetings will be carried for this task.

Task 1.4; Training Materials

Training materials will be uploaded to the LCRR Coalition Website to provide a future resource for utility
and NHDES staff. These trainings can also be made public as required by NHDES. If training sessions are
conducted virtually, Hazen will incorporate virtual meeting tools such as real-time surveys/questionnaires
and virtual breakout sessions to enhance participant engagement and discussion. Emerging needs and
gaps in available guidance will be identified through discussions with NHDES staff.

Hazen will develop a customized LSLl for each system that is assigned to the LCRR Coalition, To meet
system's needs over time, the LSLl will be a living, dynamic database that can be easily updated as service
line materials are verified. The LSLl must also be developed using accurate and defendable data sources
as it will serve as the foundation for the remaining LCRR compliance program tasks,

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Hazen will develop an LCRR Coalition Website to provide the utilities with a centralized location of
resource and training materials. The website is also a location for the Coalition systems to access their
view of the inventory and deadline schedules. This website is only for systems assigned to Hazen.

Task 2.2. Gap Analysis and Records Research

Hazen will assist with a gap analysis and records research to support the formation of the LSLI and capture
the data required for populating the NHDES DWGB LSLI Initial Inventory Template. The LCRR requires that
water systems review a variety of records during the development of an LSLI. Hazen will work with utility

personnel to complete their records review and assess available historical documentation. An initial

inventory will be drafted and submitted to NHDES by October 16, 2024 based on the results of the initial
records review completed before September 30, 2024. Hazen will continue to update the inventory for
communities who provide additional records after 10/16/2024 and before 6/30/2025. This records review

includes in-person paper record review. An allowance for time and expenses to complete up to 2,160
hours has been carried for this effort.

Hazen shall prepare a records review prioritization plan based on the results of the records review effort

conducted to develop the October 2024 initial inventory. NHDES shall provide Hazen with a prioritization
list of the communities assigned for Hazen to conduct records review. System size and likelihood of lead
will be considered in developing the prioritization of records review.

The State of New Hampshire follows the IPG plumbing codes. In addition to the IPG codes, Hazen will
research local county and city codes, additional documents such as local planning board plans/documents,
subsurface plans, registry of deeds, and town annual reports for local utilities within the LGRR Coalition.

Task 2.3. Development of Lead Service Line Inventory (LSLI)

Hazen will develop an LSLI that is data-point trackable and categorizes materials on both the public and
privately-owned portions of each service line. The LSLI will be dynamic and hosted in cloud infrastructure,
emphasizing accessibility, security, and the ability to be updated over time from multiple access points.
The inventory data structure will be formatted based on the LSLI template developed by NHDES.

Task 2.4. LSLI Inventory Tools; Dashboard and Mobile Field App (Optional Task)

2.4.1 Hazen can develop an interactive dashboard to provide real-time tracking of inventory
development, service line identification and replacement, and likelihood/predictive modeling results. This
tool would be intended for internal use by Hazen and LGRR Coalition medium sized water systems (greater
than 350 connections) for project management purposes and would only be developed for communities
interested in the project management features with the dashboard.

2.4.2 Hazen will develop a mobile field identification application for LGRR Coalition medium sized water
systems (greater than 350 connections) to be used by field staff to verify service line materials during
meter replacement efforts and ongoing GIP projects.

Task 2.5. Population of NHDES DWGB LSLI Template

Contractor Initial;
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Hazen will work with the LCRR Coalition communities to populate the inventory into the NHDES DWGB

LSLI Template. Hazen will communicate with NHDES regularly and will continue to monitor the
development of both federal and state LCRR guidance to ensure that system's inventories comply with all
federal and state regulatory requirements. Fields within the NHDES template will be populated using data
provided by systems, historical code research, and criteria used to designate non-lead material status (e.g.
building construction dates). Gaps in data will be provided to utilities for future verification.

Hazen shall provide NHDES with sample data of a minimum of three (3) water systems as a pilot project.
The purpose of the pilot LSLI systems will be to establish the most effective and efficient means and
methods of completing the inventories for the other 213 water systems.

NHDES DWGB Initial LSLI Template shall be submitted to NHDES by October 16, 2024 for 213 communities.
Communities designated as non-lead and communities with inventories including unknowns, lead and
GRR service lines will be required to submit a baseline inventory to NHDES. NHDES shall provide Hazen
with the Baseline Inventory Template. The information input into the Initial Service Line Inventories
submitted October 16, 2024 will be transferred to the NHDES Baseline Inventory for the October 16, 2025
deadline. Up to 213 inventories will be updated and submitted to each community by September 1, 2025
based on additional records review and field identification efforts. The community shall be responsible to

submitting the annual updated inventory to NHDES.

Task 2.6. Service Line Material (SLM) Identification Program Action Plan

Hazen will develop an action plan to help identify unknown service lines. Hazen will work with key utility
staff to identify internal resources and establish a systematic approach to identifying service line materials
within each system. The outcome of this exercise will be the development of standard operating
procedures (SOPs) for service line material verification. This will include procedures and tools for data
collection and storage, a prioritization strategy and index for field verification, as well as a list of customer
education and outreach materials to engage customers in assisting with service line identification. The
identification program will build upon both existing and future CIP projects for applicable systems, and
prioritization will consider areas with the highest likelihood of containing lead and locations with sensitive
or disadvantaged populations.

Task 2.7. Data Management and Inventory Workshops

Hazen will create a central cloud-hosted database to simplify data management, streamline inventory

reporting, and provide an integrated tool for Hazen and LCRR Coalition water systems to manage the SLM
inventory over time. Hazen will depend on commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) EsrI software and cloud
infrastructure for data management. For security reasons, each community will be provided with a
different view of the inventory filtered to their system, creating individual access points for each system
in the LCRR Coalition.

Hazen will host the following workshops and meetings to aid in the development of LSL Inventories.

•  Gap Analysis Workshop (virtual) - In compliance with LCRR, systems shall verify data sources on
file that can be used to develop the inventory. Hazen will explain to LCRR coalition communities

how to fill out the USEPA required data checkbox and review how to use the LCRR Coalition

website to sign in and upload data.

Individual Follow-up Meeting with Target Systems (virtual) - Hazen will review the data provided
by systems and follow up with target systems on an as-need basis to gain institutional knowledge
and fill in any necessary data gaps. An allowance of $25,000 is carried for Individual Follow-up
Meetings.

Small Group Meetings for Inventory Development (in-person) - After analyzing the provided
utilities, Hazen will conduct small group meetings to review the results from the data gap analysis
and provide an overview of Hazen's approach finalize the LSLI (up to 4 small group meetings).

Unknown Material Identification Workshop (virtual) - Hazen shall review training materials for
the LCRR Coalition to aid Operators with the implementation of "unknown" material identification
methods and how to update the LSLI with new information.

Individual virtual and in-person meetings with communities regarding inventory updates based
on additional record review or identification efforts (allowance up to 200 hours)

Workshops will be recorded and uploaded onto the LCRR Coalition Website for future reference.

Task 2.8; Inventory Allowances

Hazen will provide updates to the inventory export when NHDES makes edits to the template. Updates
on items subject to change in the LCRI will be delayed until after its promulgation.

Furthermore, this task included additional communication or meetings with communities as needed
beyond that.

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Task 3: Sampling Site Plans (SSP)

The LCRR includes new tier criteria for tap sample site selection and new procedures for compliance
sample collection. Systems will be required to return to standard monitoring with two 6-month rounds of
sampling starting in 2025, increasing the quantity of sample collection. A Sample Site Plan (SSP) will be
developed to identify sample sites (including lead and copper compliance, schools, and childcare facilities)
and establish SOPs for sample collection and tracking, data storage and reporting, and public notification.
The SSP will cover community water systems and non-transient non-community water systems across a

range of sizes.

The LSLI will serve as the primary data source for the SSP. It will include data fields (as available) for
determining site tier designations such as service tine material, building type, and the presence of a lead
gooseneck or connector. For systems using a centralized GIS solution to host the inventory, identification
of sample sites can be expedited using a script that reads from the database to generate sample sites for
the LCRR coalition. Building upon SLM findings, Hazen will develop a prioritized dataset of eligible LCR tap
sampling sites, including customer contact information when available, for sampling-related outreach.

Tracking customer contact information will streamline customer outreach efforts by communities related
to compliance sampling. Additionally, Hazen will develop an updated tap sampling standard operating
procedure (SOP) to guide sampling efforts by each community under the LCRR.

Hazen's Scope of Work for Task 3 includes the following;

•  Task 3.1 Sampling Site Identification

•  Task 3.2 Sample Collection Procedures

•  Task 3.3 Omitted

•  Task 3.4 Sample Site Plan

Task 3.1. Sampling Site Identification (Compliance Sampling)

The LCRR tier criteria will focus on sampling sites with LSLs and galvanized iron service lines. Using results
from the LSLI, Hazen will provide recommendations for revising each community's LCR compliance sites
to reflect the new LCRR tiered structure.

Hazen will provide the following services:

•  Evaluate existing LCR sample site list and prioritize historical sampling sites that meet updated
tier criteria for sampling.

•  Using results from the LSLI; if any lead service lines (LSLs) or galvanized lines downstream of a lead
service line or connector are identified, a prioritized list of sampling sites meeting requirements

for Tier 1-3 sites will be developed.

•  Identify sampling sites as needed from historical sampling sites that are expected to meet Tier 4
or Tier 5 criteria when insufficient Tier 1-3 sites are available from the LSLI.

•  Hold a virtual meeting with the LCRR Coalition to present the sample site identification process.
Each community will be provided their draft sample sites for review and comments. Input
received from each community will be addressed prior to finalizing the sample sites.

Task 3.2. Sample Collection Procedures (Compliance Sampling)

Contractor Initials
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The LCRR introduces several changes to compliance sampling procedures, including requirements for fifth-
liter sampling at sites with LSLs. Hazen will prepare an LCRR tap sampling SOP to guide compliance
sampling and account for first and fifth-liter sample collection per LCRR requirements.

Hazen will provide the following services:

•  Prepare a tap sampling SOP document that defines the procedures for customer outreach,

laboratory coordination, sample collection, customer notification, and regulatory reporting. The
SOP will cover fifth-liter sampling for sites with LSLs or galvanized requiring replacement (GRR)

and first-draw sampling for other sites. The SOP will include requirements for sample kit
preparation and distribution. It is anticipated that one SOP will be prepared to cover all systems.
This material will be uploaded to the LCRR Coalition Website.

•  Prepare customer sampling instructions meeting LCRR requirements. It is anticipated that the

instructions will contain fields for customer data collection to provide quality assurance for

customer-collected samples.

•  Hold a workshop to review the draft tap sampling SOP. This will be recorded and uploaded to the
LCRR Coalition Website for future reference.

Task 3.3. Omitted

Task 3.4 Sample Site Plan Allowance

This task includes additional engineering services as needed to assist LCRR Coalition communities to

complete the Sample Site Plan requirements per USEPA regulation. Service in this task will be start once

the LCRI is finalized.

Task 4: Lead Service Line Replacement (LSLR) Plan (Allowance)

Hazen will develop an LSL Replacement (LSLR) plan template for applicable systems. The LSLR plan

template will include all LCRR required items and will address customer outreach, funding strategies, and
protocols to streamline to LSL replacement and post replacement (flushing and filter) efforts. Where
applicable, Hazen will look for opportunities to integrate LSL replacements with planned capital

improvement projects and will employ proven prioritization strategies that target LSL replacements in

disadvantaged neighborhoods and sensitive populations.

Contractor Initial^
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Guidance materials will be provided to the LCRR Coalition with information on submitting LSLR plans. A
training video will be provided and uploaded to the LCRR Coalition website. Customizable template for
outreach material can also be provided on the website for staff from the LCRR Coalition to access.

Task 4.1. Development of LSL Replacement Plan

Hazen will conduct an LSL Replacement Plan workshop with the LCRR Coalition to provide systems with
an overview of regulatory requirements. A standard LSL Replacement plan will be provided to those
systems that are required to submit an LSL Replacement Plan to NHDES. The plan will include
recommended strategies and procedures for identifying service line materials, developing a prioritization
strategy, conducting a full lead service line replacement, determining LSL replacement goal rates,
procedures for customers to conduct a high-velocity flush following a replacement, as well as customer
communication and funding strategies to support the LSL Replacement program.

The LSLR plan template will be provided to each utility for input on individual utility requirements and
needs (such as funding and legal strategies). After submitting a draft of the LSLR plan to participating
communities, Hazen will host a virtual workshop to review LSLR requirements and necessary information
that will be needed for completion. This will provide a platform for utilities to ask questions and determine
additional information needs and sources. Participating utilities will be required to fill in the LSLR template
with all necessary information and submit to Hazen through the LCRR Coalition website for finalization.

Hazen will review the completed LSLR plan template and provide a final LSLR plan to each participating
utility for NHDES regulatory submission.

Task 4.2. Development of Templates for Outreach and Educational Materials (optional task)

Hazen can support communities in developing effective messaging that influences program participation,
focusing on project needs, interesting and/or invasive project activities, and project benefits to
participating customers. Hazen will provide education and outreach to assist LCRR compliance focusing
on broad community communication and targeted communication.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this project is to utilize consulting services to assist New Hampshire public water systems
develop a lead service line inventory (LSLI), replacement plan, and sampling plan. This effort is in response
to the Environmental Protection Agency published regulatory revisions to the National Primary Drinking
Water Regulation (NPDWR) for lead and copper under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act
(SDWA). These revised requirements provide greater and more effective protection of public health by
reducing exposure to lead and copper In drinking water.

DES posted in September of 2022 a Request for Proposals (RFP) for consulting firms to place competitive
bids for completing the LSLI, replacement plan and sampling plan consulting services to all New Hampshire
community water systems, and non-transient non-community water systems. Thirteen proposals were
received. A four-person review team consisting of experienced DES personnel scored the proposals in
terms of the proposal quality, cost, qualifications, experience, adequacy of approach and overall project
understanding. The DES review team selected Underwood Engineers, Inc., Northeast GIS, LLC, Arcadis U.S.,
Inc., and Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. (Hazen and Sawyer) consulting firms as having the top-ranked proposals
based on the previously mentioned criteria (see Attachment A for a list of proposal scores and rankings).
The consulting services from each firm will include a pilot study at three public water systems to establish
the most effective and efficient means and methods of completing the invenh

Scope of Services

Public water systems must comply with the new Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR),
announced by the EPA on December 16, 2021. Once the Inventory and plans are developed, they
will be submitted to NHDES. The format of the information must follow a standard LSLI template
to be provided by NHDES so it can easily be incorporated into the State's web based LSLI tool.

Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. (Hazen) is one of four engineering firms selected to assist communities
with developing the LSLI and, if lead service lines are found, developing a lead service line
replacement plan and lead and copper sampling plan. Hazen will be Involved with a total of 213
systems as shown below and following this scope of work (see attachment B for a complete list
of the communities that Hazen will be providing services to).

The Scope of Services to be provided is described in Tasks 1 through 4 below, followed by
Allowance Items for optional work if deemed necessary by NHDES.

The LCRR Includes new tier criteria for tap sample site selection and new procedures for
compliance sample collection. Systems will be required to return to standard monitoring with
' two 6-month rounds of sampling starting in 2025, increasing the quantity of sample collection. A
Sample Site Plan (SSP) will be developed to identify sample sites (including lead and copper
compliance, schools, and childcare facilities) and establish SOPs for sample collection and
tracking, data storage and reporting, and public notification. The SSP will cover community water
systems and non-transient non-comrhunity water systems across a range of sizes.

The LSLI will serve as the primary data source for the SSP. It will include data fields (as available)
for determining site tier designations such as service line material, building type, and the

presence of a lead gooseneck or connector. For systems using a centralized GIS solution to host
the inventory, identification of sample sites can be expedited using a script that reads from the
database to generate sample sites for the LCRR coalition.
