EXPLANATION

NHFG requests a sole source grant agreement with NHA to assist with the revision and
implementation of the NH Wildlife Action Plan with a focus on bird conservation initiatives as
detailed in Exhibit B. NHA staff are among the state’s leading experts in avian research and
monitoring. This experience and expertise within one organization makes NHA uniquely
qualified to implement these projects. NHA is a well-recognized and well-established
organization in the state with an existing network of trained volunteers available to perform tasks
such as monitoring of New Hampshire's wildlife populations. Therefore, NHA has the ability to
provide crucial non-federal matching funds that are required under the federal funding from the
United States Fish & Wildlife Service (USFWS). Under this agreement, NHA biologists will
continue to implement management actions and provide technical expertise and/or training to
individuals and organizations, as appropriate, to further the goal of conserving and protecting
New Hampshire’s threatened and endangered bird populations. NHA will also assist NHFG with
a revision to NH’s Wildlife Action Plan, a federal requirement due to the USFWS by October
2025.

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The current NH Wildlife Action Plan identified 169 wildlife species and 27 habitats that are in
greatest need of conservation in New Hampshire and recommends more than 700 actions for
conserving these species and habitats. Many of these are rare, special concern and state or
federally listed bird species and the habitats they depend on for breeding and wintering. In order
for NHFG to continue to qualify and receive funding through the federal State Wildlife Grant
program, the Department must implement the conservation strategies identified in the New
Hampshire Wildlife Action Plan.

Since the New Hampshire Wildlife Action Plan was approved by the USFWS in October 2016
biologists at NHFG and our conservation partners have been working diligently to implement the
Plan. NHA has been a long-standing partner in protecting and restoring New Hampshire’s
threatened and endangered wildlife along with other species of birds. Through this collaboration,
the unique expertise of NHA biologists has resulted in the return of peregrine falcons and the
comeback of osprey to New Hampshire and helped greatly with the recovery of bald eagles that
were removed from the federal and state endangered species list.

If the provision of services by the Grantee precedes the Effective date as
determined by paragraph 4.1 of the General Provisions all services performed by the Grantee shall be
performed at the sole risk of the Grantce. In the event that this Agreement does not become effective,
the State shall be under no obligation to pay the Grantee for costs incurred or services performed;

A. NEED . oot

There are more than 500 vertebrates and thousands of invertcbrates native to New Hampshire, Of these, 169
spectes were listed as Species of Greatest Conservation Need (SGCN) in the NH Wildlife Action Plan (2015;
http://www.wildlife.state.nh us/wildlife/documents/wap/sgen -habitats-handout.pdf) and 51 species are listed
as endangered or threatened under the NH Endangered Wildlife Conscrvation Act
(http:/fwww.wildlifc.statc.nh.us/nonnamc/documents/cndaneercd-ﬂJrcatcncd-wildlife-nh.pdf). Critical

information and planning is lacking for many of these species. -

The NH Wildlife Action Plan (2015) assessed species distribution, condition, and risks {Table 2-1 in NH
Wildlife Action Plan, 2015), but data was severcly lacking on some species, especially many invertebrates
rwrww . wildlife. state nh.us/wildlife/documents/wap/chapter2 -specieshabitatsatrisk pd ). In addition,
risks for many species have changed due to emerging threats such as white-nose syndrome in bats, several
reptile and amphibian diseases, cnergy development and other land use changes, and other factors.

As data become available, it is important to assess the risks to these species and recommend appropriate
changes to the state protection status under the NH Endangered Species Conservation Act, the Species of
Special Concern list, S-ranks under the natural beritage ranking system, and updates to the NH Wildlife
-Action Plan SGCN list and associated distribution, condition, threats and actions. Recovery planning will
require coordination among multiple partners and species experts.

B. OBJECTIVE

Objective 1: Assess the diémbution, condition, risks to SGCN, poterftia] SGCN, and data deficient
wildlife in order to inform necessary actions to be incorporated into updated wildlife action plan
species and habitat profiles by March 31, 2025.

C. APPROACH

Obiective 1: New Hampshire Audubon (NHA) will assist with revision of the Wildlife Action Plan
through updated species and habitat evaluations and profiles. This will involve consultation with the
NH Wildlife Action Plan Implementation Team (WAPIT) to develop consistent standardized
evaluation protocols. Profiles will be written for select tiger beetles, and dragonflics and threatened
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or endangered birds, NHA will work with partners and other experts to evaluate the current
distribution, condition, and risks to target species using standardized methodologies, and outline
-important conservation actions to address threats. NHA will participate in other species and habitat
assessment discussions as warranted.

D. EXPECTED RESULTS AND BENEFITS:

An evaluation of the current data on distribution, condition and.threats for wildlife species in NH
will provide for a current and accurate representation of which species are in greatest need of
conservation action. Actions will be developed which reflect the current state priorities and needs.

E. TIMELINE AND REPORTING

Objective 1: Specics profiles will be updated or developed for at least 10 species and following
expert review, submitted to NHFG by March 31, 2025. An action template will be provided by
NHFG and NHA will populate for all species identified above and submitted to NHFG by February
28,2025. ’

PROJECT 7: Avian Rescarch and Monitoring Coordination (T2-3-R-2-P7)

A.NEED ,

In order to ensure that bird research and conservation conducted in New Hampshire contributes to
the overall objectives and stratcgies in the NH WAP, it is desirable that a single point of contact be
established for avian research, monitoring, and inventory. The migratory nature of birds also
dictates that survey, research, and conservation initiatives be coordinated among the states and
countries that they migrate through, and breed and winter in. In response to the expansive areas
required to support healthy populations of wild birds, most research and monitoring needs will be
carried out as part of larger scale multi-state and intemational cfforts.
Because of NHA’s long history of conducting bird rescarch and work in New Hampshire, its
professional ornithological staff and network of volunteers; it is both cost effective and efficient to
develop a clearinghouse for state omithological programs through this non-governmental
organization. New Hampshire Fish and Game will use the expertise and consulting service of NHA
to make informed decisions on priority research and conservation needs for New Hampshire’s birds.
This expertise will also be employed where appropriate during revision of the New Hampshire
Wildlife Action Plan so as to ensure that bird species of greatest conservation need receive thorough
treatment and are appropriately prioritized.

C.APPROACH

NHA will review the quality of SGCN bird reports, with a focus on threatened or endangered
species, submitted to eBird and other bird databases and submit quality information to the NH
Natural Heritage Bureau (NHNHB) for inclusion in the EOQ database. At the end of the breeding
season, the Bird Coordinator will query the eBird databasc for records of tracked species and
convert these to a form usable by the NHNHB. Data will be limited to breeding records and records
clearly suggesting breeding based on habitat and/or seasonal occurrence. NHA will also work with
researchers to get data collected in NH into regional databases (e.g., Atlantic Flyway Colonial
Waterbirds). .

Objective 2:
NHA conservation biology staff will assist NHFG in technical review and guidance of threatened
and endangered bird-related research, monitoring, and management contracts administered by
NHFG. This task will include review of permits and reports, input on issues requiring
environmental review, and serving on relevant committees as needed. NHA will provide technical
assistance to landowners and land managers in coordination with NHFG. \

Objective 3: : _

NHA will help develop monitoring protocols for endangered and threatened bird species or species
approaching recovery. When appropriate, these protocols will be integrated into existing regional
programs and coordinated among individuals or organizations with relevant expertise. NHA will
provide guidance to NHFG on state implementation of regionally-developed monitoring protocols
. for priority species or species/habitat groups.

D. EXPECTED RESULTS AND BENEFITS

Resources for wildlife conservation are limited, and coordinating wildlife conservation initiatives to
align with the priorities set forth in the NH WAP will help ensure that resources are directed toward
those species most in need of management, intensive monitoring, or other recovery efforts.

NHA staff adds both manpower and insight into the coordination process, improving the speed and
quality of on-the-ground implementation. NHA staff are uniquely qualified to participate in the
process, due to their integral involvement creating the underlying framework of the NH WAP.
Additionally, NHA staff is recognized as the authorities on bird distribution, monitoring, and
conservation in the state. Using their expertise will result in a more efficient iroplemnentation of the
NH WAP.

As Peregrine Falcons approach recovery in New Hampshire, conservation needs have shifted from
intensive monitoring to management of active nest sites when and where needed, particularly in
cases of conflict with human activities. Ignoring such conflicts could  limit progress towards species
recovery and contribute to more landowner-wildlife conflicts. Stakeholders (c.g., landowners, land
managers, recreational climbers, etc. ) will need to be engaged to assist with monitoring and
management activities to maintain long-term viability of nesting sites. :

B. OBJECTIVES

Ob]'ecti{;é 1: [mplement population management actions, as appropriate, during the 2025 breeding
season to further the goal of conserving and protecting New Hampshire’s Peregrine Falcon -
populatton.

Objective 2: Develop guidelines for Peregrine Falcon monitoring and management and share these
with stakeholder groups (WMNF, NHFG, DNCR, climbers, volunteers) through technical
assistance and training sessions.

C.APPROACH

Objective 1:
Where warranted, the Grantee will implement appropriate management strategies to protect

‘Peregrine Falcon nest sites (e.g., post signs to limit recreational activity, nest box nstallation, and
other appropriate techniques). Most such activity will also entail removing cliff closure signage
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upon confirmation of breeding being completed at relevant sites. NH Audubon will use trained
volunteers to the extent possible. NHA will track voluateer time needed to conduct this work and
will use volunteer contributions as In-Kind match. NHA will keep records regarding volunteer
match. In-kind match that is necessary and reasonable to accomplish project objectives but
represents over-match for this Project will be used as match for other Projects under this contract.

Obiective 2;

Summarize current protocols used to assess Peregrine Falcon nesting in New Hampshire {e.g., site
occupancy, nest success/failure). Invite biologists and other staff from partner organizations (e.g., -
WMNF, NHFG, DNCR), volunteers, and members of climbing community to field trainings to
demonstrate these protocols. Create a network among these stakeholders that facilitates continued
Peregrine monitoring and management that is more adaptable due to local points of contact when
management is needed.

D. EXPECTED RESULTS AND BENEFITS .

NHA will conduct management activities that reduce threats to peregrine falcons in New Hampshire
and therefore will aid recovery efforts. Because NHA has expertise on these species and on-the-
ground conditions, more efficient and effective recommendations can be identified. Directly
mvolving local land managers in stewardship of this species will ensure that conservation actions
are sustainable over time. :

E. TIMELINE AND REPORTING

PROJECT 13: Cliff Swallow Monitoring and Management (T2-3-R-2-P13)

A.NEED ,

Populations of aerial insectivorous birds (e.g., swifts, swallows, flycatchers) are in strong decline
both continentally and in the northeastern United States, and several species were included as
SGCN in the 2015 New Hampshire Wildlife Action Plan. Three of these are swallows: Bank
Swallow, Cliff Swallow, and Purple Martin. While populations of CIiff and Bank swallows are still
distributed over a large portion of New Hampshire, a long-term decline in the number of Cliff
Swallow colonies led to that species being proposed as threatened under RSA 212 in 2016. Among
the threats identified for this species are human activities that disturb or destroy their colonies. If not
addressed, such activities have the potential to reduce reproductive success or even lead to colony
abandonment. Minimizing such impacts can ensure that the species still has places to nest in the
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face of other — but poorly known - threats such as climate change, pesticides,-and events during the
non-breeding season. For colony-focused conservation actions to be effective, it is also important to
have accurate information on the distribution and size of Cliff Swallow colonies in the state.

B. OBJECTIVES
Obtain more comprehensive cutrent mformahon on the distribution, abundance, and productivity of
Clff Swallows in New Hampshire.

C. APPROACH
Through a combination of volunteers and staff, NHA will
1. visit historic colony sites to confirm persistence and estimatc current size
2. secarch for new colonies in locations where swallow activity indicates the presence ofa
previously unknown nesting site
3. encourage reporting of completely new colomes through outrcach to NH birders and other
wildlife enthusiasts (¢.g., birding listserv, NH Audubon website and publications).
4. Complete a fourth year of monitoring at three Lakes Region colonies to assess reproductive
success. '

All colony data will be provided to the NH Natural Heritage Bureau.

NHA will track volunteer time needed to conduct this work and .will use volunteer contributions.as
In-Kind match. NHA will keep records regarding volunteer match. In-kind match that is necessary
and reasonable to accomplish project objectives but represents over-match for this Project will be used
as match for other Projects under this contract.

RESULTS AND BENEFITS

Although the factors driving the declines of CLiff Swallows are still largely unknown, some threats
are clearly related to persistence and success of existing colonies. By gaining a better understanding
of colony locations and productivity, developing management recommendations, and conducting
site-specific outreach, it may be possible to mitigate many of these site-based threats. If swallow
populations continue to decline despite such measures, it is a clear indication that other factors are
influencing them. In such a case, having numerous secure colony sites may facilitate future research
on these still unknown limiting factors.

A report summarizing actions under this project will be submitted to NHFG on December 31, 2025.
Updated information on colony locatnons will be provided to the NH Natural Heritage Bureau by
December 31, 2025. .

PROJECT 2: Avian Research, Monitoring, and Manageinent (W-116-R-1, P2)

A.NEED
The State of New Hampshire's Birds, published in 2020 by NH Audubon, identified that there are
~275 bird species regularty occurring in New Hampshire, of which 193 have been suspected or
"documented as breeding since 2000. Of these species, 48% are considered to Have stable or
increasing populations, while 42% are in decline, and 10% have unknown population trends.
Species in decline are distributed throughout a number of important NH habitats including
shrublands, grasslands, forests, wetlands, lakes, rivers, coastal areas, and alpine areas. Sixty-three
bird species are listed in the NH Wildlife Action Plan (2015) are listed as Species in Greatest
Conservation Need (SGCN),; 37% of all species listed in the Plan. Revisions to the NH Wildlife
Action Plan are underway and 51 birds have been proposed for SGCN status and 26 additional birds
have been proposed for species needing additional assessment. Species Profiles need to be updated
for all species proposed for SGCN including updates to the distribution, condition, risks to species,

and priority actions nceded to improve the condition of species.

Monitoring is an important action needed to evaluate the status of bird populations and evaluate the
success of conservation actions. Monitoring can be achieved through long-term multi-species
national efforts such Breeding Bird Survey (BBS), habitat based surveys (e.g., shrubland birds}, and
targeted specics-specific surveys. Priority species for targeted monitoring be determined based on
the NH Wildlife Action Plan, other state and regional plans, and regulatory protections that require
updated information. Raptors (i.¢., hawks, eagles, owls, falcons) occupy a variety of habitat types
in NH (forests, wetlands, cliffs, urban areas) and there are different factors that affect population
viability of these species. However, historic (DDT contamination) and current threats often are
similar among species in this avian group. Successful monitoring and management of these species
resulted in bald cagles and osprey being delisted from the state endangered species lists. Following
the delisting of Bald Eagles from the state threatened list, NHFG implemnented a post-délisting
monitoring and management protocol to ensure that species recovery will be sustained in New
Hampshire. Occupancy information is also necessary to review projects that may impact bald eagle
nest sites protected from the NH Bald and Golden Eagle Act (RSA 209:9).

Because most specics of birds are migratory, it is critical for NH to coordinate with state, federal, -
and non-governmental partners in other statcs in order to assess the condition of species, and .
develop cffective conservation actions. Because of the number of bird species occurring in NH and
capacity limitations, it is critical to work with other conservation partners to implement

conservation actions and improve the condition of birds. As such, it is critical for NHFG and
contracted bird experts to provide technical assistance to other organizations and private landowners
in order to achJeve SUCCeSS.

As species have recovered or approach population recovery conflicts with human activities have
increased (e.g., osprey nests on utility and communication towers, recreational disturbance to nest
sites, disturbance to roosting or nesting eagles,-cooper’s hawks nesting and hunting in proximity to
human dwellings). Ignoring such conflicts could limit progress towards species recovery,
jeopardize recovery recently achieved by species of concern, and contribute to more landowner-
wildlife conflicts.

In order to ensure that bird research and conservation conducted in New Hampshire contributes to”
the overall objectives and strategics in the NH Wildlife Action Plan a single primary point of
contact needs to be established for avian research, monitoring, and inventory. The migratory
behavior of birds also requires that survey, research, and conservation initiatives are coordinated
among the states and the countries that they migrate through, and breed and winter in. In response to
the expansive areas required to support healthy populations of wild birds, most research aitd

" monitoring needs will be carried out as part of larger scale multi-state and international efforts.-
Because of New Hampshire Audubon’s (NHA) long history of conducting bird research and work -
in New Hampshire, its professional omithological staff and network of volunteers; it is both cost
effective and efficient to develop a clearinghouse for state omithological programs through this .

C. APPROACH

NHA will assign a qualified ornithologist to represent New Hampshire avian conservation interests
with respect to both the implementation and revision of the NH WAP and at meetings of regional
partnerships. This person will also serve as a liaison between the New Hampshire Fish and Game
Department and NHA and oversee the coordination of bird research and monitoring within the state,
as needed.

Known New Hampshire eagle nests were divided into five groups during 2019, based in part on
location and nest density. The focus of survey effort each season under NHFG contracts will be on
one of these five groups, requiring that all nest sites in a group will be surveyed twice during the
early breeding season (March to May) to determine territory occupancy. During March-May 2025
the North Country Region will be surveyed. Over five years, this will result in a statewide survey of
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known active nests. The grantee will involve volunteers or regional NHFG staff, to the extent .
possible, to monitor known nests and investigate reports of previously unknown niest sites. Newly
identified nest sites within the Seacoast survey region will be monitored according to the
standardized protocel during this contract period. NH Audubon will also follow up on potential new
nest sites statewide, determine if these sites are occupied, and assign them to one of the five
monitoring units.

Data from nests elsewhere in the state (oitside the North Country Region) may also be collected,
again with the assistance of trained volunteers. Data outside the North Country Region will
contribute to overall bald eagle monitoring information available and submitted to NHFG but will
not be officially incorporated into the five-year rotating survey framework under this contract
period and cost to collect this information will not be inveiced to NHFG for federal reimbursement.

NH Audubon will use trained volunteers to the extent possible. NHA will track volunteer time needed
to conduct this work and will use volunteer contributions as In-Kind match. NHA will keep records
regarding volunteer match. In-kind match that is necessary and reasonable to accomplish project
objectives, but represents over—match for this Project wﬂl be used as match for other Projects under this
Grant. .

Objective 2b: In the past, data on eagle nests outside of a given survey region have been collected

s0 as to track the statewide population and provide updates to the NH Natural Hcritage Database.
As recovery continues, it is increasingly difficult to-track all such nests and there is an identified -
need for a different system to capture these data. NHA will work with NHFG and the existing
network of volunteers to develop an cfficient means to gather information on eagle aest locations
outside of the current monitoring framework. &l

Objective 3:

NHA biologists will offer tcchmcal assistance to organizations, public officials, and natural resource managers
pertaining to avian conservation and management not specific to threatened or endangered spcctcs Technical
assistance will include reviewing management and conservation proposals, permits, participating in technical
advisory teams, and providing guidance to land managers including for conflicts such as nests on power lincs.

For potential nest conflicts actions mc]ude but are not limited to:-site visits to determine the extent of the
conflict, coordinating with property owners to modify existing structures to reduce their attracnvcness for nest
placement, and assist with cfforts to install alternative nesting structures, where warranted.

NHA will commumcatc NH Wildlife Action Plan priority research and monitoring efforts to organizations
conductmg bird research in New Hampshire. NHA will develop a communications network among NH's
avian research community to regularly share results of on-going work and coordinate future efforts. -
Fxamples of how this network will be established and maintained include: meetings, workshops, electronic
newsletters or other regular correspondence.

NHA will provide technical assistance to organizations such as conservation organizations, universities, and
state and fcderal environmental orgamzatxons for on-going and proposed bird rescarch and monitoring
projects.
