REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks & Recreation, Bureau of Trails, to
Retroactively amend a contract agreement with the New Hampshire Audubon Society (VC#177508), Concord, NH for the
upgrade of accessible trails at the Massabesic Nature Center in Auburn, NH to extend the completion date from December
31, 2024, to August 31, 2025 with no change to the price limitation of $80,000 effective upon approval of the Governor and
Executive Council. The original contract was approved by the Governor and Executive Council on August 7, 2024, item
#39. 100% Federal Funds

EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive due to administrative delays in obtaining supporting documentation. As previously stated, the
original contract was approved by the Governor and Executive Council on August 7, 2024, item #39, for the upgrade to the
Massabesic Nature Center in Auburn, NH.

This request, upon approval, will allow the New Hampshire Audubon Society the time necessary to complete the intended
project. The NH Audubon Society’s project has experienced delays due to the contractor’s availability being adjusted from
the originally anticipated date of Governor and Executive Council approval in early spring, which was delayed until August
7, 2024, pending National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) comment required through the Recreational Trails Program
(RTP). The later start date left a narrow opportunity for rescheduling with the low bidding contractor. Additionally, due to
unreliable weather conditions and decreased availability of day light, this project could not be completed prior to the initial
contract completion date of December 31, 2024.

The Trails Bureau supports the NH Audubon Society request to extend their project deadline to August 31, 2025, to
effectively complete their project.

The Attorney General’s Office has approved this grant amendment as to form, substance and execution.

With great appreciation for your support, we are happy to share that the first phase
of trail construction is complete. Lew Shelley, owner at Snowhawk LLC, has replaced

" the non-jurisdictional accessible bridge - which is the key to the entire trail system

for both the route, the safety of users, and to be able to access the property with the
necessary trail building equipment. While mobilized, he also rough cut 250° of new
trail and started laying the base for about 100’ of improved trail around the bridge.
This work preparing the site’s infrastructure will allow the next phase of trail building
to be completed very efficiently.

Unfortunately, the sequencing of the project has proven a challenge as the timeline
advanced into the fali. As the start date moved later in the year, the project’s
construction window of opportunity narrowed to two and a half weeks due to other
scheduled programmatic uses of the property, reduction of ideat weather and '
daylight, and the availability of Lew’s equipment and subcontractors. We really wish
we could have completed the project this year, but we hope that you'll understand
the reasons we couldn’t.

We respectfully request an extension on the use of these funds so that we may
realize our vision: a trail for all people to experience nature, our Garden for the
Senses, and the UNH Master Gardener horticultural demonstration site firsthand at
our Massabesic Center. While we are planning to complete the project in May-April
2025, we would greatly appreciate an extension through August 2025 to ensure this
important resource is built and shared. Thank you tremendously for your
consideration.
