REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Forests and Lands, Natural Heritage Bureau to
enter into a Sole Source contract with SylvaQuest, LLC (VC# 227567), Strafford, NH in the amount of $17,298 for work on
federally threatened plant species effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2025. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

This request is Sole Source because the work requires a high level of expertise to locate, identify and analyze data of a
rare native plant species called Isotrio medeoloides (Small Whorled Pogonia) that is listed in the U.S. Endangered Species
Act as threatened. SylvaQuest is considered a leading expert in this species by NH’s State Botanist, the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service and Natural Heritage programs in surrounding states. SylvaQuest has over 15 years of experience
researching this species; collecting extensive data and providing detailed analysis. Small Whorled Pogonia is difficult to
locate and does not necessarily occur where habitat appears suitable and identifying such habitat does not guarantee
that the species will be found there.

Approximately 300 hundred sites where Small Whorled Pogonia occurs have been documented since 1892. SylvaQuest
has visited 270 of those sites and improved or confirmed documentation on approximately half of those sites and has
actively managed over 40 of the sites.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service considers SylvaQuest an expert and it was the only contractor to perform technical
review of the status of Small Whorled Pogonia in the 5-year review of the species in 2022. The other Expert/Technical
reviewers were botanists/ecologists from the Natural Heritage programs of several states, the Smithsonian
Environmental Research Center (SERC) and the Atlanta Botanical Garden. SylvaQuest has also heen permitted to collect
federally rare plant material to facilitate reproductive and genetic research and for canine search training for USFWS and
SERC. Also, SylvaQuest has co-authored many research papers published in peer-reviewed, scientific journals.

SylvaQuest has consulted with landowners regarding forest management of sites containing Small Whorled Pogonia
including The Nature Conservancy, U.S. Forest Service - White Mountain National Forest, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service,




Southeast Land Trust, Town of Strafford NH, Eversource, NH Department of Transportation, Bear Paw Regional
Greenways, The Native Plant Trust and 8ranch Hill Farm/Siemens Family Charitable Trust.

SylvaQuest reviews proposed projects and provides recommendations to utility companies to avoid and minimize’
impacts to Small Whorled Pogonia.

As Small Whorled Pogonia sites are difficult to predict, SylvaQuest worked with NH Natural Heritage Bureau to develop a
screening layer and protocol with a federal nexus to identify suitable habitat. SylvaQuest has also developed a detailed -
habitat description.for field searches that has been widely shared by many other natural resource professionals.

SylvaQuest’s familiarity with the distribution of this species facilitates prioritizing annual monitoring and de novo (search
for new sites) searches on public lands and, with landowner permission, on private lands. Knowing the distribution and
phenology of this species and survey protocols developed over the last decade result in consistent, accurate and
informed reporting. The work is conducted on public lands as well as on private lands only after receiving landowner
permission.

Your approval of this requegt'contributes to the desired fut'ure state of Small Wharled Pogonia, which is to ensure the -
long-term viability and to delist the species from the Endangered Species List.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer-available, General Funds will not be requested to support this program.
The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved this cbntra& as to form, substance, and execution.

The work that Svlanuest LLC will perform is important to a federally threatened plant species, The -
desired future state is to ensure the long - term viability of small whorled pogonia (Isotria medeoloides)
and to delist the species from the Endang'ered Species List. Monitoring known populations to study the
viability of known populations will contribute to this purpose. Also,-the search for new populations (de
novo surveys) provides mformatlon on this specnes and allows researchers to studv if they are viable.
