REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Public Works Design and Construction
to enter into a Retroactive, Sole Source amendment to an existing contract with Triple Construction,
LLC. (VC#395282), Hudson, New Hampshire by increasing the price limitation by $35,970.00 from
$553,142.00 to a total price not to exceed $589,112.00 and by extending the completion date from June
24, 2024, to February 1, 2025, for Project Number 81242-B Philbrook Sewer Line Replacement, Concord,
New Hampshire. This contract is effective retroactive to June 24, 2024, upon Governor and Council
approval through February 1, 2025, unless extended in accordance with the contract terms. The original
contract was approved by Governor and Council on November 29, 2023, Item #157. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

This contract amendment is listed as a Sole Source because the completion date is being extended
with additional funding. The contract is Retroactive because it was discovered after the contract ended
that there were additional sewer lines that needed to be connected to the new sewer system, and work has
been completed.

The purpose of this amendment is to connect additional unknown sewer lines into the new sewer
system that were discovered after the project had been completed. After the contract work was completed,
several other pipes were found deeper in the ground consisting of drainage and sewer pipes that were still

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in service. These additional sewer pipes needed to be connected into the new system and the old lines
terminated.

After additional work by RowelTs pipe cleaning and locating company had located the additional
piping, it was determined that there was older piping that was still in service and therefore the Contractor
would have to excavate deeper to locate the pipes and reconnect the ones still in service and terminate
those that were no longer being used.

The work to connect the additional sewer lines is necessary because leaving the remaining lines in
place would continue to create the potential for sewage backups into the building and the work would be
considered not complete with the city permitting.

Retroactive approval of this amendment is necessary because the additional sewer lines had been
exposed and were left open to the elements including freezing temperatures, potentially creating further
problems with the sewer system and continued backups into the building creating additional costs for the
State.

The amendment has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution; and the
Department of Administrative Services has certified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the
fully executed agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of
Administrative Services - Division of Public Works Design and Construction.

AMENDMENT TO 81242 Contract B

Philbrook Sewer Line Replacement

This AMENDMENT TO THE CONTRACT ("Amendment") is entered into this _^ay
of December, 2024, by and between the State of New Hampshire, acting by and through the
Commissioner, Department of Administrative Services (hereinafter "State," "Commissioner,"
"Department" respectively) and Triple Construction, LLC (hereinafter "Contractor") (the State
and the Contractor may hereinafter singularly and/or collectively be referred to as "Party" or
"Parties").

WHEREAS, in May 2023, the State held a public opening for competitive bids on Project
81242 Contract B ("Project 81242-B). which called to replace the existing sewer line beginning
from under the Philbrook Building to the City's main sewer line. One (1) bid proposal was
received.

WHEREAS, on September 28, 2023, pursuant to the approval of the New Hampshire
Govemor and Coimcil, the Parties entered into a contract for the Philbrook Building Sewer Line
Replacement, Project 81242, Contract B ("Contract").

WHEREAS, on November 29, 2023, New Hampshire Govemor and Council approved
the Contract (Item # 157).

WHEREAS, the original contract has a not-to-exceed amount of $553,142. The original
completion date has been amended per the terms of the contract to a completion date of June 24,
2024.

WHEREAS, the Contractor has been hired to work on the Philbrook Sewer Line
Replacement for the State under the Contract, the total fees of which have reached the not-to-
exceed amount of $553,142.

WHEREAS, the Agreement is based on the scope required to complete the replacement
of the existing sewer line which runs through the Philbrook building by constructing new sewer
lines from the building to a main line outside, and reconnecting to the City's sewer system.

WHEREAS, the Contractor is currently mobilized at Philbrook Building in Concord
completing work under the Contract.

WHEREAS, the Parties desire for these additional improvements to be completed by the
Contractor.

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties mutually agree to amend Contract as follows:

1. The scope of Work under the Contract shall be increased to include the work as set forth
herein. These include:

a. connect additional unknown sewer lines into the new sewer system that were
discovered after the project had been completed. After the contract work was



completed, several other pipes were found deeper in the ground consisting of
drainage and sewer pipes that were still in service. These additional sewer pipes
needed to be connected into the new system and the old lines terminated.

2. The Contractor agrees to receive, and the State agrees to pay, as fiill compensation for the
Philbrook Building Sewer Line Replacement, the prices set forth in Alteration Order #3
dated December 3, 2024, 2024 attached hereto as Exhibit A, totaling the sum of thirty-
five thousand nine hundred seventy dollars ($35,970).

3. The Contractor agrees to perform the work in accordance with all terms of this
Amendment and the Contract.

4. Contractor covenants and agrees that the materials shall be furnished and delivered and all
labor under this Amendment shall be performed in every respect to the satisfaction and
approval of the Commissioner on or before: February 1, 2025.

5. Except to the extent specifically set forth herein, this Amendment does not alter the terms
of the Contract. All terms of the Contract remain in full force and effect.

6. Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings
assigned to them in the Contract.

7. This Amendment and all obligations of the Parties are contingent upon appropriate State
approval.

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EXPLANATION

Pursuant to Chapter 107:1, I, B, 3, Laws of 202), as amended by Chapter 113:14, Laws of 2023,
funds are available to replace the sewer line beginning from under Philbrook Building to the City's main
sewer line. This project will replace the existing sewer line which runs through the Philbrook building by
constructing new sewer lines from the building to a main line outside, and reconnecting to the City's
sewer system.

The sewer line that currently runs under the building foundation slab has sagged over time, which
has caused backups and continual maintenance issues. Additionally, the clay sewer pipe from the
building to the City sewer line is damaged Ln several areas, exacerbating the backups. On several
occasions, the sewer effluent has overflowed into the building, causing costly damage and disturbance to
the building occupants. To prevent sewage backups from reoccuiring, the Department of Health and
Human Services hires a contractor on a regular basis to clean out the lines.

1

A public bid opening was held on May 10, 2023. One (1) bid proposal was received and the
contract was awarded to the lowest qualified bidder. The low bid was 18% over the Department estimate.
The estimate for some of the work may not have accurately reflected the continued rising costs within the
industry for building material and labor. ,

The agreement has been approved by the Atiomey General as to form and execution; and the
Department of Administrative Services has certified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the
fully executed agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of
Administrative Services - Division of Public Works Design and Construction.
