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EXPLANATION

This funding will be used to award grant agreements to Regional Hazardous Materials Response Teams to
conduct advanced training for hazardous materials technicians and support anti-terrorism related training
to local jurisdictions. The content of the training to be provided will be determined by each team based on
the hazards identified in their coverage area.

The Division of Fire Safety also lacks sufficient portable radios to provide all personnel that operate in
the field with reliable portable communications during incidents or at special events such as NASCAR,
for example. Neither Haz Mat Coordinator has a portable radio for communications with regional Haz
Mat teams, or local and State agencies during an incident. The purchase of these radios would provide all
fire investigators interoperable communications with all fire and law enforcement agencies within the
State.
