REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Justice (DOJ) to enter into a subgrant with the Merrimack
County Department of Corrections (Vendor # 177435-B007), in an amount not to exceed
$145,575, from the Federal Fiscal Year 2022 and 2023 U.S. Department of Justice, Office of
Justice Program, Bureau of Justice Assistance's Residential Substance Abuse Treatment (RSAT)
grants, for the purpose of providing services for incarcerated individuals with substance abuse
disorders (SUD), upon Governor and Executive Council approval through September 30,2026.
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The RSAT is a federal formula grant program from the U.S. Department of Justice,
Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance. Its purpose is to assist states and units
of local governments to establish and maintain residential substance abuse treatment programs in
correctional and detention facilities where adult and juvenile offenders are incarcerated for a
sufficient time to receive effective substance abuse treatment and aftercare services.

On June 12,2024, the NH Department of Justice released a competitive Request for
Proposals (RFP) for available funding under the RSAT formula grant. The total eligible amount
of frinding available in the RFP was $291,149, which is an accumulation of the FFY 2021, 2022,
and 2023 grant awards.
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The RFP was a competitive solicitation, which applicants were required to receive a
minimum score of 70 to be eligible. The NH Department of Justice received two applications,
one from the Merrimack County Department of Corrections and the New Hampshire Department
of Corrections. Both applications were scored based on their ability to articulate the priority
issues their jurisdictions were facing, their plan to address the identified issues, proposed
management and capabilities to implement and achieve their goals and objectives, their plan to
sustain the program, and their intended processes to evaluate and report the results of their
efforts.

Merrimack County Department of Corrections' proposal goals and objectives were found
to be 100% consistent with the goals and objectives of the RSAT federal grant solicitation. The
proposal includes using RSAT funds to support an additional Licensed Corrections Clinician to
work with incarcerated individuals identified with SUD that are currently incarcerated. This
position will also be part of the Merrimack County Department of Corrections treatment
program, Successful Offender Adjustment and Re-entry (SOAR), and will assist with treatment
needs using Evidence-Based Treatment (EBT) and practices.

In the event that federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be
requested to support this program.

Should it be held, instead, that the provision is utterly invalid

or -unenforceable, such provision shall be deemed severable from this award.

Pursuant to Executive Order 13513, "Federal Leadership on Reducing Text Messaging While
