Requested Action

Authorize the New Hampshire Fish and Game Department (NHFG) to enter into a Retroactive Sole Source contract with Adam
Vaillancourt Roofing and Construction, LLC {Vendor Code #517110), Milford, NH, in the amount of $147,999.00 to install new
roofing at the Milford State Fish Hatchery, Milford, NH effective upon Governor and Council approval for the period November
1, 2024 through June 30, 2025. 100% Capital Funds.

Explanation

This contract is Retroactive Sole Source because the service performed was deemed an emergency. The roof leak catalyzed a
mold problem which resulted in medical issues for staff at the hatchery. Work needed to commence as soon as possible but
due to the state procurement requirements, considerable time was needed to consult with State of NH contracted vendors.
After determining state contracted vendors would not be able to provide the service, a waiver was submitted to an ultimately
approved by the Department of Administrative Services. Once the waiver was approved, work commenced immediately
resulting in retroactive approval.

The roof at Milford State Fish Hatchery has been in disrepair for several months. Back in April 2024, mold was identified in the
main hatchery building that resulted in a major health incident for one of the newer staff members. After a survey was
completed by a certified technician from SLR, it was determined mold was present. We acquired quotes from three of the state
contracts and before moving forward with remediation, it was determined the roof needed to be repaired first. The ventilation
system was also evaluated. Roofing companies were solicited. Adam Vaillancourt Roofing submitted a quote after facility staff
reached out to local vendors. In preparing the document for the contract process, it was determined that the state contracted
vendors were not notified. At that point, all procedures stopped and the state contracted vendors were contacted. Prime
Roofing Company never responded and Melanson Roofing sent a representative to conduct data collection for a quote.
Melanson Roofing came in at $237,760.00 for the project. This is substantially higher than the Vaillancourt Roofing quote at
$147,999.00. We reached out to purchasing to see how to proceed with the project. Purchasing recommended going through
the waiver process in an effort to save the state just under $90,000.00. The waiver was granted on October 30, 2024. Purchase
and Property suggested moving forward with the roof repair under emergency status in November 2024, given winter was on
the horizon and the mold issue would be unavoidable during this time. The roof repair was completed in December 2024 and
the mold remediation will be completed via a State Contracted Vendor in spring 2025.

Explanation

The roof at Milford State Fish Hatcher\} has been in disrepair for several months. Back in April 2024, mold was
identified in the main hatchery building. After a survey was completed, it was determined the roof needed to be
repaired first, prior to the mold remediation process. The ventilation system was also evaluated.  During the
pursuit of scheduling mold remediation with a state contracted vendor, we were told we need to repair the roof
first. Roofing companies were solicited, Adam Vaillancourt Roofing submitted a quote after visiting the facility. In
preparing the document for the bidding process, it was determined that the state contracted vendors were not
notified. At that point, all bid procedures stopped and the state contracted vendors were contacted. Prime
Roofing Company never responded and Melanson Roofing sent a representative to conduct the data collection for
a quote. Melanson Roofing came in at $237,760.00 for the project {Figure 1). This is substantially higher than the
Vaillancourt Roofing quote at $147,999.00 (Figure 2}. We reached out to purchasing to see how to proceed with
the project. Purchasing recommended going through the waiver process in an effort to save the state just under
$90,000.00.

The cost invotved in avoiding any linc puncturss can be
excessive. While we woukd make reasonable aempis 1o avoid hitting any limes,
the cost resulting from accidental penetration would be the respoasibility of
others.

If' i1 does not appear that an existing roof drain is suilable for re-flashmg 1o a new
roof membranc, there rre vsually 1wo options. The best option isvolves installing
a new drain; that woukl require. the services of a plumber for conaecting to the
drain line. This work could be warranted for two (2) years. However, the cost
may be higher, especislly if access issues exist. The other option invelves the use
of expansion style drn inserts. These may be less expensive but camnot be
warranted and will reduce the diameter of the existing drain.
