REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation, pursuant to RSA 4:40 and 228:57, to grant an easement to
the City of Laconia for road and drainage access on approximately 52,500 square feet (1.20 acres) of
railroad property located on the state-owned Concord-Lincoln Railroad Corridor, in the City of Laconia.
The Department proposes to convey the easement to the City of Laconia for no-cost with a one-time
administrative fee of $1,100, effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval.

EXPLANATION

Paugus Park Road, subject of the proposed easement, is located parallel to the active railroad tracks in the
state-owned Concord-Lincoln Railroad Corridor (the Corridor). The Paugus Park Road designation as a
Class V (local) road precedes the State’s acquisition of the Corridor in 1975. The City of Laconia (the
City) currently maintains this roadway and drainage facilities that are partially within and abut the
Corridor. These municipal drainage facilities also incorporate certain components of the railroad
drainage and the City has and, an in accordance with the proposed easement, will continue to maintain
the drainage facilities along Paugus Park Road, which is a significant benefit to the State. Accordingly,
the Department proposes a no-cost easement to accommodate existing municipal drainage facilities and
allow continued municipal maintenance of drainage from the roadway and Corridor along Paugus Park
Road.

A significant weather event resulted in erosion damage to property between Paugus Park Road and
Paugus Bay in proximity to the Corridor. The Department’s Bureau of Rail & Transit staff met with the
City of Laconia’s Department of Public Works (City DPW) to identify possible sources of the storm flow
and develop steps to prevent recurrence. Although sources of these storm flows that resulted in property
damage adjacent to Paugus Park Road originated above both the city street and the Corridor, the City
proposed maintenance of and improvements to drainage facilities that would include components
encroaching on the Corridor. Bureau of Rail & Transit staff and the City of Laconia concurred that to
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facilitate long-term maintenance by the City DPW an easement along the east side of the Corridor,
incorporating Paugus Park Road, would be in the best interest of both parties.

The proposed easement runs along the east side of the Corridor, from approximately Mile Post (MP)
C30.00 (278 Paugus Park Rd), as shown on Valuation Section 21 Sheet 66, Station 1579+17, north to MP
C30.64 (16 Paugus Park Rd), as shown on Val -Map V21 Sheet 67, Station 1612+96, for a total of 3,379
ft, and varies in proposed width from 13-18ft. Plans describing the layout of the proposed easement are
attached. The total proposed easement area is approximately 52,500 square feet (1.20 acres).

This easement shall be reviewed and approved by the Office of the Attorney General for form and
execution. Copies of the fully executed easement will be provided to the Secretary of State’s Office and
the Department of Administrative Services.

Subsequent to the Governor and Council approval, a recorded copy of the Easement will be on file with
the Department of Transportation.

The Council of Resources and Development approved granting this easement, 21 SLR 003 (Laconia) at
its July 8, 2021 meeting.

The Long Range Planning and Utilization Committee approved the lease on June 10, 2024, item number
LRCP 24-018.

Your approval of this easement is respectfully requested.

REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Transportation, pursuant 1o the provisions of RSA 4:40 and 228:67,
requests authorization to grant an easement on approximately 52,500 square feet (1.20
acres) of railroad property located on the state-owned Concord-Lincoln Railroad Corridor
in Laconia. The proposed easement area has an appraised value of $5,400, but the
Department proposes to convey the easement to the City of Laconia for $0.00 based on
services previously realized and anticipated at the subject location. There will be a one-
time administrative fee of $1,100 of which the Department is in receipt of $500.

EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Transportation, Bureau of Rail and Transit after
consultation with the City of Laconia propose to grant an easement along the cast side of
the State-owned Concord-Lincoln Railroad Corridor (referred to herein as “the
Corridor”™), adjacent to and encompassing a portion of Paugus Park Road.

Paugus Park Road, the subjcct strect, is located parallel to the state-owned Concord-
Lincoln Railroad Line. The Paugus Park Road designation as a Class V (local) road
precedes the State acquisition of the Corridor in 1975. The City currently maintains this
roadway and drainage facilities that abut and are in part within the railroad cormidor. These
drainage facilities incorporate components of the railroad drainage and city maintenance
of these facilities has been and continues to be a significant benefit to the State.

A significant weather event resulted in crosion damage to property between Paugus Park
Road and Paugus Bay in proximity to the Corridor. Department Bureau of Rail & Transit
staff’ met with the City of Laconia Department of Public Works (City. DPW) to identify
possible sources of the storm flow and steps to prevent recurrence. Although sources of
these storm flows that resulted in property damage adjacent to Paugus Park Road originated
above both the city street and the railroad the future City maintenance and improvements



to drainage facilities would include those components encroaching on the Corridor. the
Bureau of Rail and Transit and the City of Laconia concurred to facilitate long-term
maintenance by the City DPW an easement along the east side of the Corridor,
incorporating Paugus Park Road would be in the best interest of both parties.

The proposed easement runs along the east side of the Corridor, from approximately Mile
Post (MP) C30.00 (278 Paugus Park Rd), as shown on Valuation Section 21 Sheet 66,
Station 1579+17, north to MP C30.64 (16 Paugus Park Rd), as shown on Val Map V21
Sheet 67, Station 1612+96, for a total of 3,379 ft, and varies in proposed width from 13-
18ft. Plans describing the layout of the proposed easement are attached. The total proposed
easement area is approximately 52,500 square feet (1.20 acres).

As a component of the Surplus Property process a staff appraiser from the Department
completed an opinion of value on September 18, 2022, attached, suggested an estimated
value of the subject casement at $5,400. This value was presented to the City of Laconia
for their consideration. Subscquent discussion with the City DPW identified the following
justifications and conditions illustrate City expenditures and limitations of the proposed
easement that meet or exceed the appraised value:

1) At City expense of $19,711.70 the City DPW undertook clearing of brush,
rcestablishing drainage components fouled over time and as a result of the weather
event (worksheet attached).

2) The City DPW currently maintains the road surface and roadway drainage that
abuts and is within the railroad corridor. These drainage facilities inciude
components of the railroad drainage and continued city maintenance of these
facilities that is contemplated by the proposed easement is a significant benefit 1o
the State.

3) The proposed easement will serve to establish and memorialize protocols for the
City DPW to continue use, maintain, repair and improvements to Paugus Park Road
within the Corridor under terms that protect, the State, the City and the public that
utilize the street.

4) The City DPW will remove an encroaching unapproved structure (garden shed)
erected by a property owner on Paugus Park Road, which is situated within the
Corridor at approximately MP C30.02.

5) The parcel has historic designations and language that shall be included in the
proposed easement formalizing that work will be undertaken only in locations of
previously disturbed soils. In addition, in the event of proposed new drainage
facilities, the grantee will be required to work with the State Division of Historical
Resources to address phase 1 A/1B archeological surveys. A copy of the Request
for Project Review (RPR) is attached for reference.

6) The Bureau will be proposing reversionary language if railroad operations require
the area; this will allow the State to reevaluate if in the future the parcels are needed
for transportation purposes.



The proposed easement will allow the city to adequately maintain the roadway
infrastructure, including the roadway surface, drainage ditches and culverts, which was
originally constructed encroaching into the Corridor.

The Department has reviewed the request and determined that the easement will not
interfere with use of the active railroad line.

The Council on Resources and Development approved granting this easement, 21 SLR 003
(Laconia) at its July 8, 2021 meeting.

Authorization is requested to grant an casement on the Corridor to the City of Laconia, as
outlined above.

The Department of Transportation has completed its appraisal of the parcel of the railroad
property utilized for the city-owned Paugus Park Road on State of New Hampshire-owned
railroad corridor in Laconia, excerpt attached. The Department is prepared to submit a request
for authority to grant an easement over this parcel with a value of $5,400 that the Department
will propose to waive and a one-time administrative fee of $1,100. Please note that the $500
received with your request will be applied to the $1,100.00 administrative fee.

Per previous discussions, the Bureau of Rail & Transit (Department) and the Laconia
Department of Public Works reached a conclusion that the net value for the (long-term) easement
is zero dollars ($0). This is based on recent City of Laconia expenditures of nineteen thousand,
seven hundred, eleven dollars and seventy cents (319,71 1.70), as shown in table attached, in
maintaining the commeon drainage facilities and anticipated City expenditures for future
maintenance and potential improvements of drainage facilities between the tracks, the Paugus
Park Road and under said road within the easement area.

An easement document will be prepared with the inclusion of protocols for coordination with
users of the railroad corridor (currently the Plymouth & Lincoln Railroad and Department of
Natural Resources & Cultural Resources) in the event of city maintenance work within the
Easement area. Language will also be developed and included in the easement document that in
the event of a significant project any city contractor intending to work within the easement area
will need to enter into a Temporary Use Agreement with the State of New Hampshire.
