EXPLANATION

The Department is requesting authorization to transfer funds between various class lines for the purpose
of hazardous waste destruction services for contraband tobacco products. The Department regularly
conducts onsite inspections for evidence of tax paid on all tobacco products manufactured, purchased,
or otherwise acquired by tobacco wholesalers and retailers. Per RSA 78:18, tobacco products without
indicia of tax paid after inspection are subject to forfeiture to the state and shall be destroyed by the

commissioner.

Contraband tobacco can include loose leaf tobacco, such as cigarettes, cigars, and/or smokeless tobacco
as well as disposable electronic cigarettes manufactured with and without lithium batteries. The disposal
of such products will be assigned to Tradebe Environmental Services, LLC, NH vendor #230985.
