Accounting Unit 30030000 — Army Guard Maintenance and Accounting Unit 22330000 — Air Guard Maintenance —
due to the contract rates increase and the National Guard compliance requirements.

A. Justification: A deficit will occur in Class 20 - Current Expenses, Class 30 — Equipment, Class 047 - Own Force
Maintenances and Grounds, Class 102 ~ Contracts For Program Services - due to National Guard compliance
requirements and contract rates increase. Funds are available in Class 018 — Overtime, Class 070 - In-State Travel,
Class 080 — Out of State Trave and Class 103 — Contracts For Op Services - to cover the above as a result of
anticipated needs projection versus funds budgeted in these classes,
