REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Agriculture, Markets & Food, Division Agricultural Development (NHDAMF) to
accept and expend a grant award from United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), Agricultural Marketing
Service, in the amount of $49,824 for Agricultural Marketing Service, Specialty Crop Block Grant Programs,
effective upon approval of the Governor and Council through June 30, 2025. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDAMF has been awarded funding under the USDA 2024 Specialty Crop Block Grant Program. Most of the 2024
award is already incorporated into NHDAMF's operating budget, however, the final award was $49,824 more than
what was budgeted. As such, this item seeks approval to include the additional funds. In accordance with the terms
of the grant, projects were solicited from eligible entities in New Hampshire, included the grant application, and
approved by USDA. Specialty Crop Block Grant Funds are used enhance competitiveness of agricultural products
produced in New Hampshire through individual research and promotion projects. Subgrants are not awarded to
individual producers. Funds are used to support subgrants, administration of subgrants, and collaboration with the
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Division of Travel & Tourism. If this item is approved, each individual project will be brought to the Governor and
Executive Council for approval.

Funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 040 - Indirect Costs - to be increased to align with grant award.
Class 04! - Audit Fund Set-Aside - to be increased to align with grant award, 0.1% of federal funds payable to DAS
for audit fees per RSA124:16.
Class 050 - Personal Service Temp Appoint - to be budgeted, grant allows reimbursement for existing employee's
time

Class 060 - Benefits - to be budgeted, grant allows reimbursement for existing employee's time
Class 069 - Promotional Marketing - to be increased, to provide advertisement through different media outlets.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support this program.
