REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of the Arts, to award a Partnership Initiative grant
to the City of Somersworth (Vendor #177476), NH in the amount of $6,400 to support the city's Little League mural
project effective upon Govemor and Council approval through November 30,2025.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This Arts for Community Engagement (ACE) grant supports the City of Somersworth's Little League Mural Project and
community planning events, which will be open to the public. At the beginning of the project, the City will host a public event
to create drawings that are important to the community. This will provide residents with an opportunity to engage in the mural
design process and help create a theme for the artist to build upon. During the implementation process, community members
will be invited to participate in the painting of the mural. The project artist will create three designs, and the community will
vote to determine the selected design. At the conclusion of the project, which coincides with the beginning of the Little League
baseball season, an unveiling event will be held to highlight the mural and the community effort behind its creation. The event
will provide the opportunity to thank the community, to encourage the use of local parks, and to promote continued
participation in Somersworth's effort to revitalize public spaces.

ACE project grants are awarded to nonprofit arts organizations, with a minimum of one year of arts programming, to support
community enrichment and public benefit by providing access to high quality arts events and activities. Grant categories and
deadlines are advertised through the divisions' website, social media, and electronic newsletters.
At the time of evaluation, the NH State Art Councilors unanimously (less one recusal) voted to accept the Arts Council's Arts for
Community Engagement Review Panel's recommendations for the projects based on its funding priority ranking within a
competitive review. There were twenty-eight applications received, and twenty-four grants were awarded. The four-member panel
considered eighteen criteria to arrive at a consensus ranking for each application. The evaluative criteria range from the
administrative capacity of the organization to artistic quality, community impact, and accessibility.

Earlier in Fiscal Year 2025, the City of Somersworth received an LWCF grant in the amount of $45,000, bringing the total funding
to $46,500.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and ̂ proved the grant agreement as to form, substance and execution.
