REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80,1(b), authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR), Division of Parks and
Recreation, to enter into a contract with RCM Systems LLC (VC# 518184), Rochester, NH in the amount up to and not to
exceed $125,314 to provide sampling, testing, and maintenance services of the waste water treatment plant at Wallis Sands
State Park, Rye NH effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval through December 31, 2028. 100% State
Park Funds

Funds are available upon the continued appropriation of funds in the following account for Fiscal Year 2025 and are
anticipated to be available in Fiscal years 2026,2027,2028 and 2029 upon the continued appropriation of funds in the future
operating budget with the authority to adjust encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation though the
Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The Division of Parks & Recreation manages Wallis Sands State Park in Rye, NH. This project will provide operation,
sampling, testing, and maintenance services of the wastewater treatment plant, as required by the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit number NHG580014, and General Permit Number
NHG58000 in compliance with the provisions of the Federal Clean Water Act as amended, 33 U.S.C. §§ 1251 et seq. (the
"CWA").

This project was put out to bid on September 27, 2024 for a period of four (4) weeks. It was advertised through the NH
Bureau of Purchase and Property Website, NH State Parks Website, Construction Summary of NH, Infinite Imaging,
McGraw Hill Construction, Signature Press and Blueprinting and Works in Progress. A mandatory pre-bid meeting was
held on October 22, 2024 and two (2) potential bidders attended. Bids closed on November 7,2024 at 2:00 PM at the DNCR
office and a public bid opening was conducted by Edward Mussey, DNCR Public Works Project Manager 11. Two (2) bids
were received and the low bidder, RCM Pump Systems LLC was accepted in the amount of $125,314 pending contract
approval by Govemor and Executive Council.



The variation in the above pricing table is due to the variation in the sampling and testing requirements for each year,
particularly the polyfluoroalkyl substance (PFAS) testing that is due in 2027.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Not\\'ithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of Nevy Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and ail obligations of the parties hercunder, shall

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations • of the State hereunder, including, without

. limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, arc contingent
upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds. In no,
event- shall the State be liabie for any payments hereunder in
excess of such available appropriated funds. In the event of a
' reduction or termination of appropriated funds by any state or
federal legislative or executive action that reduces, eliminates or
otherwise modifies the appropriation or availability of funding for
this Agreement and the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT
B. in whole or in part, the State shall have the right to withhold
payment until such funds become available, if ever, and shall
have the right to reduce or terminate the Services under this
Agreement immediately upon giving the Contractor notice of
such reduction or termination. The Suite shall not be required to
transfer funds from any other account or soitfce to the Account
identified in block 1.6 in the event ftmds in that Account are
reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/ PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
arc identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and
the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
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whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance
hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation to
the Contractor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounus
otherwise payable to the. Contractor under this Agreement .those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7

5.4 The Slate's liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to' exceed the total, fees paid. The
Contractor agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any
breach of this Agreement by the State and hereby waives any
right to specific performance^or other equitable remedies against
the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND
REGULATIONS/EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.
6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, suite, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor's order on
Respect and Civility in the Workplace. Executive order 2020-01.
In addition, if this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of
the United States, the Contractor shall, comply with all federal
executive orders, rules, regulations and statutes, and with any
rules, regulations and guidelines as the Suite or the United Suites
issue to implemcnt these regulations.

7.1 The Conu^clor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Scrvicas. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform
the Services, and shall be properly licciised and otherwise
authorized to do so under all applicablc'laws.
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'7.2 The Contracting OfTicer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any .one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hercundcr ("Event
of Default"):
8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hercundcr; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one,or more, or all, of the following actions: •
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or l^ser specification of time,- thirty (30) calendar days
from the dale of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar
days aflcr giving the Contractor notice of termination; .

• 8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during.the period-
from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Conu^ctor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against .any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the Slate suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, ireat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

9. TERMINATION.

'9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the Stale is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement..
9.2 In,the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ('Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition,' at the State's
discretion, the Conuactor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Property" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained dtuing the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,

fotmulac, sun'cys, maps, charts,, sound recordings,- video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documcnLs, all whether finished
or unfinished.'

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with fundis provided for that purpose under
this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be
returned to the Stale upon demand or upon termination of this
Agreement for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State;

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of .this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee
of the State. . Neither, the Contractor nor any of its officers,
employees, agents or members shall have authority to bind the
State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation or other
emoluments provided by the Slate to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACtS.
12.1 Contractor shall' provide the State written notice at least
fifteen- (15) calendar, days before any proposed assignment,
delegation, or other transfer of any interest in this AgrccmchL No
such assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective
without the written consent of the Sujtc.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a. party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States

> Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment; waiver
or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State
of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.
19.1 This Agreement shall be governed; interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire
except where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise.
The wording used in this Agreement is the wording chbsen-by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party, i
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
Nitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the

This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express
or implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable
right, benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person. •

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout tlic Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall
in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A arc incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute
any additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

May 1,2028 to September 30,2028

3. Perform Sampling, testing, and reporting of effluent characteristics as required by the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit # NHG580014 and General Permit No.
NHG580000. In compliance with the provisions of the Federal Clean Water Act as amended, 33 U.S.C.
§§1251 etseq.(the "CWA").
