REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
to enter into a grant agreement with Coos County (154178-B002), PO Box 310, West Stewartstown, NH
03597, in the amount of $13,124.54 to create their Hazard Mitigation Plan (HMP). Effective upon Governor
and Council approval through March 13, 2029. 100% Federal Funds.

Funding is available in the SFY 2025 operating budget as follows:

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for Coos County to create their HMP. The grant listed above is funded by the
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP), which was awarded to the Department of Safety, HSEM, from
the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). HMGP provides funding to sub-recipients for cost-
effective hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive mitigation program. FEMA
provides HMGP funds to states that, in turn, provide sub-grants or contracts for a variety of mitigation
activities, such as planning, and the implementation of projects identified through the evaluation of natural
hazards.

HMGP is 75% Federally funded by FEMA with a 25% match requirement supplied by the sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknowledges their maich obligation as part of Exhibits B and C to their grant agreement.

In the event that HMGP funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Govemor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive
Council approve this Agreement as indicated in block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which case the Agreement
shall become effective on the date the Agrecment is signed by
the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 (“Effective Date™).

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,
including without limitation, any obligation 1o pay the
Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.
Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7,

4, CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, climinates or otherwise modifics the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part. In no event shall the State be lable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
cvent of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right t¢ withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required 1o transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the
event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/
PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporeted herein by reference.

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5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in po
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor skall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authoritics which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but oot limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monies of the United States, the Contractor
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
State or the United States issue to implement these regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all applicable intellectual
property laws.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shail not
discriminate against employces or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, ege, sex, handicap, sexual
orientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination,

6.3. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations
and orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a peried of six {6) months after the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other persom, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State cemployee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement. This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shail be the State’s representative. In the event of any
dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

B.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedicd within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments o be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the comtract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shali never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a wrilten notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursuc any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

8.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
al] of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.

9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason ather than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shail, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) days afier the datc of termination, a
report (“Termination Report™) describing in detail all Services
performed, and the contract price earned, to and including the
date of termination. The form, subject matter, content, and
number of copies of the Termination Report shall be identical to
those of any Final Report described in the attached EXHIBIT B.
In addition, at the State’s discretion, the Contrector shall, within
15 days of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the
Statc a Transition Plan for services under the Agreement,

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “data™ shall mean all
information and things devetoped or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video

recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memorands, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 31-A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
ptior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TOQ THE STATE, In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in ell respests
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers® compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwisc transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the State at least fifteen (15) days prior to
the assigninent, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment. “Change of Control” means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affitiates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially alt
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisicns contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a

party. :

13. INDEMNJIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indempify and hold harmless the State, its
officers and employees, from and against any and all claims,

The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof,

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of & conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hercto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agrcement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A arc incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. Inthe event any of the provisions of this
Agreement arc held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject
matter hereof.

Any funds advanced to “the Sub-Recipient” must be expended within thirty (30) days of receiving
the advanced funds.

“The Sub-Recipient” agrees to have an audit conducted in compliance with OMB Circular 2 CFR
200, if applicable. Ifa compliance audit is not required, at the end of each audit period “the Sub-
Recipient” will certify in writing that they have not expended the amount of federal funds that
would require a compliance audit ($750,000). If required, they will forward for review and
clearance a copy of the completed audit(s) to “the State”.

Additionally, “the Sub-Recipient” has or will notify their auditor of the above requirements prior
to performance of the audit. “The Sub-Recipient” will also ensure that, if required, the entire
grant period will be covered by a compliance audit, which in some cases will mean more than one
audit must be submitted. “The Sub-Recipient” wiil advise the auditor to cite specifically that the
audit was done in accordance with OMB Circular 2 CFR 200. “The Sub-Recipient” will also
ensure that all records conceming this grant will be kept on file for a minimum of three (3) years
from the end of this audit period.

The “Sub-Recipient” will be required to provide the formally approved Local Hazard Mitigation
Plan electronically at the completion of the project.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
(hereinafier referred to as “the State”) is awarding the Coos County (hereinafter referred to as “the
Sub-Recipient”) $13,124.54 within the DR 4740 Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP).

“The Sub-Recipient” shall utilize the above referenced funding to create a hazard mitigation plan
for the unincorporated towns of: Atkinson & Gilmanton Academy Grant, Bean’s Grant, Bean’s
Purchase, Cambridge, Chandler’s Purchase, Crawford’s Purchase, Cutt’s Grant, Dix Grant,
Dixville, Erving’s Grant, Green’s Grant, Hadley’s Purchase, Kilkenny, Low & Burbank Grant,
Martin’s Location, Millsfield, Odell, Pinkham’s Grant, Sargent’s Purchase, Second College Grant,
Success, Thompson & Meserve Purchase, and Wentworth Location all located within Coos County
in accordance with 44 CFR Part 201,

“The Sub-Recipient” agrees that the period of performance ends on March 13, 2029 and by that date
the aforementioned hazard mitigation plans must be completed and have received formal approval
by New Hampshire Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM). All completed
invoices must be sent to “the State” by April 13, 2029, thirty (30) days after the period of
performance ends and a final performance and expenditure report will be sent to “the State” by April
13,2029.

PROJECT TASKS AND DELIVERABLES — NEW LOCAL HAZARD MITIGATION
PLAN

Coos County, NH will prepare a Local Hazard Mitigation Plan in accordance with FEMA
guidelines for Hazard Mitigation Planning. The Coos County Administrator and/or Graats,
Contracts and Compliance Administrator will assemble a Hazard Mitigation Planning
Committee and/or Team and may be assisted, by a vendor of their choice, for this scope of
work. The Coos County plan will address mitigation of multiple natural hazards that may
affect the community, including Avalanche, Coastal Flooding, Inland Flooding, Drought,
Earthquake, Extreme Temperatures, High Wind Events, Landslide, Lightning, Severe Winter
Weather, Solar Storms and Space Weather, Tropical and Post-Tropical Cyclones, and

Wildfires.

It should be noted that this single-jurisdiction plan will include the unincorporated towns of:
Atkinson & Gilmanton Academy Grant, Bean’s Grant, Bean’s Purchase, Cambridge,
Chandier’s Purchase, Crawford’s Purchase, Cutt’s Grant, Dix Grant, Dixville, Erving’s Grant,
Green’s Grant, Hadley’s Purchase, Kilkenny, Low & Burbank Grant, Martin’s Location,
Millsfield, Odell, Pinkham's Grant, Sargent’s Purchase, Second College Grant, Success,
Thompson & Meserve Purchase, and Wentworth Location.
