EXPLANATION

This grant agreement is established to support initiatives aimed at reducing crime and illicit activity within
the Northern Border Alliance Patrol Area. By providing financial assistance to law enforcement agencies,
the grant enhances operational capacity and promotes public safety in the region. Reimbursement under
this grant is limited to expenses directly incurred because of participation in grant-related activities. Eligible
costs include law enforcement overtime, which covers compensation for overtime hours worked or straight-
time wages for part-time law enforcement officers exceeding their normally scheduled hours. The grant
also covers the employer share of benefits associated with reimbursed wages and mileage expenses directly
related to grant-supported operations.

Funding under this grant may be used to support in-person training necessary for law enforcement personnel
to enhance operational effectiveness within the patrol area. It also covers law enforcement operations
conducted within the Northern Border Alliance Patrol Area that contribute to crime reduction and enhanced
security.

RSA 21-P:69 establishes a Northern Border Alliance (NBA) program focused on reducing the instance of crimes and
illicit activity occurring within 25 air miles from the Canadian border to other state, county, and local law enforcement
agencies. These grant agreements are for the purpose of supporting activities that focus on reducing the instance of
crimes and illicit activity occurring within the northern border alliance patrol arca. Allowable costs under this grant
include reimbursing grantees for law enforcement overtime (or straight time for part-time law enforcement above
normally scheduled hours), employer share of benefits, and mileage which are a direct result of participating in grant-

Grant applications were accepted from December 1, 2023, to December 29, 2023. A total of eight applications were
received and reviewed for eligibility. All applicants were awarded funding.
