This request is to accept and expend a donation from the Friends of Bridges House, a 501(c)3 non-
profit organization that supports the ongoing historic preservation, stewardship, and utilization of the
Bridges House. The Friends of Bridges House has dissolved and has donated its remaining fund balance
to the State of New Hampshire. In accordance with RSA 4:9-s: “There is hereby established in the state
treasury the bridges house special account fund. The funds may be comprised of public funds, gifts,
grants, donations or any other source of funds, and shall be used for the purposes of the care,
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maintenance, repair of, and additions to, the bridges house, or for any other relevant purpose deemed
appropriate by the bridges house advisory board. The fund shall be non-lapsing and shall be continually
appropriated to the department.”

In accordance with RSA 21-1:12, II, the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Plant
and Property Management is responsible to "provide for the general maintenance of state-owned buildings
and grounds, except as otherwise provided by law." As such, the Bridges House Special Account fund
will be managed by Department of Administrative Services, Plant and Property, for the care, maintenance
and repair of the Bridges House.

Funds will be allocated as follows:
Class 020-Supplies — Funds will be used for supplies for miscellaneous repairs and
improvements.

Class 048-Contractual Maintenance Build-Grounds — Funds will be used for contractual
maintenance and repairs.
