REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a RETROACTIVE amendment

to an existing contract (PC #1091965) with Northeast GIS, LLC (VC #444180 BOOl), Silverlake, NH to work

with small NH public water systems in identifying lead service lines by revising the scope of work to include

additional work and extending the contract end date to December 31, 2025, from December 31, 2024,

effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original contract was approved by Governor and

Council on April 12, 2023, Item #100.100% Federal Funds. This is a no cost time extension.

EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval of this RETROACTIVE amendment to the existing contract with Northeast GIS,

LLC (NEGIS) to continue to provide assistance to very small water systems with meeting requirements with

the Environmental Protection Agency's (EPA) Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) and Improvements

(LCRI). EPA published regulatory revisions to the National Primary Drinking Water Regulation for lead and

copper under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA). This amendment is RETROACTIVE

because NEGIS determined they had additional capacity to take on the additional work after the required

deadline for Governor and Council approval in December 2024.

In September of 2022, NHDES posted a request for proposals for consulting firms to complete the lead

service line (LSL) inventory, replacement plan and sampling plan for community water systems and non-

transient non-community systems with less than 1,700 service connections. Thirteen proposals were

received. A four-person review team consisting of experienced NHDES personnel scored the proposals in

terms of the proposal quality, cost, qualifications, experience, adequacy of approach and overall project

understanding. The NHDES review team selected Underwood Engineers, Inc., Northeast GIS, LLC, Arcadis

U.S., Inc. and Hazen and Sawyer, P.C. consulting firms as having the top-ranked proposals based on the

previously mentioned criteria.

NEGIS was selected to work with select New Hampshire public water systems to identify LSLs, develop a
LSL inventory, replacement plan and sampling plan. This amendment will provide for additional continued

support to very small public water systems to identify unknown service line types and update LSL

inventories as additional information is collected. To date, $251,110 has been spent of the original

$367,950 contract.

AMENDMENT NO. 1

TO AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE

CONTRACT FOR SERVICES - LEAD SERVICE LINE INVENTORY AND REPLACEMENT PLAN

WHEREAS, the State of New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) has
entered into a contract with Northeast GIS, LLC, Inc. in the amount of $367,950 to assist the
NHDES Drinking Water and Groundwater Bureau by offering consulting services to community
public water systems related to developing a lead service line inventory and replacement plan,
through January 1, 2025, which was approved by Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, as
Item #100.

NOW THEREFORE, amend the original contract between NHDES and Northeast GIS, LLC as
approved by Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, as Item #100 in the following manner;

1. The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 shall be changed from January 1,
2025 to December 31, 2025.

2. Delete Exhibit B and C and replace with Exhibit B-Amendment 1, and Exhibit C-
Amendment 1. Exhibit B-Amendment 1 and Exhibit C-Amendment 1 are attached hereto

and incorporated into this amendment and agreement by reference.

All other conditions outlined in the contract shall remain in effect.

Scope of Services

Public w/ater systems must comply with EPA's Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) and the
Lead and Copper Rule Improvements (LCRI), published October 30, 2024. Once the inventory and
plans are developed, they will be submitted to the New Hampshire Department of Environmental
Services (NHDES). The format of the information must follow a standard LSLI template to be
provided by NHDES.

Northeast GIS, LLC (NEGIS) has been selected as a contractor by the NHDES Drinking Water and
Groundwater Bureau to submit a scope of work for the development of a lead service line
inventory for Non-Transient, Non-Community (NTNC) water systems in New Hampshire. A list of
456 NTNC water systems (see attachment B for a complete list of the communities) was provided
to NEGIS for the purpose of developing the following tasks;

Task 1- Design a geodatabase for compiling and analyzing the lead service line inventories NTNC
water systems. This design will be influenced by the NHDES Lead Service Line InventoryTemplate,
and the Esri Lead Service Line Inventory Solution.

Deliverables: During this task, NEGIS shall provide NHDES with sample data of a minimum of
three (3) water systems as a pilot project. The purpose of the pilot LSLI systems will be to
establish the most effective and efficient means and methods of completing the inventories.

Task 2- Identify NTNC systems with startup dates post 1989 (this allows a B-year buffer post EPA
Lead Ban) and designate them as non-lead connections within the geodatabase. Geocode all
NTNC systems.

Deliverables: Provide NHDES a complete geodatabase for NTNC systems.

Task 3A- Identify NTNC systems with startup dates pre 1989 and inventory lead service lines
through existing records and field-verification efforts. There are 1,146 pre-1989 connections to
be inspected or analyzed.

These are the steps that will be followed during this task:
1. NEGIS will contact the operator of the water system to inform of purpose, and to

acquire any relevant records. If no useful records can beobtained through the system's
operator, a request for record drawings may be submitted to the NHDES.

2. NEGIS will record any service line information identified by the existing as-
builts/records in their GIS database.

3. A licensed water operator from NEGIS will physically inspect the service line where it
enters the building. The inspector will clean the pipe, scratch-test with a file, and test
with a magnet to confirm the pipe material.

Contractor Initials
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4. The NEGIS inspector wili then record the customer-side service line material and any
other pertinent service line information in GIS and attach a photograph of the pipe
where it enters the building.

5. If lead pipe is found at the site, NEGIS will inform the water system representative
and/or operator so that lead exposure may be limited.

Deliverables: Provide NHDES a complete geodatabase for NTNC systems.

Task 3B-Provide technical services in the form of site visits and remote assistance for the
identification of 'Unknown' Service Line materials for NTNC PWSs where cooperation can be

achieved.

- Schedule site-visits with the following systems which had an LSLI initially completed (for the
purposes of the October 16th, 2024 LCRR deadline) with water system records only and verify
service line materials with photographic evidence. Update the existing LSLI to reflect the in-
person inspection.

Task 4- Adapt and transfer information from the initial Lead Service Line Inventory submissions
(submitted for the purposes of the October 16th, 2024 LCRR deadline) to the latest template
supplied by the NHDES, which will subsequently be resubmitted to the NHDES upon completion.

Deliverables: Submit all documentation will be provided to NHDES in electronic format

including but not limited to the GIS data and LSI template.

The purpose of this project Is to utilize consulting services to asslst New Hampshire public water systems
develop a lead service line Inventory (LSLI), replacement plan, and sampling plan. This effort Is In response
to the Environmental Protection Agency's published regulatory revisions to the National Primary Drinking
Water Regulation for lead and copper under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA). These
revised requirements provide greater and more effective protection of public health by reducing exposure
to lead and copper in drinking water.

means and methods of completing the inventories,, along with the development of a LSLI, replacement
plan and sampling plan. This work may include digitizing of historic records, conducting building
inspections, test pits/potholing and water quality testing.

Northeast GIS, LLC was selected to work with 456 New Hampshire public water systems (see Attachment
B) to identify lead service lines and to construct a searchable database that will allow public water systems
to develop a replacement plan and sampling plan. Northeast GIS will conduct the work by designing a
geodatabasej ̂ perfdcrrvlngs.k preliminary analysis, conducting field verification and inventory and
submitting inventory data tO-DES.

The American,Rescue Plan Acti.fARPA) of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117'^

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The State of New

Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Dale shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the
State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation • to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.
3.3 Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
ail obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds. In no event shall
the State be liable for any payment.s hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such fiinds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce ori
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbui-sement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance

hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation to the
Conti'actor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounw
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80;7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 The State's liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the Slate and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

All costs charged to this Agreement shall be eligible, necessary, and
reasonable for performing the tasks outlined in the approved project scope of services.
The costs, including match, shall be incurred during the period of performance of the
project, and shall be allowable, meaning that the costs must conform to specific federal

requirements detailed in 2 CFR part 200 Subpart E.

3. Property Management. The Contractor shall comply with the property management
and procedures detailed in 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D.

4. Restrictions on Lobbying. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 15 CFR part 28
and 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart E which prohibit the use of federal Contract funds to influence
(or attempt to influence) a federal employee and requires the submission of Standard
Form ILL ("Disclosure of Lobbying Activities") if nonfederal funds have been used to
influence (or attempt to influence) a federal employee.

5. Drug-Free Workplace. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 2 CFR part 1329
which require that as a condition of the Agreement, certification that they maintain a
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drug-free workplace. By signing and submitting the Agreement, the Contractor certifies

that he or she will not engage in the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing,
possession, or use of a controlled substance in conducting any activity associated with the

Agreement.

6. Protection for Whistleblowers. The Contractor shall comply with the terms of 41 U.S.C.

§471 regarding Whistleblower protections. As described in 41 USC §471 "an employee

of a contractor, subcontractor, grantee, or subgrantee or personal services contractor

may not be discharged, demoted, or otherwise discriminated against as a reprisal for

disclosing to a person or body described in paragraph (2) information that the employee

reasonably believes is evidence of gross mismanagement of a Federal contract or grant,
a gross waste of Federal funds, an abuse of authority relating to a Federal contract or

grant, a substantial and specific danger to public health or safety, or a violation of law,
rule, or regulation related to a Federal contract (including the competition for or

negotiation of a contract) or grant."

Scope of Seh/fces

Public water systems must comply with the new Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR),
announced by the EPA on December 16, 2021. Once the inventory and plans are developed, they
will be submitted to NHDES. The format of the information must follow a standard LSLI template
to be provided by NHDES so it can easily be Incorporated into the State's web based LSLI tool.

Northeast GIS, LLC (NEGIS) has been selected as a contractor by the New Hampshire Department

of Environmental Services Drinking Water and Groundwater Bureau to submit a scope of work
for the development of a lead service line inventory for Non-Transient, Non-Community (NTNC)
water systems in New Hampshire. A list of 456 NTNC water systems (see attachment B for a

complete list of the communities) was provided to NEGIS for the purpose of developing the
following tasks;

Task 1- Design a geodatabase for compiling and analyzing the lead service line inventories NTNC
water systems. This design will be influenced by the NHDES Lead Service Line Inventory Template,

and the Esri Lead Service Line Inventory Solution.

Deliverables: During this task, NEGIS shall provide NHDES with sample data of a minimum of

three (3) water systems as a pilot project. The purpose of the pilot LSLI systems will be to
establish the most effective and efficient means and methods of completing the inventories.
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Task 2- Identify NTNC systems with startup dates post 1989 (this allows a S-year buffer post EPA

Lead Ban) and designate them as non-lead connections within the geodatabase. Geocode all

NTNC systems.

Deliverables: Provide NHDES a complete geodatabase for NTNC systems.

Task 3- Identify NTNC systems with startup dates pre 1989 and inventory lead service lines

through existing records and field-verification efforts. There are 1,146 pre-1989 connections to

be inspected or analyzed.

These are the steps that will be followed during this task:

1. NEGIS will contact the operator of the water system to inform of purpose, and to

acquire any relevant records. If no useful records can be obtained through the system's
operator, a request for record drawings may be submitted to the NHDES.

2. NEGIS will record any service line information identified by the existing as-
builts/records in their GIS database.

3. A licensed water operator from NEGIS will physically inspect the service line where it

enters the building. The inspector will clean the pipe, scratch-test with a file, and test

with a magnet to confirm the pipe material.

4. The NEGIS Inspector will then record the customer-side service line material and any
other pertinent service line information in GIS and attach a photograph of the pipe
where it enters the building.

5. If lead pipe is found at the site, NEGIS will inform the water (System representative

and/or operator so that lead exposure may be limited.

Deliverables: Provide NHDES a complete geodatabase for NTNC systems.

Task 4- Submit the final inventory to the NHDES Drinking Water & Groundwater Bureau in

electronic format.

Deliverables: Submit all documentation will be provided to NHDES in electronic format including but

not limited to the GIS data and LSI template.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this project Is to utilize consulting services to assist New Hampshire public water systems
develop a lead service line inventory (LSLI), replacement plan, and sampling plan. This effort is in response
to the Environmental Protection Agency's published regulatory revisions to the National Primary Drinking
Water Regulation for lead and copper under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA). These
revised requirements provide greater and more effective protection of public health by reducing exposure
to lead and copper In drinking water.

In September of 2022, DES posted a request for proposals for consulting firms to complete the LSLI,
replacement plan and sampling plan for community water systems and non-transient non-community
systems with less than 1700 service connections. Thirteen proposals were received. A four-person review
team consisting of experienced DES personnel scored the proposals in terms of the proposal quality, cost,
qualifications, experience, adequacy of approach and overall project understanding. The DES review team
selected Underwood Engineers, Inc., Northeast GIS, LLC, Arcadis U.S., Inc., and Hazen and Sawyer, P.O.
consulting firms as having the top-ranked proposals based on the previously mentioned criteria (see
