EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this grant request to allow the Pennichuck East Utility, Inc. to evaluate the economic
viability of a system development charge {SDC) that could be collected from anticipated existing and future users
of a public water extension along Route 111 in Windham, New Hampshire. The study is required to determine the
fee for customers utilizing the Route 111 expansion. This fee will recover the investment in the design and
construction of the transmission main. Extension of public water along Route 111 would allow for consolidation of
water systems in the area that are contaminated with Per- and Polyfluoroalkyl Substances (PFAS) or are
experiencing other water quality/quantity issues.

In 2021, the Drinking Water and Groundwater Advisory Commission awarded $200,000 to the NHDES to create the
Consolidation Study Assistance Program. The program provides grants to public water systems to conduct a
feasibility study to evaluate the cost-effectiveness of interconnecting to a larger community water system to
address a drinking water exceedance of a maximum contaminant level (MCL) or Ambient Groundwater Quality
Standard (AGQS). The feasibility study is intended to assist small public water systems in making informed decisions
regarding the best long-term options for maintaining safe, reliable drinking water for their users.

If funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this project. This agreement
has been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form, substance, and execution.

Pennichuck East Utility, Inc. (Grantee) will use the grant funds to conduct a study (The Study) to
evaluate the economic viability of a system development charge (SDC) that could be collected
from existing and future users of a public water extension along the Route 111 corridor
in Windham, New Hampshire. Extending public water to these areas of Windham
would allow for consolidation of several existing small community water systems
(CWS), future potential CWS, and non-transient/non-community systems that have PFAS
contamination of groundwater wells or are in areas of known PFAS contamination.

The intent of the SDC is to create a fee through which future customers pay for the investment
required to extend public water. The Study will include a desktop review of the current and
projected users along the Route 111 corridor and calculation of an SDC fee to recover the financial
investment in a water main extension. The Grantee will submit a technical memorandum to
NHDES that presents an engineering opinion and estimated SDC fee to cover all aspects of design
and building of the transmission main to provide public water along Route 111 in Windham.
