Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
to enter into a grant agreement with the Town of London (177431-B002), 55 South Village Road, Ste. 8,
London, NH 03307, in the amount of $10,408.50 to purchase and install lightning detectors and warning
systems. Effective upon Governor and Council approval through September 23, 2027. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Louden to purchase and install two cellular data modems and
lightning detectors attached to visual and audible warning systems, to notify residents and/or visitors
utilizing the recreation fields of approaching lightning in the area. The grant listed above is funded by the
Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) grant program, which was awarded to the
Department of Safety, HSEM, from the Federal Emergeney Management Agency (FEMA). BRIC provides
funding to sub-recipients for cost-effective hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive
mitigation program. FEMA provides BRIC funds to states that, in turn, provide sub-grants or contracts for
a variety of mitigation activities, such as planning and the implementation of projects identified through the
evaluation of natural hazards.

BRIC is 75% Federally funded by FEMA with a 25% match requirement supplied by the sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibits B and C to their grant agreement.

In the event that BRIC funds are no longer available. General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

b. Chief Blanchette advised that per diem coverage is sparse due to employees

having other jobs.

c. Chief Blanchette provided an application for a new call department member.
d. The Board inquired about Engine 2 being out of service and needing repairs and

Chief Blanchette advised that it was only out of service for one day and it will be
harder to get parts in the future due to the supplier closing.

^ VI. The Board reviewed New Business:

*a. Chairman Miller discussed the NHDOS Lightning Detection Grant. This grant will
pay for the Lightning Warning and Detection-project. Jhis will ajlow us to install

a  early warning systems in the Rec Fields and.at Landry Field. This will sound a
■ warning if it senses any lightning in the area, so people on the field have time to

evacuate. The grant total is $10,408:5.0 and the.Town's portion is $3,469.50.
Selectman Maxfield inquired as to howwe were paying for our portion, and he
was advised that the funds were coming from the,Emergency Management
Budget since we planned for this grant to be received: Selectman Maxfield made
a motion to.accept the grant frbnf NHDOS Homeland Security Emergency.
Management for the Lightning Detection Project in the amount of $10,408:50
with'a Town contribution of $3,469.50; Selectman Oilman seconded the motion.

VII. Chairman Miller called the Memory Lane Public Hearing to order at 6:15 PM.
a. Chairman Miller advised that the As-Built plans are complete, the title search

has also been completed, and the warranty deed has been revised and is ready
to be signed by owner. Alvin Davis.

b. Chairman Miller stated that the two conditions of the road being accepted are
the agreeance that the construction bond for approximately $38,000.00 will be
converted to a maintenance bond for $22,500.00 with the remaining balance
going to Alvin Davis via check and that Alvin Davis pay for the cost of the title
search. The bond value is calculated as 10% of the original cost of building the
road.

c. Selectman Maxfield inquired about the cistern on Memory Lane and if that was
going to be a part of accepting the road. Chairman Miller advised that, per our
attorney, the cistern is a separate item.

d. Selectman Oilman asked if the Road Agent was on board with the Town
accepting the road and he was advised, yes, the Road Agent worked with the
Town Engineer directly.

e. The Board agreed that Alvin Davis has 10 calendar days to sign the revised
warranty deed as an additional condition of accepting Memory Lane as a Town
road.

f. Selectman Oilman makes a motion to accept Memory Lane as a Town road in
Loudon with the following conditions: with the conversion of the construction
bond to a maintenance bond, the payment for the title search is forthcoming
and that the owner of said road, Alvin Davis, signs the revised warranty deed by
February 1"', 2025. Selectman Maxfield seconded the motion. All in favor, the
motion carries.

g. Sean Kitson of 7 Memory Lane inquired about what would happen if the owner
does not deliver and Chairman Miller advised that we would take Legal action.

h. Craig Mabie of 44 Memory Lane asked the Board if the Town will now start
plowing the road and Chairman Miller advised, yes.

Viil. Chairman Miller closed the Memory Lane Public Hearing at 6:24 PM.

IX. Chairman Miller opened the floor to Fire Chief Blanchette for the AMKUS tool
donation.

a. Chief Blanchette stated that the Loudon Firefighter's Association has been
working for years to replace this tool that is 25 years old on Engine 2. This is an
extrication tool, a battery operated AMKUS ICT 716 combination cutter and
spreader valued at $17,100.00 and would like it to be donated to theTown.

b. Chairman Miller asked how the funds were gathered and Chief Blanchette
advised that there was a donation, some grants and community fundraising
events.

0. Members of the Loudon Fire Department provided a demonstration of the tool.
d. Chief Blanchette reviewed previous donations from the Loudon Firefighter's

Association.

e. Selectman Maxfield made a motion to accept the AMKUS tool donation.
Selectman Oilman seconded the motion. The Board would like to thank the
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Loudon Firefighter's Association for their donations over the years. All in favor,
the motion carries.

X. The Board continued to review New Business:

a. Chairman Miller addressed the Comcast Broadband Equity Access Deployment
(BEAD) program. There is an application process during January 6, 2025-
February 5, 2025. This is to serve the underserved and non-served areas in the
Town of Loudon, and they are asking the Selectmen for a letter of support for the
BEAD program. Selectman Gilman inquired about why this is needed and
Chairman Miller advised that this is for them to be able to receive federal grant
money to fund this program. The Board discussed the service areas affected and
unanimously agreed that they are in favor of this program and signed the letter of
support for the application through Comcast.

b. NHDES sent the Board a formal letter about the closing of the Septage Lagoon at
the Town dump which provides the official approval from the State of NH.

c. The Board reviewed a letterfrom the Police Chief stating that his part-time wage
line will be over expended for this fiscal year.

d. Fire Chief Blanchette provided a request to write off 25 ambulance accounts
totaling $15,656.00. Selectman Gilman made a motion to write off the 25
accounts totaling $15,656.00. Selectman Maxfield seconded the motion. All in
favor, the motion carries.

XI. Important Dates:

2025, is candidates filing
declaration for candidacy.

b. The Zoning Board of Adjustment meeting is on Thursday, January 23'^ 2025. at
7:00 PM in the large meeting room.

XII. Selectman Gilman noted that there are still active discussions with the Cemetery
Custodian, Fire Chief Blanchette. about making the necessary repairs to the
Lovering Cemetery and the status of the Wales Bridge Easement was discussed
amongst the Board.

XIII. Chairman Miller opened the floor to public comment.

XIV. Sean Kitson of 7 Memory Lane addressed the Board;
a. Mr. Kitson discussed the email that he sent to the Selectmen about having the

two Loudon representatives of the school board come to a Selectmen's
meeting. The Board told Mr. Kitson that there may or may not be legal action
involved with the current school board situation, and we will most likely not get
any answers. Mr. Kitson made it clear that he just does not want to be ignored,
and he would like his questions answered and feels that the Loudon
representatives need to speak up for the residents.

XV. Amy Griffin of 7193 Shaker Road advised the Board that Loudon representative.
Laura Vincent, did respond to her email advising that there is a Public Hearing on
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February 4"^ and to reach out to the SAL) office with any other questions, meanwhile
there was previous communication at a school board meeting requesting members
of the public to reach out to their local representatives.

XVI. Mark Griffin of 7193 Shaker Road asked how many households are proposed to be
affected by the BEAD program and the Board advised that it is most likely less than
100 properties.

XVII. Selectman Oilman made a motion to adjourn at 7:06 PM. Seconded by Selectman
Maxfield.-All In favor, the motion carries.
