REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division ofHomeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
to retroactively amend the grant agreement with the Strafford Regional Planning Commission (155570-
BOOl), 150 Wakefield Street, Ste. 12, Rochester, NH 03867, to update the hazard mitigation plans for
the communities under the Strafford Regional Planning Commission. This amendment will change
the completion date from December 22, 2024 to December 22, 2025. This grant was initially
approved by Governor and Council on July 27, 2022, item #1 19. Effective upon Governor and Council
approval. Funding source; 100% Federal Funds. No additional funds are being requested.

EXPLANATION

This retroactive request for a change in completion date is needed due to delays in the planning approval
process. It was agreed that a change to December 22, 2025, approved through Governor and Council,
would be necessary in order to update the hazard mitigation plans for the communities under the
Strafford Regional Planning Commission. HSEM has reviewed this request with the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), and it was determined that the date change will not affect Federal
Funding.

Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) is 75% Federally funded by FEMA with a
25% match requirement supplied by the sub-recipient. The sub-recipient acknowledges their match
obligation as part of Exhibits B and C to their grant agreement.

In the event that BRIC funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

9. TERMINATION.

letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the SiBic or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under (his Agrcemcni, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be rctuimcd to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.
10.3 Confidentiality ofdaia shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the Slate or receive arty benefits, workers' compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSICNMENT/DELECATION/SUDCONTRACTS.

12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior wrillen notice, which
shall be provided to the Slate at least fifteen (IS) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its alTllioies, becomes the
direct or indirect owitcr of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Coniructor, or (b) the sale of oil or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior wrirtcn notice and consent ofthe State.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisioru contained
in a subcontract or an sssignmcni agreement to which it is not a
party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Stale, its
officers and employees, from and against any end all claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against
the Slate, its officers or employees, which arise out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oQ the acts or omission of (he
Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to (he
negligence, reckless or intentional conduct. The State shall not
be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under
this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the Slate, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State.
