EXPLANATION

The Department requests authorization to transfer from the Highway Surplus Account, the amount of $4,295,000 for
additional winter maintenance expenditures. Specific explanations relating to the Department’s spending requests from
the Highway Surplus account are as fotlows:

Winter Maintenance (2928) 100% Highway Funds

Class 020 Increase Current Expense by $1,000,000. This increase is to cover increased anti-icing material usage
during winter storms.

Class 022 Increase Rents-l.eases Other than State by $3,000,000. This increase is to cover increased use of private
contractors and equipment who assist with snow removal activities.

Class 048 Increase Contractual Maint Btdgs & Grnds by $20,000. This increase is to cover higher than anticipated
costs due to needed emergency repair and replacement of several heating systems in highway maintenance
patrol facilities.

Class 050 Increase Personal Service Temp by $100,000. This increase is to cover increased usage of part-time and
seasonal employees assisting with winter maintenance activities.

Class 060 Increase Benefits by $150,000. Additional benefit expenses are result of increase overtime usage to clear
roads during and after winter storm events.

Class 070 Increase In-State Travel Reimbursement by $25,000. This increase is to cover additional employee call-
back mileage as prescribed in the Collective Bargaining Agreement for winter maintenance cleanup
activities.

Due to current projected costs of winter maintenance, the expenditures in the above class lines for snow removal
activities are anticipated to exceed the current budget plus previous increases from the Highway Fund to meet current
actual need.

As noted in previous request, although 2025 salt per ton cost rates have decreased from 2024 rates, the average per-ton
cost remains 15.0% higher than current budget estimates developed in 2022. The average per-ton cost for salt over the
last four years is shown in the table below:

These transfers are required to address negative lapses associated with employee pay, to increase funding available for
temporary and seasonal help, and to ensure vendaors and contractors are paid for services provided on a timely basis.

As in previous years, any funds not expended will be lapsed back into the Highway Fund during Fiscal Year end close.
