Requested Action

Authorize the Community Development Finance Authority (CDFA), under the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) program, to award a grant to the Town of Henniker, (VC#177404) 18 Depot Hill Road, Hennlker,
New Hampshire 03242, in the amount of $500,000 on behalf of White Birch Community Center, Inc.(WBCC) to
support the White Birch Community Center Food Pantry and Senior Center renovation project, which involves the
renovation of the newly purchased facility located at 116 Main Street, Henniker, New Hampshire, effective upon
Governor and Council ̂ proval through June 30, 2027. 100% federal funds.

Explanation

The Town of Henniker is requesting $500,000, on behalf of WBCC to support the renovation of the facility located
at 116 Main Street, Henniker, New Hampshire. The project seeks CDBG flinding to renovate the facility that will
house a food pantry, senior center and a family resource center (new program). The WBCC will be an accessible,
centrally located social service center which will provide and coordinate a multitude of services for 634 persons of
which 351 (55%) will be low-and moderate income.

WBCC has been a nonprofit since 1977 when it started as Crayon College Nursery School and the name was
changed to White Birch Community Center, Inc in 1984. Currently located at 51 Hall Street, WBCC purchased 116
Main Street, in Henniker, on July 15,2024, to expand services with a second location. When WBCC completes the
new location, its childcare center located on Hall Street in Henniker will have the capacity to add 13-15 slots of
much needed infant care due to the senior services moving out of that location. Match funding in the amount of
$672,000 will be provided by CDFA Tax Credits, NH Charitable Foundation and WBCC.

This Agreement allocates a portion of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds provided to New
Hampshire by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). CDFA is administering this
program as provided by RSA 162-L. The funds for this contract are from the Community Development Block
Grant Fund, which is intended to help municipalities solve development problems.

Project Summary

The Town of Henniker is requesting $500,000 to be subgranted to White Birch Community Center, Inc.
(WBCC). Funds will be used to renovate the facility that will house a food pantry, senior center and a
family resource center (new program) The White Birch Community Center will be a handicap
accessible, centrally located social service center which will provide and coordinate a multitude of
services for 634 persons. 351 (55%) of whom are low- and moderate-Income.

White Birch has been a nonprofit since 1977 when it started as Crayon College Nursery School. In
1984, the name was changed to White Birch Community Center, Inc. Currently located at 51 Hall
Street, White Birch purchased 116 Main Street, in Henniker, on July 15, 2024, with the plan to create
the White Birch Community Center. White Birch proposes renovating the facility to move, and expand,
into the building a food pantry, senior site, and a family resource center (new program). It should also
be noted that when WBCC completes the move to the new location, its chlldcare center on Hall Street
will have the capacity to add 13-15 slots of much needed infant care.

This project includes the following components:
•  Renovating the attached barn to house the relocated Henniker Food Pantry. This will provide

increased space for stock, while co-locating it with complementary human services In a fully
accessible space.

•  Expanding space and improving accessibility (e.g. installation of an elevator to accommodate
use of the second floor by persons of all abilities) for Senior Center programs.

•  Starting a new Family Resource Center at the site to assist with the coordination and
accessibility of programs and services.

•  and co-location of a small, town service office

Total project costs are over $1,000,000, with $500,000 sought from CDBG, $437,992 from WBCC,
$200,000 from CDFA Tax Credits, and $32,500 from the NH Charitable Foundation. A performance
lien will be placed on the property to assure long-term affordability for a minimum of twenty (20) years.

11. The project shall consist of the awarding of $500,CXX) In Community Development Blode Grant ('CDBG*)
funds to the Town of Hennlker (the 'Grantee") (UEIS CaZPXZ3H7T62), of which $470,000 Is to be subgranted to the
White Birch Community Center, Inc. (the "Subredpienf) (UEttN3SJYAQ2B8PS) to support its renovation of the
food pantry, senior center and a new family resource center project situated at 116 Main Street, Hennlker, New
Hampshire, (the 'Proiect").
