EXPLANATION

The Department of Energy (Department) respectfully requests authority to enter into a contract
in an amount not to exceed $46,200 with Douglas W. Brogan, a consultant specializing in the
engineering and planning of water utility infrastructure. Among its other functions, the
Department appears in investigatory and adjudicatory proceedings before the Public Utilities
Commission that affect water utilities and their customers. In that context, the Department
analyzes water utilities' engineering and planning decisions in large part to advise the
Commission whether a water utilities' plans are reasonable, or their deployment of expenses and
capital has been prudent, and the costs associated with such deployment can be translated into
just and reasonable rates for water service. Mr. Brogan will aid the Department in reviewing
such decisions in rate cases, interim rate adjustment proceedings, rulemaking and financing
reviews.
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The Commission issued Request for Proposals #2024-016 (RFP) on December 23, 2024. The
notice of the RFP was published in the Union Leader for three days and was posted on the
Department's website. The Department received one response to its RFP.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default");

8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions;
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
ufler giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspendiiTg all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the conu-act price which
would otherwise accrue to the ConlTactor during the period from
the date of such notice until such lime as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor n written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any-other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any

and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 in the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a repon ('Termination Report") describing in detail
ail Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.
10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Property" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfinished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, arid shall be returned
to the Stale upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the Stale.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State.

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14. INSURANCE.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A Slate's failure to enforce its rights
with respect to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
shall not act as a waiver of the right of the State to later enforce any
such rights or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addre.ssed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only affer approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court ofNew Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between

the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied; is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any natiue upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to cany out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement arc held by a coun of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT, This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. Provision 3, Effective Date/Compietion of Services, is updated with the following
addition:

3.3. The contract term may be extended by up to one additional year to conduct similar
work from approximately May 1, 2026 througli April 30, 2027, and the not-to-exceed
amount may be increased under the same terms and conditions, all at the sole option of

the State, contingent upon satisfactory contractor performance, projected requirements
for similar consulting services, and Governor and Executive Council approval.

2. Contractor agrees to maintain confidential all information to which it has access until
such time as it is instructed otherwise by the Department.

3. Prohibition on Boycotting Israel

For the purposes of this Section, the terms shall be defined as follows:

"Boycotting Israel" means engaging in refusals to deal, terminating business activities, or
other similar commercial actions intended to limit commercial relations with persons
doing business in Israel or in Israeli-controlled territories when the actions are taken (1)
in compliance with or adherence to calls for a boycott of Israel other than those boycotts
to which Pub. L. No. 96- 78, § 8, 93 Stat. 522 (1979) applies; or (2) in a manner that
discriminates on the basis of nationality, national origin, or religion that is not based on a
legitimate business reason.

CONTRACT AMOUNT. TERMS AND METHODS OF PAYMENT

1. This contract agreement becomes effective upon approval by the Governor and Executive
Council and concludes on April 30,2026.

2. Douglas W. Brogan ("Contractor") shall charge for services rendered on a time and
materials basis with fees for professional services charged at the hourly rate of $77.00 per
hour as specified in his proposal for Water System Engineering Consultant, submitted on
January 30, 2025, in response to Department RFP #2024-016 ("Proposal"), and for
related reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred, up to a total not-to-exceed price of
$46,200. All such out-of-pocket costs and expenses will be invoiced at cost without
mark-up and are subject to the Price Limitation below.

3. Price Limitation: The total amount paid tor services and costs pursuant to the contract
shall not exceed $46,2,00.

4. Method of Pavment: Payment shall be made on satisfactory completion of the assigned
work on the basis of monthly invoices reviewed and approved by the Department. All
invoices shall be supported by a summary of activities that have taken place in
accordance with the terms of the contract, along with a detailed listing of out-of-pocket
expenses incurred and copies of receipts. Invoices shall provide adequate back up
including the dates and hours worked per individual during the month and the service
provided during those hours. Invoices shall be submitted by email to Jayson Laflamme,
at Javson.P.Laflamme@energv.nh.gov or mailed to him at: New Hampshire Department
of Energy, 21 South Fruit Street, Suite 10, Concord, New Hampshire 03301-2429.
