REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Public Works Design and Construction,
to enter into a Sole Source amendment to an existing statewide civil/structural engineering consultant agreement
with H.L. Turner Group Inc. (vendor #156919), Concord NH, originally approved by Governor and Council on
January 12, 2022, Item #79. This amendment is to extend the expiration date from June 30, 2025 to June 30, 2027
and increase the not-to-exceed amount by $150,000, from $500,000 to $650,000. Effective upon Governor and
Council approval through June 30, 2027.

Funding shall be provided through individual agency accounts associated with each construction project,
none of which shall be permitted unless there are sufficient appropriated funds to cover the expenditure.

EXPLANATION

This request is noted as Sole Source because the amendment amount is more than 10% of the original
contract. Currently there are 7 projects among 6 agencies, that utilize this statewide contract with H.L. Turner
Group Inc., and all are in different stages of completion. The additional contract not-to-exceed amount and date
extension allow H.L. Turner Group Inc. to continue to provide civil/structural engineering services required through
final construction for existing projects.

The contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution; and the Department of

Administrative Services has certified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed agreement
are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Services, Division of Public

Works Design and Construction.

AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

This AMENDMENT TO THE CONTRACT (“Amendment”) is entered into this 5_1"
day of March, 2025, by and between the State of New Hampshire, acting by and through the
Commissioner, Department of Administrative Services (hereinafier “State,” “Commissioner,”
“Department” respectively) and H.L. Turner Group, Inc. (hereinafter “Consultant”) (the State
and the Consultant may hereinafter singularly and/or collectively be referred to as “Party” or
“Parties”).

WHEREAS, in June 2021, the State solicited interest in providing on-call Civil/Structural
Engineering Services. Nineteen (19) firms submitted letters of interest and were considered for
this assignment. The firms were then evaluated based on years of experience, experience on
relative projects and past experience with the State, if any. Seven (7) of the firms were sent a
Request for Technical Proposal which were rated on comprehension of the assignment, clarity of
the proposal, capacity to perform in a timely manner, quality and experience of the project
manger and team, and overall suitability for the assignment. The State entered into Statewide
Civil/Structural Engineering agreements with the five (5) highest rated firms, the Consultant
being one of the five (5) firms.

WHEREAS, the on-call Civil/Structural Engineering Services agreement has a not-to-
exceed amount of $500,000 and expiration date of June 30, 2025.

WHEREAS, on January 12, 2022, New Hampshire Governor and Council approved the
on-call Civil/Structural Engineering Services agreement (“Agreement”) with the Consultant.

WHEREAS, the Consultant has been hired to work on seven (7) projects for the State
under the Agreement, the total fees of which have reached the not-to-exceed amount of
$500,000.

WHEREAS, the Consultant’s continued professional services are required to complete
the design and construction administration of the Meadow Lake Dam Repairs, Division of Public
Works Project #81270R-B-A.

WHEREAS, the Consultant’s continued professional services are required to complete
work on other ongoing or new projects as the need arises.

WHEREAS, PART 8 of the Agreement stipulates the Agreement can only be extended or
amended in any way with the approval of the Governor and Council.
NOW THEREFORE, the Parties mutually agree to amend the Agreement, as follows:
1. Amend PART 8§, item | from ‘The AGREEMENT shall expire on June 30, 2025, unless

terminated earlier’ to read ‘The AGREEMENT shall expire on June 30, 2027, unless
terminated earlier’.



2. Amend PART 8, Item 2, from ‘No new projects may be entered into after June 30, 2025’
to read ‘No new projects may be entered into after June 30, 2027°.

3. Amend PART 8, Item 2, from ‘The amount of services shall not exceed $500,000 during
the life of the AGREEMENT to read ‘The amount of services shall not exceed $650,000
during the life of the AGREEMENT".

4. Except to the extent specifically set forth herein, this Amendment does not alter the terms
of the Contract. All terms of the Contract remain in full force and effect.

5. Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings
assigned to them in the Contract.

6. This Amendment and all obligations of the Parties are contingent upon appropriate State
approval.
