REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to amend Contract #4006415 McFarland-Johnson,
Inc., Concord, New Hampshire, Vendor #164736, for preliminary design of improvements to a five-
mile section of NH Route 108 in the cities of Dover, Somersworth and Rochester, by extending the
completion date from December 31, 2025, to June 30, 2026, effective upon Governor and Council
approval.

2. Further authorize the Department of Transportation to increase the fee from $1,442,102.61 to
$1,669,728.30 in the amount of $227,625.69, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The
original Agreement was approved by Governor and Council on September 30, 2018. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

On September 30, 2018, the Governor and Council authorized the subject agreement (Item # 30;
copy of Resolution attached) in the amount of $1,416,424.37 for preliminary design and
environmental consultant services, later modified through amendment to $1,442,102.61, approved
on March 24, 2021, item #19. The objective of the project is to develop improvements to a five-
mile section ofNH Route 108 in the cities of Dover, Somersworth, and Rochester. This includes

developing an alternative that will improve the safety and mobility of all users with the central goal
of achieving an appropriate balance between the needs of motorized, non-motorized, cind transit
users of the corridor.

The initial time extension amendment extended the original completion date from December 31,
2022, to December 31, 2023, and was approved by Governor and Council on February 8, 2023
(Item #49). The second time extension amendment extended the completion date to December 31,
2025, and was approved by Governor and Council on January 31, 2024 (Item #45).
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The purpose of this time extension amendment is to allow the consultant sufficient time for
additional archaeological investigations, additional survey work, additional NEPA documentation
and additional public participation. The work is approximately 87% complete and of the original
$1,669,728.30 amount for this contract there is a balance of approximately $212,285.85 remaining
(100% Federal Funds).

This Agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. The
Department has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully-executed
Agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of Administrative
Services, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.

It is respectfully requested that authority be given to amend this Agreement for consulting services
as outlined above.

This letter amends Article i, and Article II in the above-referenced Agreement.

Article II, Section A (General Fee) is being amended to increase the total amount payable under this Agreement by
$227,625.69 as payment for additional services by McFarland-Johnson, Inc. for additional effort associated with the
additional archaeological investigation needs, and additional preliminary engineering needed for survey, additional NEPA
documentation and additional public participation.

The portion of Article II, Section A (General Fee) specifying the dates for the fee and manhour estimates is being
amended to read as follows:

"The total amount to be paid under this AGREEMENT shall not exceed $1.669.728.30. the sum of the amounts
shown in Article II, Section B (which amount is based on the CONSULTANT'S fee and manhour estimates of
March 16, 2018, November 2, 2020 and October 1 1, 2024,..."

Furthermore, this fee increase revises the amounts in Article II, Section B (Summary of Fees) as follows:
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-  Increases the estimated amount of (a) actual CONSULTANT'S salaries, costs applicable to actual salaries, salary
burden (direct and indirect) and administrative costs attributable to overhead by $142,140.46, from $755,010.11 to
$897.150.57.

-  Increases the amount of (b) fixed fee to cover profit and non-reimbursed costs by $14,214.04, from $75,501.01 to
• $89.715.05.

-  Increased the estimated amount of (c) reimbursement for direct, out-of-pocket expenses by $1,000.00, from $7,100.00
to $8.100.00.

-  Increases the amount of (d) reimbursement for actual cost of subconsultant firm of GM2 by $19,392.40, from
$338,713.56 to $358.105.96: and the subconsultant firm of lAC by $50,878.79, from $20,834.13 to $71.712.92.

Also, the first sentence in paragraph 1 of Article II, Section C (Limitation of Costs) is being amended to read as

follows:

"Costs incurred against this AGREEMENT shall not exceed $1.669.728.30. unless otherwise authorized."

The above additional work revises the total amount payable under thi.s Agreement, which increase? by $227,625.69,
from $1,442,102.61 to $1,669,728.30 by this amendment.

This amendment becomes effective upon approval by the Governor and Council.

$1,442,102.61 (dated March 24, 2021, Item #19, copy of Resolution attached) and later amended to extend the
completion date to December 31, 2022 (dated Februar>' 8, 2023. Item #49). The agreement includes NEPA
documentation, Rigln-of-Way (ROW) services, and Public Participation. TTie objective of the project is to develop
and evaluate alternatives along NH Route 108 to improve intermodal transportation needs for iraffic, bicycles and
pedestrians.

The purpose of this time extension amendment is to allow the consultant sufficient lime to continue with public
outreach and alternative development. The work is approximately 80% complete and of the $1,442,102.61 amount
for this contract there is a balance of approximately $243,991.88 remaining (100% Federal Funds).

This Agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. TTie Department has verified
that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully-executed Agreement arc on file at the Sccretaiy of State's
Office and the Department of Administrative Services, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on
file at the Department of Transportidion.

$1,416,424.37 for f^ofcssional engineering and environmental, consulting scr>'ices. The objective of the project is to
develop and evaluate alternatives along NH Route 108 to improve intcrmodal tnuisportaliofi needs for traffic,
bicycles, and pedestrians: prepare and complete all appropriate environmental documentation; and assist the
Department In the public, involvement process, culminating in a formal Public Hearing for the preferred alternative.

The purpose of this time extension amendment is to allow the consultant sufficient time to complete the project due
to del^s in reaching con.sengus on a preferred alternative supported by each of the three cities within the project
limii. The inability to conduct public meetings due to COVID also contributed to the del^s. The work is
approximately 75% complete and of the original $ 1.416,424.37 amount for this contract, there Is a balance of
approximately $194,849.83 remaining (100% Federal Funds).

This Agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and txeculion. The Department has verified
that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed Agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's
Offrce and the Department of Administrative Services, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on
file at the Department of Transportation.
