The New Hampshire Council on Developmental Disabilities was established in 1971,
pursuant to the federal Developmental Disabilities Act (DD Act) of 1970. Councils are in every
State and Territory and represent a Federal-State partnership to expand opportunities and
improve the quality of life of people with developmental disabilities and their families. The NH
Council is a member of the National Association of Councils on Developmental Disabilities
(NACDD) headquartered in Washington, DC. The Coimcils in 54 states and territories are
organized under the umbrella of the NACDD, which provides technical assistance to states
relative to federal compliance and sharing of model practices. As a condition of membership,
each state is required to pay annual organizational dues. The NH Council has been a member for
many years and included this expense it its budget approved by the legislature.

Councils are charged by Federal law to identify the most pressing needs of people with
developmental disabilities in their State or Territory and to develop innovative and cost-effective
strategies to meet those needs. Coimcils work to promote the independence and productivity of
people with developmental disabilities and promote systems change that will eliminate obvious
inequities in areas such as employment, education, and access to healthcare.

The
federal government h^ recently increased requirements for reporting and program-
evaluation using sophisticated hew tools, ̂ d NACDD provides detailed ihstnictions arid
training to states on implementation. The NACDD establishes a foruih ahd'platfdnh
through which the best practices in the country are shared ̂ dx'an be replicated, and a
forum for states to share their experiences and assist.one another. IfNH'did hot belong to
the NACDD, it would be the only state in the country, that is not a member, it would be
extremely isolated, and its program's would'suffer as it \vould no longer have access to the
latest'kiiowledee and best practices from arourid the.'countiy. '.country.
