REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Paul A. and Laura M. Rybecky Rev Trust's request to perform the following work on Newfound Lake in

Bristol pursuant to NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-03027,

and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3. Comments submitted by the Bristol Conservation Commission on the

project as proposed, are addressed in the Findings and are included in the enclosed documents.

Impact 392 square feet along 32 linear feet of bank in order to remove a breakwater and restore the shoreline

with a mix of boulders and native plantings, permanently remove a 4 foot x 22 foot pier, impact 394 square

feet of lake bed in order to construct a 35.2 foot long breakwater with a 6 foot x 32 foot dock supported by

two 6 foot X 6 foot cribs, construct a 5 foot x 12 foot wharf, remove a 26 square foot deck with stairs and

install a 6 foot wide set of access stairs, impact 90 square feet of shoreline for the installation and
continuation of a 6 foot wide permeable walkway on an average of 129 feet of frontage along Newfound Lake

in Bristol.

NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the revised plans, revision

dated January 15, 2025, by Northpoint Engineering, LLC, as received by the NH Department of

Environmental Services (NHDES) on January 15, 2025.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Grafton County Registry of Deeds and a

copy of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-A:3,

and Env-Wt 314.02.

3. In accordance with Env-Wt 514.05(b), bank restoration shall be constructed, landscaped, and monitored in

a manner that will create a healthy riparian or lacustrine shoreline system.

4. In accordance with Env-Wt S14.05(c), bank/shoreline stabilization areas shall have at least 75% successful

establishment of vegetation after 2 growing seasons; or shall be replanted and re-established until a

functional lacustrine, wetland, or riparian system has been reestablished in accordance with the approved

plans.

5. In accordance with Env-Wt 514.06, the owner shall monitor the project and take corrective measures if the

area is inadequately stabilized or restored by replacing fallen or displaced materials without a permit,
where no machinery in the channel is required; identifying corrective actions and follow-up plans in

accordance with Env-Wt 307; and filing an appropriate application and plans where work in the channel is

required.

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6. In accordance \A/ith Env-Wt 514.05(d), unless otherwise approved, construction shall be performed during
low flow or dry conditions.

7. In accordance with Env-Wt 514.05(h), within 60 days of completion of construction, the applicant shall
submit a post-construction report that has been prepared by a professional engineer, certified wetland

scientist, or qualified professional, as applicable, and contains narrative, exhibits, and photographs, as
necessary to report the status of the project area and restored jurisdictional area.

8. In accordance with Env-Wt 514.05(g), work authorized shall be carried out in accordance with Env-Wt 307

such that controls are in place to protect water quality and appropriate turbidity controls, such that no

turbidity escapes the immediate work area, shall remain until suspended particles have settled and water

at the work site has returned to normal clarity.

9. Only those structures shown on the approved plans shall be installed or constructed along this frontage as
required per Env-Wt 513.22, (a).

10. All portions of the docking structures, including the breakwater toe-of-slope, shall be located at least 20

feet from the abutting property lines and no watercraft shall be secured to the docking facility such that it
crosses over the imaginary extension of the property lines over the surface water as required by RSA 482-
A:3,XIII.

11. Owners of permanent docking structures which are not maintained so as to be structurally sound and
usable for their intended purpose shall remove those docking structures in accordance with Env-Wt

513.22(c), to prevent hazards to public safety, navigation, and recreation.

12. The owner understands and accepts that should these docking structures be found to have an

unreasonable impact on the ability of abutting owners to use and enjoy their properties or the public's

right to navigation, passage, and use of the resource for commerce and recreation the structures shall be

subject to removal pursuant to RSA 482-A:l, RSA 482-A;ll, II, and Env-Wt 513.03(a).

13. All development activities associated with any project shall be conducted in compliance with applicable

requirements of RSA 483-B and Env-Wq 1400 during and after construction as required pursuant to RSA

483-B:3.

14. Pursuant to RSA 483-B:9, V(a)(2)(D), (v), this permit does not authorize the removal of trees or saplings

within the waterfront buffer that would result in a tree and sapling point score below the minimum

required per RSA 483-B:9, V(a){2)(D), (iv).

15. All dredged and excavated material and construction-related debris shall be placed outside of those areas
subject to RSA 482-A or RSA-483-B unless a permit for the deposition of materials within those areas has

been obtained as required per RSA 482-A:3 or RSA 483-B:5-b respectively.

16. All pervious technologies used shall be installed and maintained to effectively absorb and infiltrate
stormwater as required per RSA 483-B:6, II and Rule Env-Wq 1406.15(c) in order to ensure compliance

with RSA 483-B;9, V(g).

17. Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, NHDES is authorized to take appropriate

compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes

available, any of the structures depicted as "existing" on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the

permittee were not previously permitted or grandfathered.
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EXPLANATION

NHDES approved this project on February 07, 2025. NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:

1. This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 513.24(c), the project proposes construction

of a breakwater.

2. The applicant has an average of 129 feet of frontage along Newfound Lake.

3. A maximum of 2 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 513.12, Frontage Requirements
for Private and Non-commercial Docking Structures.

4. The proposed docking facility will provide 1 slip as defined per RSA 482-A:2, VIII, and therefore meets Rule

Env-Wt 513.12.

5. The NHDES finds that because the project is not of significant public interest and will not significantly
impair the resources of Newfound Lake a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

6. While the local Conservation Commission provided comments related to the project, they were not

relevant to the waterfront impacts within jurisdiction under RSA 482-A considered under this application.

7. The Applicant requested a waiver, in accordance with Env-Wt 204, of Administrative Rule Env-Wt

512.02(a)(1), which restricts construction of breakwaters to Lake Winnipesaukee.

8. The applicant has proposed to replace the existing breakwater with a new breakwater that meets the
design criteria of Env-Wt 512.04.

9. The applicant demonstrated that the location of the breakwater is exposed to a single radial fetch of at

least 4 miles between compass headings 300 and 330 degrees as measured from true north per Env-Wt

512.02(b)(1).

10. The applicant has demonstrated that granting the waiver will have no adverse effect on the environment,

natural resources of the state, public health, public safety, nor impacts to abutting properties more

significant than that which would result from complying with the rule as required to meet Rule Env-Wt

204.05, Criteria, (a), (1).

11. The applicant has demonstrated that strict compliance with Rule Ehv-Wt 512.02(a)(1), will provide no

benefit to the public and will provide both an operational and economic impact to the applicant as

required to meet Rule Env-Wt 204.05, Criteria, (a), (2).

12. The request for ,a waiver meets the requirements of Rule Env-Wt 204.05, Criteria, and therefore, the

waiver of Rule Env-Wt 512.02(a)(1) is granted.

13. The NHDES finds that the project as proposed and conditioned meets the requirements of RSA 482-A and

the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900. No waivers of RSA 482-A

were requested or approved under this permit action.

NHDES Wetlands Bureau permit #2024-03027 application documents are enclosed for review by the Governor

and the Executive Council in consideration of this request and in accordance with RSA 482-A:3, 11(a), as it is a

major project located in New Hampshire public waters.
