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EXPLANATION

On June 16, 2020, the Governor issued Executive Order 2020-11, which established the
New Hampshire Commission on Law Enforcement Accountability, Community, and
Transparency (the "LEACT Commission"). On August 31, 2020, the LEACT Commission
issued its final report, which included 48 recommendations for reforms that the Commission
deemed necessary to enhance transparency, accountability, and community relations in law
enforcement. On September \1, 2020, the Govemor endorsed all the recommendations of the
LEACT Commission and put forward a road map for implementation of each of the
recommendations. One of these recommendations included the pursuit of accreditation by New
Hampshire law enforcement agencies based on nationally accepted standards.

In furtherance of this order, PSTC is preparing to contract with the Commission on
Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA) to pursue accreditation in The Public
Safety Training Academy Accreditation Program. Funds will be needed to contract,with
CALEA to begin the program.

The following appropriation adjustments are being requested:

046 - Consultants - Appropriations reduced due to current expenses projected to be less than the
current appropriation.

103 - Contracts for Operational Services - Funds are needed to contract with CALEA.
