REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
to enter into a grant agreement with the Town of Barrington (177234-B001), 4 Signature Drive, Barrington,
NH 03825, in the amount of $611,707.50 to upgrade and replace the culvert on Lakeside Oaks Drive.
Effective upon Governor and Council approval through April 2, 2026. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Barrington to replace the existing corrugated metal pipe culvert
with an open-bottom rigid frame concrete culvert. The existing roadway would also be raised three feet to
bring it in line with the rest of the roadway. The grant listed above is funded by the Hazard Mitigation
Grant Program (HMGP), which was awarded to the Department of Safety, HSEM, from the Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). HMGP provides funding to sub-recipients for cost-effective
hazard mitigation activities that complement a comprehensive mitigation program. FEMA provides HMGP
funds to states that, in turn, provide sub-granis or contracts for a variety of mitigation activities, such as
planning, and the implementation of projects identified through the evaluation of natural hazards.

HMGP is 90% Fedecrally funded by FEMA with a 10% match requircment supplied by the sub-recipient.
The sub-recipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibits B and C to their grant agreement.

In the event that HMGP funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be
requested to support this program.

(hereinafter referred to as “the State™) is awarding the Town of Barrington (hereinafter referred
to as “the Subrecipient”) $611,707.50 to replace the existing corrugated metal pipe culvert with an
open-bottom rigid frame concrete culvert, the existing roadway would also be raised 3 feet to
bring it in line with the rest of the roadway.

2] “The Subrecipient” agrees that the project grant period ends on April 2, 2026 and that a ﬁnal
performance and expenditure report will be sent to “the State” by May 2, 2026.

3. “The Subrecipient” agrees to comply with all applicable federal and state laws, rules, regulations,
and requirements,

4, “The Subrecipient” shall maintain financial records, supporting documents, and all other pertinent
records for a period of three (3) years from the grant period end date. In these records, “the
Grantee" shall maintain documentation of the 10% cost share required by this grant.

7.  The Town of Barrington would use Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funding to
upgrade the water crossing along Lakeside Oaks Drive at the Bellamy River. The Town would
remove the existing corrugated triple metal pipe culvert system, which consists of one (1) central
42 IN and two (2) flanking 24 TN diameter pipes. The Town would install a 16 FT span by 5 FT
high open-bottom concrete rigid frame culvert with concrete footings and concrete wingwalls at
both the inlet and outlet of the new culvert. The Town would install geotextile fabrics and riprap
aprons along the streambanks at the inlet and outlet of the new culvert structure. The Town would
also stockpile excavated streambank materials and would replace the matenal within the
streambed to simulate the natural characteristics of the Bellamy River.

Additionally, the existing roadway is a low spot in elevation in the project area and the project
would raise the road approximately 3 FT atop the new crossing. This elevation would bring the
roadway up to meet the higher elevation of Lakeside Oaks Drive to the east and west of the project
location. Guardrails would be installed along the roadway as required by NH Department of
Transportation. During site preparation prior to construction, the Town would perform clearing
and grubbing of vegetation within the project area. However, no tree removal is proposed for this
project. Best management practices would be utilized during construction, including erosion and
sediment controls, water diversion structures, cofferdams, and a stormwater pollution prevention
plan. No additional easements would be required for this project and staging would take place
within the existing right-of way on hardened surfaces. The project site would be restabilized
following completion of construction.
