REQUESTED ACTION

1. Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Historical Resources, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to the Town of Mont Vernon
(VC#177519), in the amount of $20,000 for structural repairs to the Mont Vernon Hall effective upon Governor
and Council approval through June 30, 2027. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income}.

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $10,000 to the Town of Mont Vernon in accordance with
the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

Funding is available in account, Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New
Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the
preservation of publicly owned histaric properties.

The Mont Vernon Town Hall, built in 1781, is listed in the National Register of Historic Places. It has served as the center
of town government since it was built. The town is embarking on a comprehensive rehabilitation of the building so it can
continue to serve the town for offices and meeting space.

The reason we seek approval to provide $10,000 in advance is because the DHR's Moose Plate grant pays 50% of the
award up front to get the grant-funded project underway, with 50% withheld until the grantee can show that their
project has been completed.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approve this grant as to form, substance and execution.

2. SCOPE QF WORK: In exchange for grant funds provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting
through the Agency identified in block 1.1 (hereinafter referred to as “the State”), the Grantee
identified in block 1.3 (hereinafter referred to as “the Grantee™), shall perform that work identified and
more particularly described in the scope of work attached hereto as EXHIBIT B (the scope of work
being hereinafter referred to as “the Project”).

The Grant Amount is identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C,
attached hereto.

COMPLIANCE BY GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. In
connection with the performance of the Project, the Grantee shall corply with all
statutes, laws regulations, and orders of federal, state, county, or municipal
authorities which shal! impose any obligations or duty upon the Graniee, including
the acquisition of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-95-h.

Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency, the Grantee
shall keep detailed accounts of all expenses incurred in connection with the
Project, including, but not limited to, costs of administration, lransportation,
insurance, telephone calls, and clerical materials and services. Such accounts
shall be supported by receipts, invoices, bills and other similar documents.
Between the Effective Date and the datc seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency pursuant to
subparagraph 7.1, at any time during the Grantee’s normal business hours, and as
often as the State shall demand, the Grantee shall make available to the State all
records pertaining to matters covered by this Agreement. The Grantee shail
permit the State to audit, examine, and reproduce such records, and to make audits
of all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, data (as that
term is hereinefier defined), and other information relating to all matters covered
by this Agreement.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, provide all personnel necessary to perform
the Project. The Grantee warrants that all personnel engaged in the Project shall
be qualified to perform such Project, and shall be propedy licensed and authorized
to perform such Project under all applicable laws.

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort
to perform the Project, Lo hire any person who has a contrectual relationship with
the Stale, or who is a State officer or employee, elected ar appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall be final.

As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all information and things
developed or obtained during the performance of, or acquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulee, surveys, maps, charls, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations,
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computer programs, computer printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, paper, and
documens, all whether finished or unfinished.

Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access 1o all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whalsoever.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State,

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for thal purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be refumed to the Staie
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first ocour.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right 1o withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any onc or more of the following acts or omissions of the Graniee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafier referred to as “Events of Default™):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or

Faiture to submit any report required hereumder; or

Failure to maintain, or permil access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Defauit, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Granlee during the period
from the date of such nolice unlil such time as the Stale determines that the
Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the State may owe fo the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and

‘Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

[n the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the “Termination Report™) deseribing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount eamed, to and including the daie oftermination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 124 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee (o receive that portion of the Grant amount eamned to and including
the date of termination.

in the event of Termination urder paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of thesc gencral
provisions, the approval of such a Tenmination Report by the State shail in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee’s breach of ils obiigations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, cither the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hercunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.

AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only afler approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Govemor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of New Hampshire, and is
binding upen and inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assignees.

CONSERVATION LICENSE PLATE GRANT PROGRAM
NEW HAMPSHIRE DIVISION OF HISTORICAL RESOURCES

1. SIGNAGE & PUBLICITY: As required by the Conservation License Plate Grant Program and the
Division of Historical Resources {DHR), the Grantee agrees to prominently place a DHR provided
grant information sign on site or within the community throughout the project funded by this
grant, and to acknowledge support of the DHR and the Conservation License Plate Program on
any materials promoting the project.

2. REPORTING: The Grantee shall submit a narrative report of progress to the DHR by April 1 and
September 1 annually for the duration of the grant which summarizes progress on the project.
The Grantee agrees to submit a final financial and project report in a format provided by the
DHR, no more than 30 days after the end of the grant period.

EXHIBIT B — SCOPE OF WORK:

1. Grantee agrees to apply the funds from this grant to the project(s) described in grantee’s grant
application and approved budget.

The Town of Mont Vernon will hire qualified contractors to conduct structural repairs at the
Mont Vernon Town Hall. These repairs include replacing the first-floor framing and decking as
needed as well as second floor framing, and attic structural repairs at the exterior walls. This
also includes the placement of a vapor barrier, dehumidifier, sump pump, and drain in the
crawlspace, to ensure the new assembly is not damaged from moisture below the building, as
well as moving the mechanical out of the unfinished crawlspace to eliminate interior moisture
from condensation.

All work shall comply with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standard for Rehabilitation.
