Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and Recreation, to enter into a contract with
Golf-Rides LLC (VC #441519), of Plaistow, NH in the amount of $211,400 to provide two-year seasonal golf cart rental
services for state parks throughout New Hampshire upon Governor and Executive Council approval through October 31,
2026.

Funds are available in the following account for Fiscal Year 2025 and are anticipated to be available in Fiscal Year 2026,
upon continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget with authority to adjust encumbrances between fiscal
years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The Division of Parks and Recreation (P&R) manages the state park system of New Hampshire. This contract will provide
seasonal golf cart rental services for two years at multiple state park locations for use by park staff. The rental agreement is
for the rental of eleven (11) gasoline powered golf carts and eight (8) electric powered golf carts.

This project was put out to bid on February 7, 2025. It was advertised through the NH Bureau of Purchase and Property
website, NH State Parks website, Construction Summary of NH, Alpha Graphics, Signature Digitat Imaging, McGraw Hill
Construction, and Works in Progress. The bidding period went on for three weeks, bids closed on February 20, 2025, Edward

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire
except where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise,
The wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which
shall have exclusive jurisdiction thercof.
