This transfer of appropriations will allow for two
additional grants for the Monomonac Lake Watershed Management Plan and 2025 Piscataquog River Management
Plan Update to be issued. There are sufficient funds available in class 010-Personal Services Perm, class 18-

Telecommunications, class 0S7-Books & Periodicals, class 060-Benefits, class 066-Employee Training, class 070-ln
State Travel, and class 080-0ut of State Travel for the remainder of fiscal year 2025 to cover the increase in class
072-Grants Federal.
