REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to provide funding to the Nashua Airport Authority (NAA),
(Vendor 154441), for SBG 12-31-2024 to relocate weather reporting equipment at Boire Field, Nashua
NH. Federal and State participation in the amount of $491,642 is effective upon Governor and Council
approval through September 7, 2027. 95% Federal funds, 5% State funds.

EXPLANATION

A total of $465,766 (90% of the project cost) is proposed from federal funds for this airport development
project (SBG 12-31-2024 copy attached) to relocate weather reporting equipment at Boire Field, Nashua
NH.

The Automated Weather Observing System/Stand Alone Weather Sensors (AWOS/SAWS) needs to be
relocated to enable the airport to allow for the construction of new aircraft hangars. AWOS/SAWS
gather critical weather information, including temperature, altimeter and other meteorological data at
airports. This information is made available to pilots operating aircraft to and from the airport.

Aircraft hangars are in short supply statewide, and this project will open up prime airport real estate to
build new hangars that will benefit the statewide aviation community. The project requires a
reimbursable agreement with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) because they are the current
owner of the weather equipment. NAA will manage this agreement directly with the FAA.

The Department of Transportation accepts Federal funds in the amount of $465,766 for this project as a
pass through to NAA in accordance with RSA 422:15.

NAA will participate in the amount of $25,876 (5% of the project
cost). The total cost of the airport development project, including state and local matching shares, is
$517,518.

1. Maximum Obligation. The maximum obligation of the United States and State payable under this Offer is
$491,642.00.

2. Grant Performance. This Grant Agreement is subject to the following Federal and State award
requirements:

a. Period of Performance:

1. Shall start on the date the Sponsor formally accepts this Agreement and is the date signed by
the last Sponsor signatory to the Agreement. The end date of the project Period of
Performance is 4 years (1,460 calendar days) from the date of formal Block Grant acceptance
by the State for federal funds that make up a portion of this project's funding. For this
project, the period of performance end date is September 7, 2027.

2. Means the total estimated time Interval between the start of an initial Federal award and the
planned end date, which may include one or more funded portions or budget periods. (2
Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) § 200.1).

b. Budget Period:

3. inellgibie or Unaliowabie Costs. The Sponsor must not include any costs In the project that the FAA or
State has determined to be ineligible or unallowable.

4. Indirect Costs - Sponsor. Sponsor may charge indirect costs under this award by applying the indirect
cost rate identified in the project application as accepted by the State, to allowable costs for Sponsor
direct salaries and wages.

5. Determining the Final Federal and State Shares of Costs. The United States' and State's shares of

allowable project costs will be made in accordance with 49 U.S.C. § 47109, the regulations, policies, and
procedures of the Secretary of Transportation ("Secretary") and State, and any superseding legislation.
Final determination of the United States' and State's shares will be based upon the final audit of the total

amount of allowable project costs and settlement will be made for any upward or downward adjustments
to the Federal and State shares of costs.

6. Completing the Prelect Without Delay and In Conformance with Requirements. The Sponsor must carry

out and complete the project without undue delays and in accordance with this Agreement, 49 U.S.C.
Chapters 471 and 475, and the regulations, policies, and procedures of the Secretary and the State. Per 2
CFR § 200.308, the Sponsor agrees to report and request prior State approval for any disengagement from
performing the project that exceeds three months or a 25 percent reduction in time devoted to the
project. The report must include a reason for the project stoppage. The Sponsor also agrees to comply
with the grant assurances, which are part of this Agreement.

7. Amendments or Withdrawals before Grant Acceptance. The State reserves the right to amend or

withdraw this offer at any time prior to Its acceptance by the Sponsor.

8. Offer Expiration Date. This offer will expire and the United States and the State will not be obligated to
pay any part of the costs of the project unless this offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on or before
March 24, 2025, or such subsequent date as may be prescribed in writing by the State.

9. Improper Use of Federal and State Funds. The Sponsor must take all steps. Including litigation If
necessary, to recover Federal and State funds spent fraudulently, wastefully, or in violation of Federal and
State antitrust statutes, or misused in any other mahner in any project upon which Federal and State
funds have been expended. For the purposes of this Grant Agreement, the terms "Federal funds" and
"State funds" means funds however used or dispersed by the Sponsor that were originally paid pursuant

compliance with this Grant Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be
deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign immunity of the State, which Immunity is hereby reserved

to the State. This covenant shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

11. System for Award Management fSAM) Registration and Universal Identifier.

Unless otherwise directed by the State, the State will make each payment
request under this agreement electronically via the Delphi elnvolcing System for Department of
Transportation (DOT) Financial Assistance Awardees utilizing data provided by the Sponsor on forms
acceptable to the State.

13. Informal letter Amendment of AlP Prelects. If, during the life of the project, the State determines that
the maximum grant obligation of the United States and State exceeds the expected needs of the Sponsor
by $25,000 or five percent (5%), whichever is greater, the State can issue a letter amendment to the
Sponsor unilaterally reducing the maximum obligation.

The State can also issue a letter to the Sponsor Increasing the maximum obligation If there Is an overrun
in the total actual eligible and allowable project costs to cover the amount of the overrun provided it will
not exceed the statutory limitations for grant amendments. The State's authority to increase the
maximum obligation does not apply to the "planning" component of Condition No. 1, Maximum
Obligation. |

The State can also issue an informal letter amendment that modifies the grant description to correct
administrative errors or to delete work items if the State finds it advantageous and in the best interests of
the United States and the State.

The Sponsor shall affirmatively ensure that when carrying out any project supported
by this grant that it complies with all federal nondiscrimination and civil rights laws based on race, color,
national origin (including limited English proficiency), sex (including sexual orientation and gender
identity), creed, age, disability, genetic information, or environmental justice in consideration for federal
financial assistance. The Sponsor, who has not sufficiently demonstrated the conditions of compliance
with civil rights requirements will be required to do so before receiving funds. The Department's and
FAA's Office of Civil Rights may provide resources and technical assistance to recipients to ensure full and
sustainable compliance with Federal civil rights requirements. Failure to comply with civil rights
requirements will be considered a violation of the agreement or contract and be subject to any
enforcement action as authorized by law.

Including, without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent
upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds, and In no event shall the State be liable for
any payments hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of those funds, the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds become
available, if ever, and shall have the right to terminate this agreement immediately upon giving the
Sponsor notice of such termination. In any event neither the State nor United States shall be required to
transfer funds from any other grant, program or account in the event funds under this grant are reduced
or become unavailable.

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32. Effective Date. If the date for commencement precedes the Effective Date, all services performed by the
Sponsor between the commencement date and the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of
the Sponsor and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the State shall be under no
obligation to pay the Sponsor for any costs incurred or services performed; however that if this
Agreement becomes effective all costs Incurred prior to the effective date shall be paid under the terms
of this Agreement.

33. Assignment of Interest. The Sponsor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any interest in this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the State. None of the Services shall be delegated or
subcontracted by the Sponsor without the prior written consent of the State.

34. Entire Agreement. This agreement, which may be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which
shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties,
and supersedes all prior agreements and understanding both written and verbal relating hereto.

35. Insurances. The sponsor shall, at its sole expense, and shall require any subcontractor or assignee, to
obtain and maintain In force,' an insurance policy or policies designating the State as an additional insured,
with the following insurance:

A. Comprehensive general liability insurance against all claims of bodily injury, death or property
damage, in amounts of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate; and

B. The policies described in this section shall be the standard form employed in the State of New
Hampshire, issued by underwriters acceptable to the State, and authorized to do business in the State
of New Hampshire; and

C. Each policy shall contain a clause prohibiting cancellation or modifications of the policy earlier than 10
days after written notice thereof has been received by the State.

Airport Sponsors Grant Assurance 29 further addresses the Sponsor's statutory obligations to maintain an
airport layout plan in accordance with 49 U.S.C. § 47107(a)(16).

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SCOPE OF WORK

ARTICLE A - PROJECT DEVELOPMENT

A.I. - Project Development: This task includes the efforts necessary to develop the project from initial

scoping through execution of the final work order. The work of the ENGINEER includes:

a) Predesign meeting, to include the following tasks:

i) Prepare meeting agenda in accordance with FAA AC 150/5370-12B - "Quality Management for
Federally Funded Airport Construction Projects";

k) Incorporate any City-specific requirements into the bid documents upon receipt of review comments
from the procurement office.

I) Perform an in-house Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) Review of the 90% Plans and
Specifications. This task will include any comments/modifications requested by the Sponsor, NHDOT/BA
and FAA as part of their 90% design review,

m) Perform a draft quantity take-off on the 90% plans and prepare an Engineer's Estimate of Construction
Cost (EEOC). Since the ENGINEER has no control over the cost of labor and materials or over competitive
bidding and market conditions, the estimates of construction costs provided for herein are to be made
on the basis of their experience and qualifications, but the ENGINEER does not guarantee the accuracy
of such estimates as compared to the Contractor's bid or the final project costs,

n) Final Design Preparation. The ENGINEER will assist the sponsor in preparing the final bid documents for
publication. This task will include final updates to the plans and specifications, determining a bid schedule
and format of the bids, and finalizing the bid documents,

o) Perform an in-house Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) Review of the Bid Set Plans and
Specifications.

p) Distribute the Bid Set Plans and Specifications to all parties.
q) Prepare and submit to all parties the engineer's design report including design considerations,

engineering analysis and design selections that occur early in the design phase. The report will be an
explanation of the engineer's design based on the scope of the project, critical design considerations,
and analysis of materials and site conditions as more specifically detailed in FAA Order 5100.38D,
section 3-28.

The ENGINEER'S scope of work for 30%, 60%, 90% and final design services is as described above. Should any
permit conditions or unforeseen circumstances alter the agreed upon scope, the ENGINEER shall prepare a
SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT to capture any scope revisions, prior to the completion of work under this
Article.

Expenses for the ENGINEER shall include subconsultant services, mileage for site visits and meetings, plan
reproduction costs, postage, and other costs.

ARTICLE C-BIDDING

C.I.-Bidding:

The ENGINEER shall provide bidding and associated services to the SPONSOR to assist in the public bidding,
bid opening, review and contract award of this project. The services of the ENGINEER shall include:

a) Provide the SPONSOR with a draft copy of the Advertisement for Bid and associated documents for
review and comment. Assist the SPONSOR in forwarding the advertisement to NHDOT's DBE coordinator
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for circulation to potential DBE contractors. The local advertising will be limited to one day. The

SPONSOR will be responsible to pay the local advertising costs.

b) Coordinate and post bid documents for public viewing on an online bid hosting website such as

www.proiectdoe.com. The fee for hosting this bid will be carried as a reimbursable expense under Article

C.I.

c) Schedule, organize, prepare an agenda, and attend and manage a Pre-Bid Conference at the Airport in

conjunction with the SPONSOR. This task assumes one project manager and one engineer.

d) Ansv/er Bidder's questions concerning the project during the bidding period.

e) Prepare and distribute an Addendum, for reason of clarification, to provide answers to questions to all

potential bidders or administrative change in the bid documents. It is assumed that two (2) Addenda will
be required.

f) Manage the bid opening through the online bid hosting site in conjunction with the SPONSOR and the
City of Nashua.

g) Prepare a bid tabulation and distribute it to the SPONSOR, FAA, NHDOT/BA, and all bidders along with

the return of bid bonds of all but the three lowest bidders.

h) Review the bids to help ensure the required documentation is present, checking references (two (2)

lowest bidders) and verify that the bonding company is listed on the appropriate list.

i) Provide a letter of recommendation to award to the SPONSOR. This letter will include, bud not be limited

to a summary of bids received, a discussion of the completeness and accuracy of the bids, an analysis of
the proposed DBE Participation, a summary of information uncovered during reference checks, and a

summary of the options available to the SPONSOR at the conclusion of the bidding process.

j) NHDOT/BA Coordination of bids received.

k) Coordinate with Contractor selected by the SPONSOR to secure the required contract documents and
insurance requirements. This includes preparation of the Notice of Award and Contracts, distribution for

signatures, and coordination with all parties.

I) Prepare five (5) Contract Sets, circulate for execution, and distribute the executed originals.

ARTICLE D - GRANT ADMINISTRATION

D.L - Grant Administration;

The ENGINEER will provide grant administration services to the SPONSOR. The work of the ENGINEER shall

include:

a) Project Grant Coordination. The ENGINEER shall assist the SPONSOR with grant coordination efforts.
Coordination with the NHDOT/BA will be as needed to obtain updates on the status of grant applications,
grant issuance. Governor & Executive Council Approvals, and grant payments. It is assumed coordination

will take place on a monthly basis with all parties.

b) Preparing a Grant Application, including FAA Application for Federal Assistance SF-424 form, forms 5100-
100, program narrative, final engineer's estimates of costs, grant assurances, the previously prepared but
not reproduced Exhibit A - Airport Property Plan (22 x 34-inch size), sponsor certifications, and transmittal
letters. Seven (7) copies of the FAA Grant Application will be made for submittal to the NHDOT/BA for
distribution as follows: NHDOT/BA - (four (4) copies), SPONSOR - (one (1) copy), and ENGINEER - (two (2)
copies). Assisting the SPONSOR in processing the applications.

c) Prepare up to two (2) grant applications for FAA Reimbursable Agreements, including FAA Application for
Federal Assistance SF-424 form, forms 5100-100, program narrative, FAA Financial summaries, grant
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assurances, the previously prepared but not reproduced Exhibit A - Airport Property Plan (22 x 34-Inch
size), sponsor certifications, and transmittal letters.

d) Providing accounting assistance to the SPONSOR related to FAA and NHDOT/BA reimbursements, and
the payment of project invoices.

e) Updating estimates of project expenditures as requested by the SPONSOR. It is assumed that estimates
of project expenditures will be requested to be updated four (4) times over the course of this project.

f) Calculating DBE project expenditures and update the Airport's DBE Plan for projects anticipated to be
funded under the AlP and BIL grant programs, tracking DBE project expenditures for current projects
being administered under an FAA grant, preparing annual DBE reporting materials, and forwarding
information to the NHDOT/BA and FAA.

g) Assisting the SPONSOR in the preparation and processing of FAA Requests for Reimbursement and
NHDOT/BA Applications for AlP Grant Payments. This task is assumed to consist of six (6) Requests for
Reimbursement and six (6) NHDOT/BA Applications for AlP Grant Payments.

h) Prepare monthly updates to present to the SPONSOR to update them on the status of the project. Due
to the anticipated duration of the project, it is assumed that ten (12) monthly updates will be necessary.

i) Assisting the SPONSOR in preparation and filing of project close out documentation. This work includes
the preparation of a close out report including a fiscal summary, breakdown of engineering and
construction costs. Contract work item summary, summary of acceptance tests performed, summary of
change orders, inclusion of a copy of the final payment request, inclusion of aerial photos, and the
certificate of final acceptance.

j) Setting up and maintaining design and construction project records and documentation and retaining the
records for a minimum of three (3) years following the completion of the project. This task includes the
setup of project file folders, daily filing of project documentation, and storage of the documentation upon
completion of the project.

D.ll. - FAA Reimbursable AereementCs):

The ENGINEER will provide design coordination services to the SPONSOR for the effort to meet with the
FAA regarding the equipment relocation and associated infrastructure needs. The work of the ENGINEER
shall include:

a) Reviewing elements of the Reimbursable Agreements (design, construction)drafted by the FAA.
b) Assisting the SPONSOR in coordinating payment to the FAA for the design and construction phase

reimbursable agreements.

c) Reviewing reimbursable agreement Invoices and retaining them for grant closeout procedures.
d) Assisting the sponsor with closeout of all reimbursable agreements. This process can take up to 18

months to complete. It is assumed that periodic coordination for the purposes of updating the
SPONSOR at their monthly meetings, and to review tech ops work products will take place.

ARTICLE E - CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION

E.I. - Construction Administration;

The ENGINEER shall provide construction administration services to the SPONSOR to assist in the
management of the construction phase of this project. It is assumed that the construction of this project will
take approximately twenty (20) calendar days. The work of the ENGINEER shall include:
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a) Scheduiing, organizing, attending, and managing a Pre-Construction Conference at the Airport for the
purposes of construction and safety, it is assumed that there will be one (1) meeting attended by the
project manager.

b) Coordinating the construction activities with the SPONSOR and NHDOT/BA. This task assumes a
construction duration of twenty (20) caiendar days, it is assumed that daliy construction activity

coordination wiii be performed by phone and e-mail. On-site meetings will be under tasks (h) listed
below.

c) Processing shop drawings, certificates of compliance, and other Contractor submittals. This task assumes
that the project will generate approximately twenty (20) submittals. Work under this task includes:
preparing project submittal logs, recording each submittal upon receipt from Contractor, distributing
submittal to third party (if required), reviewing each submittal for compliance to the applicable
specifications, providing written justification for submittal revisions and/or rejection (if required),
reviewing of third party review comments (if required), recording review status of each submittal on the
submittal log, and distributing reviewed submittals to Contractor and Resident Engineer.

d) Processing Buy American certifications, and other Contractor requests. Work under this task includes:
preparing project certification logs, recording each certification request upon receipt from Contractor,
reviewing each certification request for compliance to the applicable regulations, providing written
justification for certification revisions and/or rejection (if required), reviewing third party review
comments (if required), recording review status of each certification on the appropriate log, and
distributing reviewed certifications/waiver requests to Contractor and Resident Engineer.

e) Preparing the project quantities tracking spreadsheet and Periodic Cost Estimate. This task includes the
initial set up of the spreadsheet to be used for tracking payment items and Contractor information for
the project. It is assumed that the final form will include one (1) page.

f) Reviewing and processing Contractor's Pay Requests. This task assumes that the Contractor will submit
Two (2) Periodic Cost Estimates, one (1) over the course of construction and one (1) to release retainage.
The task assumes that the Contractor and Resident Engineer have agreed to the payment quantities.

Project Manager (ENGINEER) will review Periodic Cost Estimates for completeness and compliance to
specification requirements. The ENGINEER will forward to the SPONSOR, via email (PDF), each
Contractor's Periodic Cost Estimate within two (2) business days of the ENGINEER'S approval. The
forwarding of the Contractor's Periodic Cost Estimate wiii be an administrative task performed under the
classification of Technical Support.

g) Scheduling, organizing, attending, and managing job meetings at the Airport. Due to the complexity of
the project and as the project will affect Airport operations, weekly job meetings are proposed, estimated
to total two (2) meetings. It is assumed that Gale's Project Manager will attend each meeting in person.

h) Processing one (1) Change Order, if requested by the Contractor or required by the SPONSOR.
i) Reviewing certified payrolls from the Contractor and subcontractors and retaining copies for the

SPONSOR'S records. Returning unacceptable certified payrolls to the Contractor and tracking certified
payrolls to help ensure that payrolls are received for each workweek.

j) Scheduling, organizing, attending, and conducting payroll interviews to assist the SPONSOR in compliance
with the Davis-Bacon Act.

k) Providing assistance and support to the RPR and answering questions on Plan Interpretations and minor
changes. It is assumed that this assistance will be one (1) hour per day.

I) Responding to Contractor's questions, requests for information, and proposed project changes.
m) Preparing and signing "as-built" Plans prepared from information and survey data provided by the

Contractor, and input from the Resident Engineer. Providing electronic copies in AutoCAD format and
PDF electronic format on CD's.

n) Scheduling, organizing, attending, and managing a Final inspection at the Airport.
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o) Preparing a final project punch list and distributing it to the Contractor. This task includes coordination
with the Contractor on work to be completed as well as coordination with the Airport to schedule
punchlist work.

This task does not include the requirements for processing Buy-American Waiver requests. Due to the
uncertainty In the required time to process, administer, follow-up, and coordinate with the FAA, the
ENGINEER will process a SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT to the AGREEMENT, if a Buy-American waiver is
requested by the Contractor. The ENGINEER will attempt, to the greatest extent reasonably possible, to
specify products that are wholly-made In America and adequately inform all potential bidders, including the
selected Contractor, of the Buy-American requirements and the uncertainty of the process in the approval
process.

Expenses for the ENGINEER include milage for site visits, overnight lodging, meal expenses, meetings,
reproduction costs and other costs.

ARTICLE F - PROJEa INSPECTION

F.l. - Project Inspection:

The ENGINEER shall provide full-time, on-site inspection services to the SPONSOR to monitor construction for
conformity with the Contract Documents in accordance with the standard of reasonable care. In addition, it
is assumed that the RPR will require one (1) day prior to the start of construction for layout and project start
up and pre-construction meeting; three (3) days for follow-up to monitor punch list work, record keeping,
and project close out. It is assumed that the construction of this project will take approximately twenty (20)
calendar days. The Resident Engineer's responsibilities shall be as enumerated in the Construction Contract
Documents, provided that such responsibilities shall not include responsibility for the contractor's means,
methods, or sequencing of construction, construction site safety procedures, or the contractor's failure to
execute the work in accordance with the requirements of the construction contracts, and shall include:

Preparation of daily reports.

Preparation of monthly reports.

Maintenance of estimates of construction quantities.

Review of pay request quantities and change order requests from the Contractor and forwarding of
acceptable requests to the ENGINEER for further processing.
Acting as the SPONSOR'S representative on the construction site.
Coordination between the Contractor and the SPONSOR, and other Airport users.

Attendance at all project meetings during construction.

Preparation of job meeting agenda and meeting minutes.

Observation of construction.

Visual documentation of construction activities (photographs).
Participation in the Construction Management Plan.
Notify ENGINEER and SPONSOR of observed defects in the construction work.

Expenses for the ENGINEER shall include mileage to and from the job site, hotel stays during the week,
mileage while on-slte, meals, and other expenses. These services assume the federal per-diem rate.
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F.ll. - Materials Testing;

The ENGINEER shall subcontract materials testing services as indicated herein, and shall coordinate the
\A/ork of the materials testing consultant during construction. Materials requiring testing will include,
bituminous asphalt, subgrade, subbase, and base materials, aggregates, concrete, and topsoils. The
materials testing form will also be Involved with plant and field testing of bituminous asphalts as required.
Materials testing services will be limited to seven (7) days of the overall 20 day contract.

ARTICLE G-SCHEDULE

A tentative schedule for the execution of the above-mentioned engineering services was established at the
project scoping meeting, and a final schedule shall be established upon application for FAA and NHDOT/BA
grants. The SPONSOR, ENGINEER, FAA, and NHDOT/BA shall agree on changes to the schedule from time to
time for the duration of the project, and the most current schedule shall become part of this AGREEMENT.
The ENGINEER shall not be required to start work until a completed, signed, and approved AGREEMENT is
received by all parties. If so requested In writing by the SPONSOR, the ENGINEER may begin the AGREEMENT
work prior to receiving a completed AGREEMENT.

ARTICLE I - BASIS OF PAYMENT

I - Engineering Fee - Lump Sum;

Lump Sum Fees shall be charged for all tasks under this AGREEMENT as follows:

1. For work under Article A.I - Project Development, the amount of $10,420.00
2. For work under Article A.ll - Data Collection, the amount of $15,532.00
3. For work under Article B.I - 30%, 60%, 90% and Final Design, the amount of $62350.00
4. For work under Article C - Bidding, the amount of $10,900.00
5. For work under Article D.I - Grant Administration, the amount of $23,700.00
6. For work under Article D.ll - FAA Reimbursable Agreement(s), the amount of $8,513.00

III - Engineering Fee-Actual Cost-Plus Fixed Fee (15%);

Cost plus a fixed fee of 15% shall be charged for all tasks under this agreement as follows:

1. For work under Article E.I - Construction Administration, the amount of $32,600.00
2. For work under Article F.I - Project Inspection, the amount of $37,664.00

IV - Method of Payment:

a) Invoices for services rendered by the ENGINEER will be submitted to the SPONSOR monthly based

on an estimated percent completion of Articles A through F.

b) Wage ranges for technical classifications of personnel in effect as of the date of this AGREEMENT are

attached in APPENDIX A.

c) An overhead labor factor of 2.08 will be used as an overhead factor for the purpose of this
AGREEMENT. Auditor certifications of the overhead rates are included in the Appendices.

d) The out-of-pocket expenses will also include, but are not limited to, travel mileage billed at the then
current Federal rate per mile, lodging, subsistence, and long-distance telephone calls.

e) If, at any time, the ENGINEER has reason to believe that the total estimated costs will be greater or

substantially less than the total estimated costs, the ENGINEER shall notify, the SPONSOR, giving a

revised estimate of the total cost for the services to be furnished. Should the revised estimated costs

exceed the total revised estimated costs, this AGREEMENT shall either be amended to cover the

increase in revised estimated costs, or the Scope of Services shall be reduced to keep within the total
estimated cost.

f) Payment for any special cases, added environmental services, added construction services or extra
services as defined herein shall be made for man-hours worked at the workers rate of pay plus, 2.08

times the rate of pay for overhead plus 15% profit, plus subconsultant costs, plus all out-of-pocket

expenses directly chargeable to the project.
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V - Prompt Payment bv the Sponsor;

The SPONSOR agrees to pay the ENGINEER under this AGREEMENT for satisfactory performance of its
Contract no later than 30 calendar days upon receipt of invoice. If the SPONSOR receives reimbursement
from NHD0T/8A within the above-referenced time the SPONSOR agrees to pay the ENGINEER within FIVE
days from the receipt of said payment. Any delay or postponement of payment from the above-
referenced time frame may occur only for good cause following written approval of the ENGINEER. This
clause applies to both DBE and non-DBE subcontractors.

ARTICLE J-GENERAL

I - Entire Agreement/Uabilitv of Authority:

This AGREEMENT represents the entire agreement between the SPONSOR and the ENGINEER and supersedes
all prior written or oral understandings. This AGREEMENT may only be modified by a written Supplemental
Engineering Agreement executed by the authorized representatives of both parties. The authority to modify
this AGREEMENT is limited to the President or Vice-President/Treasurer of the ENGINEER and the Nashua
Airport Authority/City of Nashua, New Hampshire. Any changes to the Contract and design criteria require
the approval of the FAA and NHDOT/BA. No other employee or agent of the ENGINEER or SPONSOR has the
authority to modify the terms of this AGREEMENT.

II - sponsor's General Obligations:

The SPONSOR shall:

a) Provide all criteria and full information as to SPONSOR'S requirements for the project, including design
objectives and constraints, space, capacity and performance requirements, flexibility, expendability and
any budgetary limitations.

b) Assist the ENGINEER by providing all available information pertinent to the project, including previous
reports and any other data relative to the project.

c) Arrange for access to, and make all provisions for, ENGINEER to enter upon public and private property
as required for the ENGINEER to perform the required services.

d) Examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals and other documents
presented by ENGINEER.

e) Assist the ENGINEER in obtaining approvals and permits from all governmental authorities having
jurisdiction over the project and such approvals and consents from others as may be necessary for
completion of the project.

f) Designate, in writing, a person to act as the SPONSOR'S agent with respect to the services rendered under
this AGREEMENT. Such person shall have complete authority to transmit instructions, receive
information, interpret, and define SPONSOR'S policies and decisions with respect to materials,
equipment, elements and systems pertinent to ENGINEER'S services. Any Contract change requires the
approval of the FAA and NHDOT/BA.

g) Give prompt written notice to ENGINEER whenever SPONSOR observes or otherwise becomes aware of
any development that affects the scope or timing of ENGINEER'S services or any defect in the services of
the ENGINEER.

h) Be responsible for all communications, notifications, reviews, meetings, and other coordination with
Airport users and tenants except for those tasks specifically assigned to the ENGINEER as part of this
AGREEMENT.

III - Ownership and Use of Documents:

J
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The ownership of the final Contract Drawings, specifications, and opinions of probable cost prepared or
furnished by the ENGINEER pursuant to this AGREEMENT will be retained by the SPONSOR. The SPONSOR
may not use any of the documents produced for other than the purpose intended. The ENGINEER shall not
be responsible for any claims or damages, which may occur by virtue of the use of these documents for any
purpose other than that for which they were intended.

IV - General Compliance with Laws;

The ENGINEER shall comply with all Federal, State and Local laws and ordinances applicable to any of the
services involved in this AGREEMENT.

V-Severabilitv:

If any term or provision of this AGREEMENT is held invalid or unenforceable, the remaining terms or provisions
shall not be affected thereby and shall be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.

VI - Insurance;

The ENGINEER agrees, before commencing the performance of this AGREEMENT, to provide Worker's
Compensation Insurance under this AGREEMENT, and shall continue such insurance in full force and effect
during the term of this AGREEMENT. In addition, the ENGINEER shall procure and maintain insurance during
the term of this AGREEMENT in the amounts and for the coverage indicated below:

Public Liability with limits of $1,000,000 for bodily injury and $1,000,000 for property damage.

Automobile Liability, Bodily Injury and Property Damage with limits to $1,000,000 per occurrence.

In addition to the above-stated limits, excess liability coverage in the amount of $4,000,000 per occurrence
and aggregate shall be procured.

Architect's and ENGINEER'S professional liability with limits to $2,000,000 in the annual aggregate.

The ENGINEER will list the State of New Hampshire and NHDOT as additionally Insured and will furnish proper
certificates evidencing this coverage upon request.

VII - Limitation of Liability:

No employee of the ENGINEER shall be charged personally by the SPONSOR with any liability arising out of
the performance of this AGREEMENT.

VIII - Indemnification;

The OWNER will indemnify the ENGINEER in accordance with section 8 of the General Consulting Agreement
dated February 19*^, 2020.

IX - Changes to Scope of Services:

Changes or additions to, or deviations from. Scope of Services performed by the ENGINEER will require
approval by the FAA, NHDOT/BA, and the SPONSOR even where they do not change or may even reduce the
total cost of the project. Any changes, including increase or decrease in the amount of the ENGINEER'S
compensation, which are mutually agreed upon by the FAA, NHDOT/BA, SPONSOR and ENGINEER, shall be
incorporated in a SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT specifying additional funds, if any, and time of performance.
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X - Successors and Assigns:

SPONSOR and ENGINEER each bind one another and their partners, successors, executors, administrators,
assigns and legal representatives to the other party of this AGREEMENT and to the partners, successors,
executors, administrators, assigns and legal representatives of such other party, in respect to all covenants,
agreements and obligations of this AGREEMENT.

Neither SPONSOR nor ENGINEER shall assign, sublet, or transfer any rights under or interest in (including, but
without limitations, moneys that may become due or moneys that are due) this AGREEMENT without the
written consent of the other except as provided above and except to the extent that the effect of this
limitation may be restricted by law. Unless specifically stated to the contrary in any written consent to an
assignment, no assignment will release or discharge the assignor from any duty or responsibility under this
AGREEMENT. Nothing contained in this paragraph shall prevent the ENGINEER from employing such
independent consultants, associates, and subcontractors, as he may deem appropriate to assist him in the
performance of services hereunder.

Nothing herein shall be construed to give any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone other than the SPONSOR
and ENGINEER.

XI - Extension of Time:

The SPONSOR may extend the date for delivery of completed Plans and Contract Documents beyond the time
specified when the service has been delayed for reasons beyond the control of the ENGINEER, or due to a
delay in submission of material being furnished by the SPONSOR.

The ENGINEER may present to the SPONSOR in writing a request for extension of the allotted time together
with its justification, therefore. The SPONSOR will evaluate such request and may grant such extension of
time as warranted thereby after approval of the FAAand NHDOT/BA.

When the tentative schedule is extended by a length of time (greater than 12 months) sufficient to cause a
change in employment wage rates and project expense rates, due to circumstances beyond the control of the
ENGINEER, the ENGINEER reserves the right to renegotiate the uncompleted Lump Sum Fee and Cost-Plus
Fixed Fee estimate amounts in proportion to the change in employee wage rates and project expense rates.
Should such renegotiations result in an increase to the estimated Contract cost or otherwise materially affect
the terms of the AGREEMENT, a SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT executed by authorized officers or employees
of the parties and approved by the participating Agencies shall be required.

XII - Veteran's Preference:

In the employment of labor (except in executive, administrative, and supervisory positions), preference
shall be given to Veterans of the Vietnam era and disabled veterans as defined in Section 515(c)(1) and
(2) of the Airport and Airway Improvement Act of 1982. However, this preference shall apply only where
the Individuals are available and qualified to perform the work to which the employment relates.

XIII-Termination:

The obligation to provide further services under this AGREEMENT may be terminated by the SPONSOR for its
convenience. Such termination requires seven (7) days written notice. If the termination is not the fault of
the ENGINEER, the ENGINEER shall be compensated for any services performed and approved by the
SPONSOR up to the date of termination.

)
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XIV' Remedies:

Except as this AGREEMENT otherwise provides, all claims, counterclaims, disputes, and other matters in
\  question between the SPONSOR and the ENGINEER risingout of or relating to this AGREEMENT or breach of

it will be decided in a court of competent jurisdiction within Coos County, New Hampshire.

XV - Assignment of Personnel:

The ENGINEER shall assign an experienced registered professional engineer acceptable to the SPONSOR, FAA,
and NHDOT/BA to take responsible charge of the services performed under this AGREEMENT. The ENGINEER

shall not replace this person In charge without permission of the SPONSOR. The ENGINEER shall assign such
personnel to the project as may be necessary from time to time to complete the services required.

XVI - Subconsultants;

The ENGINEER shall assist the SPONSOR in the coordination of services by subconsultants as outlined in the
Scope of Services of this AGREEMENT.
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ARTICLE K-CERTIFICATION OF ENGINEER

The ENGINEER has not given, offered, or agreed to give any person, corporation, or other entity any gift,
contribution or offer of employment as an inducement for, or in connection with the award of this
AGREEMENT.

No subcontractor for the ENGINEER has given, offered, or agreed to give any gift, contribution or offer of
employment to the ENGINEER or to any other person, corporation, or entity as an inducement for or in
connection with the award to the ENGINEER of this AGREEMENT.

No person, corporation or other entity other than the bona fide full-time employee of the ENGINEER has been
retained or hired by the ENGINEER to solicit for or in any way assist the ENGINEER in obtaining this
AGREEMENT for services upon an agreement or understanding that such person, corporation or other entity
be paid a fee or other consideration contingent upon the award of the AGREEMENT.

Airport Sponsors

A. General.

1. These assurances shall be complied with in the performance of grant agreements for airport
development, airport planning, and noise compatibility program grants for airport sponsors.

2. These assurances are required to be submitted as part of the project application by sponsors
requesting funds under the provisions of Title 49, U.S.C., subtitle VII, as amended. As used
herein, the term "public agency sponsor" means a public agency with control of a public-use
airport; the term "private sponsor" means a private owner of a public-use airport; and the term

The preceding paragraph (1) also applies to a private sponsor except that the useful life of
project items installed within a facility or the useful life of the facilities developed or equipment
acquired under an airport development or noise compatibility program project shall be no less
than ten (10) years from the date of acceptance of Federal aid for the project.

3. Airport Planning Undertaken by a Sponsor.

c. For all noise compatibility program projects which are to be carried out by another unit of local
government or are on property owned by a unit of local government other than the sponsor, it
will enter into an agreement with that government. Except as otherwise specified by the
Secretary, that agreement shall obligate that government to the same terms, conditions, and
assurances that would be applicable to it if it applied directly to the FAA for a grant to
undertake the noise compatibility program project. That agreement and changes thereto must
be satisfactory to the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against the local
government if there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the agreement.

d. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on privately owned property, it will
enter into an agreement with the owner of that property which includes provisions specified by
the Secretary. It will take steps to enforce this agreement against the property owner ^
whenever there is substantial non-compliance with the terms of the agreement.

e. If the sponsor is a private sponsor, it will take steps satisfactory to the Secretary to ensure that
the airport will continue to function as a public-use airport In accordance with these assurances
for the duration of these assurances.

f. If an arrangement is made for management and operation of the airport by any agency or
person other than the sponsor or an employee of the sponsor, the sponsor will reserve
sufficient rights and authority to ensure that the airport will be operated and maintained in
accordance with Title 49, United States Code, the regulations and the terms, conditions and
assurances In this Grant Agreement and shall ensure that such arrangement also requires
compliance therewith.

g. Sponsors of commercial service airports will not permit or enter into any arrangement that
results in permission for the owner or tenant of a property used as a residence, or zoned for
residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that property and any location on airport. Sponsors
of general aviation airports entering into any arrangement that results in permission for the
owner of residential real property adjacent to or near the airport must comply with the
requirements of Sec. 136 of Public Law 112-95 and the sponsor assurances.

6. Consistency with Local Plans.

The project is reasonably consistent with plans (existing at the time of submission of this
application) of public agencies that are authorized by the State in which the project is located to
plan for the development of the area surrounding the airport. j
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7. Consideration of Local Interest.

It has given fair consideration to the interest of communities in or near where the project may be
located.

8. Consultation with Users.

In making a decision to undertake any airport development project under Title 49, United States
Code, it has undertaken reasonable consultations with affected parties using the airport at which
project is proposed.

9. Public Hearings.

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway extension, it
has afforded the opportunity for public hearings for the purpose of considering the economic,
social, and environmental effects of the airport or runway location and its consistency with goals
and objectives of such planning as has been carried out by the community and it shall, when
requested by the Secretary, submit a copy of the transcript of such hearings to the Secretary.
Further, for such projects, it has on its management board either voting representation from the
communities where the project is located or has advised the communities that they have the right
to petition the Secretary concerning a proposed project.

10. Metropolitan Planning Organization,

In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport runway, or a major runway extension at a
medium or large hub airport, the sponsor has made available to and has provided upon request to
the metropolitan planning organization in the area in which the airport is located, if any, a copy of
the proposed amendment to the airport layout plan to depict the project and a copy of any airport
master plan in which the project is described or depicted.

11. Pavement Preventive Maintenance-Management.

With respect to a project approved after January 1,1995, for the replacement or reconstruction of
pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has implemented an effective airport
pavement maintenance-management program and it assures that it will use such program for the
useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance
at the airport. It will provide such reports on pavement condition and pavement management
programs as the Secretary determines may be useful.

12. Terminal Development Prerequisites.

For projects which include terminal development at a public use airport, as defined in Title 49, it
has, on the date of submittal of the project grant application, all the safety equipment required for
certification of such airport under 49 U.S.C. § 44706, and all the security equipment required by rule
or regulation, and has provided for access to the passenger enplaning and deplaning area of such
airport to passengers enplaning and deplaning from aircraft other than air carrier aircraft.

13. Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and disposition by
the recipient of the proceeds of this Grant, the total cost of the project in connection with
which this Grant is given or used, and the amount or nature of that portion of the cost of the
project supplied by other sources, and such other financial records pertinent to the project. The
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accounts and records shall be kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate
an effective audit in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984.

b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the United States, or
any of their duly authorized representatives, for the purpose of audit and examination, any
books, documents, papers, and records of the recipient that are pertinent to this Grant. The
Secretary may require that an appropriate audit be conducted by a recipient. In any case in
which an independent audit Is made of the accounts of a sponsor relating to the disposition of
the proceeds of a grant or relating to the project in connection with which this Grant was given
or used, it shall file a certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United
States not later than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year for which the audit was
made.

14. Minimum Wage Rates.

It shall include, in all contracts In excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded under this Grant
Agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum rates of wages, to be
predetermined by the Secretary of Labor under 40 U.S.C. §§ 3141-3144, 3146, and 3147, Public
Building, Property, and Works), which contractors shall pay to skilled and unskilled labor, and such
minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids for
the work.

15. Veteran's Preference.

It shall include in all contracts for work on any project funded under this Grant Agreement which
Involve labor, such provisions as are necessary to Insure that, in the employment of labor (except in
executive, administrative, and supervisory positions), preference shall be given to Vietnam era
veterans, Persian Gulf veterans, Afghanistan-Iraq war veterans; disabled veterans, and small
business concerns owned and controlled by disabled veterans as defined in 49 U.S.C. § 47112.
However, this preference shall apply only where the individuals are available and qualified to
perform the work to which the employment relates.

16. Conformity to Plans and Specifications.

It will execute the project subject to plans, specifications, and schedules approved by the Secretary.
Such plans, specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the Secretary prior to
commencement of site preparation, construction, or other performance under this Grant
Agreement, and, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be incorporated into this Grant Agreement.
Any modification to the approved plans, specifications, and schedules shall also be subject to
approval of the Secretary, and incorporated into this Grant Agreement.

17. Construction Inspection and Approval.

It will provide and maintain competent technical supervision at the construction site throughout the
project to assure that the work conforms to the plans, specifications, and schedules approved by
the Secretary for the project. It shall subject the construction work on any project contained in an
approved project application to inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in
accordance with regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors of such
project as the Secretary shall deem necessary.
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18. Planning Projects.

In carrying out planning projects:

a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program narrative contained in the
project application or with the modifications similarly approved.

b. It will furnish the Secretary with such periodic reports as required pertaining to the planning
project and planning work activities.

c. It will include in all published material prepared in connection with the planning project a
notice that the material was prepared under a grant provided by the United States.

d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and agrees that no material
prepared with funds under this project shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any
other country.

e. It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute, and otherwise
use any of the material prepared in connection with this grant.

f. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's employment of specific
consultants and their subcontractors to do all or any part of this project as well as the right to
disapprove the proposed scope and cost of professional services.

g. It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's employees to do all
or any part of the project.

h. It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant or the Secretary's
approval of any planning material developed as part of this grant does not constitute or imply
any assurance or commitment on the part of the Secretary to approve any pending or future
application for a Federal airport grant.

19. Operation and Maintenance.

a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of the airport,
other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be operated at all times in a
safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with the minimum standards as may be

required or prescribed by applicable Federal, state, and local agencies for maintenance and
operation. It will not cause or permit any activity or action thereon which would interfere with
its use for airport purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities
thereon or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any proposal
to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first be approved by the
Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will have in effect arrangements for:

1. Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required;

2. Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, including
temporary conditions; and

3. Promptly notifying pilots of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the airport. Nothing
contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport be operated for
aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood, or other climatic conditions
interfere with such operation and maintenance. Further, nothing herein shall be construed
as requiring the maintenance, repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or
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facility which is substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other
condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it owns or controls
upon which Federal funds have been expended.,

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to protect
instrument and visual operations to the airport (including established minimum flight altitudes) will
be adequately cleared and protected by removing, lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or
otherwise mitigating existing airport hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of
future airport hazards.

21. Compatible Land Use.

It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable, including the adoption of zoning laws, to
restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the airport to activities and
purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including landing and takeoff of aircraft. In
addition, If the project is for noise compatibility program implementation, it will not cause or permit
any change in land use, within its jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the
airport, of the noise compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been
expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrlmlnatlon.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms and without
unjust discrirriination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical activities, including
commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the public at the airport.

b. In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or privilege at the
airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or to engage in any
aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the airport, the sponsor will insert
and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to:

1. Furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to all users
thereof, and

2. Charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or service,
provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and nondiscriminatory
discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions to volume purchasers.

c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based operators making the same or
similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same or similar facilities.

d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use any fixed-based
operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air carrier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant of another air
carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and substantially comparable rules,
regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and other charges with respect to facilities directly
and substantially related to providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers
which make similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable
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classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-signatory carriers.
Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be unreasonably withheld by any airport
provided an air carrier assumes obligations substantially similar to those already imposed on air
carriers in such classification or status.

f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any person, firm, or
corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any services on its own aircraft
with its own employees (including, but not limited to maintenance, repair, and fueling) that it
may choose to perform.

g. In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to in this
assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as would apply to the
furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service providers authorized by the
sponsor under these provisions.

h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, conditions to be
met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe and efficient operation of the
airport.

i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical use of the airport
if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or necessary to serve the civil
aviation needs of the public.

23. Exclusive Rights.

It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or intending to
provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this paragraph, the providing of the
services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator shall not be construed as an exclusive right if
both of the following apply:

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one fixed-based
operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would require the
reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between such single fixed-based
operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, either directly or indirectly, grant or
permit any person, firm, or corporation, the exclusive right at the airport to conduct any
aeronautical activities, including, but not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental
and sightseeing, aerial photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier
operations, aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance of aircraft,
sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their direct relationship to the
operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical activity, and that it will terminate any
exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical activity now existing at such an airport before the
grant of any assistance under Title 49, United States Code.

24. Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport which will
make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances existing at the particular
airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of traffic and economy of collection. No part
of the Federal share of an airport development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for
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which a Grant is made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 shall be
included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of that airport.

25. Airport Revenues.

a. AH revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel established after
December 30,1987, will be expended by it for the capital or operating costs of the airport; the
local airport system; or other local facilities which are owned or operated by the owner or
operator of the airport and which are directly and substantially related to the actual air
transportation of passengers or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport.
The following exceptions apply to this paragraph:

1. If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3,1982, by the
owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before September 3,1982, in
governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's financing, provide for the use of the
revenues from any of the airport owner or operator's facilities, including the airport, to
support not only the airport but also the airport owner or operator's general debt
obligations or other facilities, then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by
the airport (and, in the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply.

2. If the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public sponsor and
provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor's acquisition of land, this limitation
on the use of all revenues generated by the sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from
the sale. This is conditioned on repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an
amount equal to the remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of
any airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other than land
acquisition on or after October 1,1996, plus an amount equal to the federal share of the
current fair market value of any land acquired with an airport improvement grant made to
that airport on or after October 1,1996.

3. Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, lease, or
other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at 49 U.S.C. § 47102), if the FAA
determines the airport sponsor meets the requirements set forth in Section 813 of Public
Law 112-95.

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the sponsor will direct
that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will provide an opinion concerning, the
use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph (a), and indicating whether funds paid or
transferred to the owner or operator are paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title
49, United States Code and any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation
promulgated by the Secretary or Administrator.

c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be Imposed for violation of this assurance in
accordance with the provisions of 49 U.S.C. § 47107.

26. Reports and Inspections.

It will:

a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as the Secretary
may reasonably request and make such reports available to the public; make available to the
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public at reasonable times and places a report of the airport budget in a format prescribed by
the Secretary;

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and ail airport records and documents
affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use agreements, regulations and
other instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized ageht of the Secretary upon
reasonable request;

c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to the project
and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances of this Grant Agreement
including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other instruments, available for
inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; and

d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and make available
to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report listing In detail:

1. all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of government and the purposes for
which each such payment was made; and

2. all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government and the
amount of compensation received for provision of each such service and property.

27. Useby Government Aircraft.

It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal financial assistance
and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the United States for use by Government
aircraft in common with other aircraft at all times without charge, except. If the use by Government
aircraft is substantial, charge may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the
cost of operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the Secretary,
or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use of an airport by
Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of such aircraft are in excess of
those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would unduly interfere with use of the landing areas
by other authorized aircraft, or during any calendar month that:

a. Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land adjacent
thereto; or

b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of Government
aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of Government aircraft using the
airport (the total movement of Government aircraft multiplied by gross weights of such
aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds.

28. Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any air traffic
control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication activities related to air
traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein as the Secretary considers necessary or
desirable for construction, operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for
such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided herein within
four months after receipt of a written request from the Secretary.
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29. Airport Layout Plan.

a. Subject to the FAA Reauthorizatlon Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, It will keep up
to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing:

1. boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the boundaries
of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport purposes and proposed
additions thereto;

2. the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and structures (such
as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and roads), Including all
proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport facilities;

3. the location of all existing and proposed non-aviation areas and of all existing
Improvements thereon; and

4. all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport's property
boundary.

Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, or modification thereof, shall be
subject to the approval of the Secretary which approval shall be evidenced by the signature of
a duly authorized representative of the Secretary on the face of the airport layout plan. The
sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations in the airport or any of its facilities
which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary and
which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of
the airport.

b. Subject to the FAA Reauthorizatlon Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, if a change or
alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary determines adversely
affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally owned, leased, or funded property on or
off the airport and which is not in conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the
Secretary, the owner or operator will, if requested, by the Secretary:

1. eliminate such adverse effect in a manner approved by the Secretary; or

2. bear all costs of relocating such property (or replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to
the Secretary and all costs of restoring such property (or replacement thereof) to the level
of safety, utility, efficieticy, and cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in
the airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or replacement of an existing
airport facility due to a change in the Secretary's design standards beyond the control of
the airport sponsor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United States shall, on
the grounds of race, color, and national origin (including limited English proficiency) in accordance
with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to
2000d-4); creed and sex (including sexual orientation and gender identity) per 49 U.S.C. § 47123
and related requirements; age per the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 and related requirements; or
disability per the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 and related requirements, be excluded
from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in any
program and activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds received from this Grant.
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a. Using the definitions of activity, facility, and program as found and defined in 49 CFR
§§ 21.23(b) and 21.23(e), the sponsor will facilitate all programs, operate all facilities, or
conduct all programs in compliance with all non-discrimination requirements imposed by or
pursuant to these assurances.

b. Applicability

1. Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal assistance)
for any of the sponsor's program or activities, these requirements extend to all of the
sponsor's programs and activities.

2. Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to construct,
expand, renovate, remodel, alter, or acquire a facility, or part of a facility, the assurance
extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in connection therewith.

3. Real Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial assistance in
the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest in real property, the
assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under such property.

c. Duration.

The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during which Federal
financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the Federal financial assistance is
to provide, or is in the form of, personal property, or real property, or interest therein, or
structures or improvements thereon, in which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any
transferee for the longer of the following periods:

1. So long as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving the provision
of similar services or benefits; or

2. So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.

d. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all solicitations for
bids. Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this Grant Agreement and in all
proposals for agreements, including airport concessions, regardless of funding source:

"The (Nashua Airport), in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964 (78 Stat. 252,42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all
bidders or offerors that it will affirmatively ensure that for any contract entered into pursuant
to this advertisement, [select businesses, or disadvantaged business enterprises or airport
concession disadvantaged business enterprises] will be afforded full and fair opportunity to
submit bids in response to this invitation and no businesses will be discriminated against on
the grounds of race, color, national origin (including limited English proficiency), creed, sex
(including sexual orientation and gender identity), age, or disability in consideration for an
award."

e. Required Contract Provisions.

1. It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance with the acts and
regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the
Department of Transportation (DOT), and incorporating the acts and regulations into the
contracts by reference in every contract or agreement subject to the non-discrimination in
Federally-assisted programs of the DOT acts and regulations.
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2. It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every contract that is
subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.

3. It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with the land, in
any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer of real property,
structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to a sponsor.

4. It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on the basis of
race, color, national origin {including limited English proficiency), creed, sex (including
sexual orientation and gender identity), age, or disability as a covenant running with the
land, in any future deeds, leases, license, permits, or similar instruments entered into by
the sponsor with other parties:

a. For the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under the
applicable activity, project, or program; and

b. For the construction or use of, or access to, space on, over, or under real property
acquired or improved under the applicable activity, project, or program.

f. It will provide for such methods of administration for the program as are found by the
Secretary to give reasonable guarantee that it, other recipients, sub-recipients, sub-grantees,
contractors, subcontractors, consultants, transferees, successors in interest, and other
participants of Federal financial assistance under such program will comply with all
requirements Imposed or pursuant to the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.

g. It agrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial enforcement with regard to any
matter arising under the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.

31. Disposal of Land.

a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes, including land
serving as a noise buffer, it will dispose of the land, when the land is no longer needed for such
purposes, at fair market value, at the earliest practicable time. That portion of the proceeds of
such disposition which is proportionate to the United States' share of acquisition of such land
will be, at the discretion of the Secretary, (1) reinvested in another project at the airport, or (2)
transferred to another eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give
preference to the following, in descending order:

1. Reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project;

2. Reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible for grant funding under 49 U.S.C.
§ 47117(e);

3. Reinvestment in an approved airport development project that is eligible for grant funding
under 49 U.S.C. §§ 47114,47115, or 47117;

4. Transfer to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an approved
noise compatibility project at that airport; or

5. Payment to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.

If land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair market value
and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the lease will not be considered a disposal of the
land. Revenues derived from such a lease may be used for an approved airport development
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project that would otherwise be eligible for grant funding or any permitted use of airport
revenue.

b. For land purchased under a grant for airport development purposes (other than noise
compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport purposes, dispose of such
land at fair market value or make available to the Secretary an amount equal to the United
States' proportionate share of the fair market vajue of the land. That portion of the proceeds of
such disposition which is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of
such land will, upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another
eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give preference to the
following, in descending order:

1. Reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project;

2. Reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible for grant funding under 49 U.S.C.
§ 47117(e);

3. Reinvestment in an approved airport development project that is eligible for grant funding
under 49 U.S.C. §§ 47114,47115, or 47117;

4. Transfer to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an approved
noise compatibility project at that airport; or

5. Payment to the Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.

c. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if (1) it may be
needed for aeronautical purposes (including runway protection zones) or serve as noise buffer
land, and (2) the revenue from interim uses of such land contributes to the financial self-
sufficiency of the airport. Further, land purchased with a grant received by an airport operator
or owner before December 31,1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if
the Secretary or Federal agency making such grant before December 31,1987, was notified by
the operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than
December 15,1989.

d. Disposition of such land under (a), (b), or (c) will be subject to the retention or reservation of
any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will only be used for purposes
which are compatible with noise levels associated with operation of the airport.

32. Engineering and Design Services.

If any phase of such project has received Federal funds under Chapter 471 subchapter 1 of Title
49 U.S.C., it will award each contract, or sub-contract for program management, construction
management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services, preliminary engineering,
design, engineering, surveying, mapping or related services in the same manner as a contract for
architectural and engineering services is negotiated under Chapter 11 of Title 40 U S.C., or an
equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for or by the sponsor of the airport.

33. Foreign Market Restrictions.

It will not allow funds provided under this Grant to be used to fund any project which uses any
product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such foreign country is listed by
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the United States Trade Representative as denying fair and equitable market opportunities for
products and suppliers of the United States In procurement and construction.

34. Policies, Standards, and Specifications.

It will carry out any project funded under an Airport Improvement Program Grant in accordance
with policies, standards, and specifications approved by the Secretary including, but not limited to,
current FAA Advisory Circulars (https://www.faa.gov/airports/aip/media/aip-pfc-checklist.pdf) for
AlP projects as of

35. Relocation and Real Property Acquisition.

a. It will be guided in acquiring real property, to the greatest extent practicable under State law,
by the land acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and will pay or reimburse
property owners for necessary expenses as specified in Subpart B.

b. It will provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in Subpart C of 49
CFR Part 24 and fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to displaced persons as
required in Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24.

c. It will make available within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement, comparable
replacement dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24.

36. Access By Intercity Buses.

The airport owner or operator will permit, to the maximum extent practicable. Intercity buses or
other modes of transportation to have access to the airport; however, it has no obligation to fund
special facilities for intercity buses or for other modes of transportation.

37. DIsadvantaged Business Enterprises.

The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex, in the award
and performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26, or In the award and
performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49 CFR Part 23. In addition, the sponsor
shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the administration of its
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) and Airport Concessions DIsadvantaged Business
Enterprise (ACDBE) programs or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26. The sponsor shall take
all necessary and reasonable steps under 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 to ensure nondiscrimination In the
award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts, and/or concession contracts. The sponsor's
DBE and ACDBE programs, as required by 49 CFR Parts 26 and 23, and as approved by DOT, are
incorporated by reference in this agreement. Implementation of these programs Is a legal obligation
and failure to carry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this agreement. Upon notification
to the sponsor of its failure to carry out its approved program, the Department may impose
sanctions as provided for under Parts 26 and 23 and may, in appropriate cases, refer the matter for
enforcement under 18 U.S.C. § 1001 and/or the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 (31
U.S.C. §§ 3801-3809, 3812).

38. Hangar Construction.

If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an aircraft agree that a hangar is to be
constructed at the airport for the aircraft at the aircraft owner's expense, the airport owner or
operator will grant to the aircraft owner for the hangar a long term lease that is subject to such
terms and conditions on the hangar as the airport owner or operator may impose.
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39. Competitive Access.

a. If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as defined in 49 U.S.C.
§ 47102) has been unable to accommodate one or more requests by an air carrier for access to
gates or other facilities at that airport in order to allow the air carrier to provide service to the
airport or to expand service at the airport, the airport owner or operator shall transmit a report
to the Secretary that:

1. Describes the requests;

2. Provides an explanation as to why the requests could not be accommodated; and

3. Provides a time frame within which, if any, the airport will be able to accommodate the
requests.

b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August 1 of each year If the airport has been
unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six month period prior to the applicable due date.
