Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to amend an American Rescue
Plan Act grant (PO# 1103073) to the Province Lake Association, Effingham, NH (VC# 228212-8001), for
cyanobacteria mitigation work by extending the completion date to October 1, 2026 from December 31,
2025, and increasing the grant award by $50,000 to $59,600 from $9,600, effective upon Governor and
Council approval through October 1, 2026. The original grant was approved by the Commissioner of NHDES
on October 14, 2024. 100% Cyanobacteria Mitigation Fund.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting approval of this amendment to provide the Province Lake Association for additional time
to complete the agreed upon scope of services from the original grant due to the extensive nature of the
proposed revegetation work which is anticipated to take up to two growing seasons as opposed to only one
as originally planned. The grant extension and funding increase allow for engineering designs to be
developed for stabilization efforts for future phases of this project due to unmitigated erosion leading to
worsening water quality in the lake. After a rain event in fall 2024, the lake was extremely turbid, and it was
determined that the tributaries are contributing significant sediment load to this lake, along with nutrients;
therefore, engineering designs are warranted to help to reduce loose sediment and active erosion along
stream channels and where streams enter the lake. The engineering plans are needed before actual work to
stabilize the streams can begin. Both projects, between shoreline stabilization and engineering plans, will
help to mitigate watershed impacts to Province Lake, which has been exhibiting cyanobacteria blooms in
recent years. No funds have been spent from the original grant amount of $9,600.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Province Lake Association (PLA) will contract with NHDES for the following tasks and
services as described in the proposal titled Erosion mitigation along Province Lake Rt 153 in

Wakefield, NH, henceforth referred to as the project plan:

Objective 1: Perform erosion mitigation efforts along Route 153 in Wakefield along Pfovince
Lake shoreline.

Measures of Success: Stabilized shoreline area, and vegetated buffer instaliation where none
currently exists.

Deliverable 1: Increased vegetated buffer along lake edge

Task 1: install 20 mature native plants (blueberry, juniper, etc} in up to twelve 50’ x 10’ sections
of beach along shoreline edge in summer 2025 and 2026.

Task 2: Install 6 yards of erosion control mulch in each 50’ x 10’ vegetated section.
Objective 2: Prepare an operations and maintenance plan for the vegetated buffer areas.
Measure of Success: Plan in place to monitor and maintain buffer.

EXPLANATION

NHDES requests approval to enter into a grant agreement for $9,600 with the Province Lake Association
to complete the Erosion Mitigation Along Province Lake Route 153 in Wakefield, NH project.

The project will be funded with American Rescue Plan Act {(ARPA) of 2021 funds, which were awarded to
NHDES pursuant to RSA 14:30-3, VI for cyanobacteria mitigation efforts. NHDES allocated $500,000 in
ARPA funds to support cyanobacteria mitigation efforts to reduce the number of chronic and extended
cyanobacteria blooms that are a threat to the long-term health and recreational values of state
waterbodies. This is an allowable use of ARPA funds under Section 602(c)(1)(D) to make necessary
investments in water, sewer or broadband infrastructure. The project at Province Lake involves the
mitigation of nutrient loading to Province Lake from stormwater runoff to the pond, specifically by
stabilizing sandy shoreline areas to prevent erosion and nutrient runoff to the lake.

Q,m‘ m‘ﬂ-ﬁt‘.w‘!
Province Lake has baen-p-l%u'edhy yearly cyanobacteria blooms that have been severe and of unusually
long duration (100+ days over the last three years). Since prolonged blooms have recurred in each of
the last several \)ears, Province Lake is in jeopardy of being listed as impaired for cyanobacteria and
cyanotoxins in the next 303(d) list (a federal listing of state surface waters that are impaired). An
approved Watershed Management Plan (WMP} already exists for this waterbody, which outlines
recommendations for reducing phosphorus loading from high impact tributaries as the only practical
way to reduce cyanobacteria blooms. The proposed plan focuses on sandy shoreline areas along Route
153, where active runoff and erosion are occurring along the take edge.
