The Community Development Finance Authority (CDFA) requests to place this item on the Consent Calendar.

Authorize the Community Development Finance Authority (CDFA), under the Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) program, to amend a grant to the County of Cheshire, (vendor ID#225773) 12 Court Street, Keene,
New Hampshire 03431, in the amount of $750,000 by extending the completion date to December 31, 2025, from
the original completion date of June 30, 2025. This extension if granted will allow for the completion of the
renovation of its headquarters located at 32-34 Washington Street, Keene, New Hampshire upon Governor and
Council approval. No additional funding is involved with this time request. The original grant was approved by
Governor and Council on February 8, 2023, item# 60. 100% federal funds.

Explapation

The County of Cheshire is requesting an amendment to its CDBG-CV funds, on behalf of Monadnock Area Peer
Support Agency (MPS), to extend the completion date by six (6) months to allow for completion of the renovation
of its headquarters located at 32-34 Washington Steeet, Keene, New Hampshire. This request is being made to
accommodate for delays in the eatly stages of the project and turnover at the executive level of the subrecipient
organization, Obtaining necessary historical clearances, procuring services to conduct an existing conditional
survey of the HVAC system, and hazardous materials testing was held up for a number of months. This in turn led
to delays in completing the revised project scope and architectural drawings. MPS is 2 member-driven peer support
agency and crisis center for individuals who are living with psychiatric disorders or who are in addiction recovery.
MPS serves all of Cheshire County and 11 towns in western Hillsborough County. The completion of the project
will improve accessibility, decrease energy usage, and improve air quality to better accommodate the increasing
numbers of members and guests who need help recovering from mental health matters that have been exacerbated
and become more prevajent during the COVID-19 pandemic. The project will benefit an estimated 520 individuals,
of which 90% will be of low and moderate income and the project is expected to fulfill the agency’s goal to double
the number of clients that can participate in MPS’ services and programs each day,

This Agreement allocates a portion of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds provided to New
Hampshire by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). CDFA is administering this
program as provided by RSA 162-L. The funds for this contract are from the Community Development Block
Grant Fund, which is intended to help municipalities solve development problems.

Project Summary

Cheshire County is requesting $750,000 to be sub granted to Monadnock Area Peer Support Agency
(MPS), to support the renovation of its headquarters located at 32-34 Washington Street in
Keene. CDBG-CV funds will be used to complete facility improvements that are designed to
improve accessibility, decrease energy usage, and improve air quality to better accommodate
the increasing numbers of members and guests who need help recovering from mental-health
matters that have been exacerbated and become more prevalent during the COVID-19
pandemic. MPS serves 520 individuals, of whom 90% are estimated to qualify as low- and
moderate- income and the project is expected to fulfill the agency's goal to double the number
of clients that can participate in MPS’ services and programs each day. MPS will commit to
serve predominately low- and moderate-income persons for at least 20 years secured by a lien.

Founded in 1995, MPS is a member-driven peer support agency and crisis center that serves all
of Cheshire County and eleven towns in western Hillsborough County. MPS serves those who
are living with psychiatric disorders and/or are in addiction recovery. The agency uses non-
medical approaches and offers alternative views on mental health, mental iliness and the effects
of trauma and abuse.

MPS and the region's mental health system lacks capacity to adequately address the population’s
mental health needs and the COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated the situation. In addition to
seeing a significant increase in the need for mental health services, MPS has seen an increase in the
number of individuals with physical disabilities seeking services. Facility improvements should enable
MPS to fully meet the needs of its members, guests, and the greater population in the region.

The current building design limits accessibility to critical services and programs and there are barriers
to entering the building and accessing the full array of services and programs provided by MPS once
inside. The building does not have mechanical ventitation and more efficient mechanical systems are
needed to lower operational costs for heating, ventilation, and air conditioning. Space for activities
require selective demolition and reorganization of existing spaces.

The proposed building improvements will fully accommodate accessibility to the full array of
mental health and weliness services provided by MPS, especially for individuals with disabilities
whose access into and throughout the building is severely restricted. In addition, MPS will have
increased capacity to meet its growing demand for services and enhanced spaces for members
and guests to experience the transformative effects of MPS’s Intentional Peer Support model.



The total project budget is $911,350, which includes $750,000 of CDBG funds and the balance of
funds in the form of a loan from the Savings Bank of Walpole. It is expected that utility incentives and
equity from MPS will minimize the need for bank financing.

1.1. . The project shall consist of the awarding of $750,000 in Community Development Block Grant
Coronavirus (CDBG-CV) funds to the County of Cheshire (the “Grantee”) (UEI# RX31FLVKUVY3), of
which $722,000 is to be subgranted to the Monadnock Area Peer Support (the "Subrecipient”) (UEI#
GKJ2FURAL1K3) to support the renovation of its headquarters situated at 32-34 Washington Street,
Keene, New Hampshire {the *Project”). The Scope of Work shall be more completely defined in the
specifications and plans (the “Plans") to be developed in accordance with this Agreement. The property
for which COBG-CV Grant funds will be used (the *Project Property”) are more particularly described in
the deeds for said properties, to be attached to this Grant Agreement as Attachment |.

1.2. Subgranted funds must be used by the Subrecipient to prevent, prepare for, and respond to
Coronavirus in accordance with the CARES Act allocation and of the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) Community Development Block Grant Program, as set forth in the Housing
and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, (42 USC. 5301 et seq.).

1.3. Consistent with the National Objectives of the Community Development Block Grant Program
under Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, The Housing and
Economic Recovery Act of 2008 (HERA), as amended, and the CARES Act, the Parties agree that the
purpose of this project is that a minimum of 520 persons, of which a minimum of 468 (90%) served shall
be of low- and moderate-income as that term is defined in 24 CFR 570.482.

4.1. Grantee shall enter into a Subrecipient Agreement with the Subrecipient in a form satisfactory to
CDFA and meeting the requirements of Attachment Il, “Subrecipient Agreement Minimum Terms and

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Conditions” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

4.2,  The Subrecipient Agreement shall provide for the subgranting of $722,000 in CDBG-CV funds to
the Subrecipient consistent with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

4.3.  Grantee shall provide to CDFA for its review and approval the proposed Subrecipient Agreement
prior to its execution. Prior to the disbursement of grant funds but not more than thirty (30) days following
the Effective Date of this Agreement, Grantee shall provide to CDFA an executed copy of said
Subrecipient Agreement.

4.4, The Subrecipient Agreement shall require the Subrecipient to enter into a Mortgage Lien with
Grantee that meets the requirements as provided hereir.

4.5. Grantee shall cause all applicable provisions of this Exhibit B to be inserted in all Subrecipient
agreements, contracts and subcontracts for any work or Project/Program Activities covered by this
Agreement so that the provisions will be binding on each Subrecipient, contractor and subcontractor,
provided, however, that the foregoing provisions shall not apply to confracts for standard commercial
supplies or raw materials. Grantee shall take such action with respect to any Subrecipient agreement,
contract or subconiract as the State, or, where applicable, the United States, may direct as a means of
enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance.

PROJECT MATCHING FUNDS; ADDITIONAL FINANCING

5.1.  The Parties agree that the COBG funds to be awarded pursuant to this Agreement shall be
matched with non-CDBG funds in an amount not less than $161,350 in contributions consisting of:
5.1.1. Aloan from Savings Bank of Walpole.

5.2. Grant funds shall not be released or disbursed to Grantee unless and until the additional and
matching requirements described above have been obtained and documented to CDFA's satisfaction.

MORTGAGE LIEN

6.1. Prior to approval by CDFA of any construction contract for the Property, Grantee shall execute
and record with the applicable County Registry of Deeds a mortgage lien (the "Mortgage") on the Property
acceptable to CDFA in the amount of the full grant less administrative fees. Grantee shall submit to
CDF A satisfactory evidence of such recording.

6.2.  The mortgage lien shall provide for the recovery by Grantee, on behalf of COFA, of the total
CDBG-CV funds expended on this Project in the event that the low- and moderate-income benefit as
defined herein is not maintained for the required twenty (20) year period commencing upon the
completion of the Project. The amount of COBG-CV funds subject to recovery in accordance with this
paragraph shall decrease over the twenty (20} year period at a rate negotiated between Grantee and
Subrecipient and approved by CODFA.

6.3. Any CDBG-CV funds returned to Grantee pursuant to enforcement of any Mortgage Liens shall
be returned to CDFA.

COVENANT OF LONG TERM BENEFIT FOR LOW- AND MODERATE-INCOME PERSONS

7.1. Grantee and CDFA agree that persons served benefiting from this Project are those as defined in
Section 1.3 above.

7.2, Grantee shall require the Subrecipient to certify and warrant that, from the Project Completion

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Date to the end of the twenty (20) year benefit period, the baneficiaries of the Project shall primarily be
low- and moderate-income persons, as defined herein.

7.3. Grantee shall require Subrecipient to maintain adequate administrative mechanisms in place to

assure compliance with the requirements of this Section. Grantee shall enforce the provision of this
Section, which shall survive the Completion Date or other termination or expiration of this Agreement.

CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTING, INSPECTION, AND CERTIFICATION

8.1.  Prior to execution of the construction contract or contracts, Grantee shall submit the proposed
contract(s) for the Improvements to CDFA for its review and approval fo determine compliance with all
applicable federal and state requirements. CDFA approval shall not abrogate its rights to enforce any
part of this Agreement or constitute a waiver of any provision of this Agreement.

8.2. Grantee or Subrecipient shall require all contractors and subcontractors to comply with all
applicable requirements of federal, state, and local laws and regulations.

8.3.  Grantee or Subrecipient shall furnish and maintain competent technical supervision of the Project
site throughout the construction of the Improvements to assure that the work conforms to the Plans,
specifications, and schedules approved by COFA for the Project.

8.4. Grantee shall provide CDFA reasonable notice of all preconstruction conferences to be
scheduled in connection with the Grant Activities and afford CDFA the option of participating in such
conferences.

8.5. Bid Guaraniees: Units of local government shall follow their own normal requirements relating to
bid guaraniees or bonds or performance bonds.

8.6. Bonds Required: Grantee covenants that each of its officials or employees having custody of the
Grant funds during acquisition, construction, development, and operation of Grant Activities shall be
bonded at all times in accordance with RSA 41:6 and rules adopted thereunder by the Department of
Revenue Administration.

8.7. Subcontracts, Bonds Required: When Grantee or any Subrecipient awards a contract or
subcontract exceeding the Simplified Acquisition Threshold (Currentiy $250,000) for the construction,
alteration or repair of any public building or other public improvement or public work, including highways,
the Grantee shall, or where applicable Subrecipient shall, as a minimum, require each contractor and
subcontractor to carry payment and performance bonds for 100% of the value of the contract.

8.8.  Upon completion in full of the Improvements, Grantee shall promptly deliver to COFA: (a)a
written certificate of Grantee or Subrecipient's inspector, who shall be a licensed professional engineer,
that the construction of the Project has been fully completed in a good and workmanlike manner and in
accordance with the Plans, and {b) a copy of the permanent certificate of occupancy or other such
applicable certificates, licenses, consents and approvals issued by governmental authorities with respect

to the Project.

12.2.  Financial reports, including a statement detailing all Grant or Project/Program Activity Costs {as
hereinafter defined) which have been incurred since the prior request for reimbursement, shall be
submitted with each request for reimbursement and with the Closeout Report. Financial Reports shall be
submitted via CDFA’s Grants Management System (GMS).

12.3.  Within thirty (30) days after the Completion Date, a Closeout Report shall be submitted which
summarizes the results of the Grant Activities, showing in particular how the Grant Activities have been
performed, The Closeout Report shall be in the form required or specified by CDFA.

labor time cards, payrolls and other records requested or required by CDFA.

13.1.3 Contractor and Subcontractor Records: The Grantee shall, and where applicable,
Subrecipient shall, establish, maintain and preserve, and require each of its contractors and
subcontractors to establish, maintain and preserve property management, project performance,
financial management and reporting documents and systems, and such other books, records,
and other data pertinent to the project as CDFA may require.

2.1 When Project/Program Acflivity Funds May Be Released. CDFA shall not disburse any
funds for the purposes of this Project until such time as all agreements specified in Exhibit B and
any other agreements or documents specified pursuant to this Agreement are fully executed and
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received, and where applicable are reviewed and approved in writing by CDFA, Agreements and
documents may include:

2.1.1 A Subrecipient Agreement, as applicable;

2.1.2 A copy of any required deed, survey, map, or other document pertaining to the
Project Property or Premises;

2.1.3 Copies of required certificates of insurance from all parties to this Agreement;

2.1.4 Purchase and Sale Agreement, engineering, construction, consultant, or other
contracts;

2.1.5 Certification/verification of employment documentation or household income
documentation;

2.1.6 Any lease and loan documents, mortgages, liens, security instruments, municipal
bonds, and similar agreements used in connection with the enforcement of beneficiary
requirements, as well as any other related documents as requested by CDFA.

2.2 Timing of Payments. Upon thirty (30} days of the receipt, review, and approval by CDFA
of financial reports and requests for reimbursement from Grantee specifying all Project/Program
Activity Costs incurred, CDFA agrees to reimburse Grantee for Project/Program Activity Costs.
Reimbursement may be withheld until CDFA determines that a particular project activity or portion
of the project activity hereunder has been satisfactorily completed.

2.3 Disbursement of funds by CDFA does not constitute acceptance of any item as an
eligible Project/Program Activity Cost until all Project/Program Activity Costs have been audited
and determined to be allowable costs,

3. REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION FOR DISBURSEMENT OF GRANT FUNDS

Reimbursement requests for all Project/Program Activity Costs, including General Administrative
Costs, Delivery Costs, and Subrecipient costs, shall be accompanied by proper supporting
documentation in the amount of each requested disbursement along with a payment request form
as supplied by CDFA, which shall be completed and signed by Grantee. Documentation may
include invoices for supplies, equipment, services, contractual services, and, where applicable, a
report of salaries paid or to be paid.

4, LIMITATIONS ON USE OF FUNDS

4.1 Grant funds are to be used in a manner consistent with the State of New Hampshire
Community Development Coronavirus Grant Program and the State of New Hampshire
Community Development Block Grant Program as approved by the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development.

4.2 Grant funds are to be used only in accordance with procedures, requirements and principles
specified in 2 CFR 200.

4.3 Grant funds may not, without advance written approvai by CDFA, be obligated prior to the
Effective Date or subsequent to the Completion Date of the grant period. Obligations outstanding
as of the Completion Date shall be liquidated within ninety (90) days. Such obligations must be

related to goods or services provided during the grant period, excepl that reasonable costs
associated solely with grant closeout, (e.g., audits, final reports) may be incurred within ninety
(80) days after the Completion Date. The funding assistance authorized hereunder shall not be
obligated or utilized for any activities requiring a release of funds under the Environmental Review
Procedure for the Community Development Block Grant Program at 2 CFR 200 and 24 CFR Part
58, until such release is issued in writing by COFA.

4.4 Changes in Funding Project Activities: Grantee may submit a written request for the
authority to transfer up to ten {10) percent of the full value of the grant from one approved activity
to ancther listed in Exhibit B herein or from an approved activity within the approved project area
to an approved aclivity located outside the project area and the Executor Director of CDFA may
approve the requested transfer. b

4.5 Transfers over ten (10) percent of the full value of the grant from one approved activity to .
other approved activities or outside the target area, or the addition of one or more new activities ﬁn
requires an amendment to this Grant Agreement. Grantee shali hold a public hearing in
accordance with RSA 162-L:14 li(b) when submitting a request for an amendment involving
twenty-five (25) percent or more of the full value of the grant.

4.6 Up to $722,000 of Grant Funds may be subgranted to Subrecipients for costs related to
the Project/Pragram Activity outlined in the Subrecipient Agreements. '

4.7 Up to $28,000 of Grant Funds may be applied by Grantee for cosls related to the General
Administration of the grant.

5. PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES BY GRANTEE PRIOR TO EFFECTIVE DATE; PAYMENT BY
CDFA.

Any Grant Activities performed by Grantee with non-CDBG funds prior to the Effective Date shall
be performed at the sole risk of Grantee, and in the event that this Agreement shall not become

effective, CDFA shall be under no obligation to pay Grantee for any costs incurred in connection
with any Grant Activities, or to otherwise pay for any Activities performed during such period.

6. PROGRAM INCOME (IF APPLICABLE)

Any program income, defined as gross income directly generated from the use of CDBG-CV
funds, shall be retained by the Subrecipient while this Agreement is active. This income must be
expended before any transfer of funds can be made from the COBG-CV program. All conditions
for funding the Subrecipient shall apply to the expenditures of these funds. Any program income
on hand when the Agreement expires or received after the Agreement expires shall be paid to
COFA.

SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT
MINIMUM TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The County of Cheshire (“Grantee™) hereby warrants and agrees that the Subrecipient Agreement with
the Monadnock Area Peer Support Agency (“Subrecipient”) to be executed in conformance with the
requirements of Exhibit B of the Grant Agreement shall be subject to approval by COFA. The
Subrecipient Agresment shall incorporate the entire Grant Agreement and shall include it as an
attachment, and shall contain at a minimum the following terms and conditions:

RECITALS

A. This Subrecipient Agreement sets forth the responsibilities of the Grantee and
Subrecipient in accomplishing the objectives of the United States Government for the CARES Act
allocation to the Grantee and of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)
Community Development Block Grant Program, as set forth in the Housing and Community
Development Act of 1974, as amended, (42 USC. 5301 et seq.), hereinafter referred to as CDBG.

B. The Grantee is subgranting funds to the Subrecipient to be used to meet the CDBG
Program's National Objective to principally benefit persons of low- to moderate-income, which is
defined as 80 percent or less of the area's median income, by addressing the CDBG Program
goals of providing residents with decent housing, a suitable living environment and expanding
aconomic opportunities and the CDBG-CV goals of preventing, addressing, or responding to
COVID-18.

=3 Based on information provided by the Subrecipient and other local and regional public
service agencies/organizations, the Grantee has determined that there will be no duplication of
benefits during the same period of performance. See Attachment lll attached hereto and made a
part hereof this Agreement.

In consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

1. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. Subrecipient shall represent and warrant:

1.1 Subrecipient is a duly organized and validly existing New Hampshire nonprofit
corporation in good standing under the laws of this State, Subrecipient has the power and authority to
undertake the grant activities as provided in the Grant Agreement. Subrecipient has the power and
authority to own its properties, to conduct business as it is now being conducted, has the power to
execute and deliver and perform its obligation under the Subrecipient Agreement and all other documents
as applicable to this grant agreement.

1.2 The Subrecipient Agreement is the legal, valid and binding obligation of Subrecipient
enforceable against Subrecipient, in accordance with each document’s respective terms,

1.3 Subrecipient has complied in all material respects with all applicable federal, state and
local laws, statutes, rules and regulations pertaining to the grant activities.

1.4 No application, exhibit, schedule, report or other written information provided by
Subrecipient or its agents in connection with the grant application knowingly contained, when made, any

2, PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND SUBGRANT ACTIVITIES..
2.1 Project Description.,

The project shall consist of the awarding of $750,000 in Community Development Block Grant
Coronavirus (CDBG-CV) funds to the County of Cheshire (the “Grantee”), of which $722,000 is to be
subgranted to the Monadnock Area Peer Support Agency (the “Subrecipient”) 1o support the renovation of
its headquarters situated at 32-34 Washington Street, Keene, New Hampshire (the “Project’). The
Scope of Work shall be more completely defined in the specifications and plans (the “Plans”) to be
developed in accordance with this Agreement.

2.2 Benefit to Low- and Moderate-Income Persons.

The general purpose of the project is 1o principally benefil Low- and Moderate-Income Persons as
that term is defined in the Grant Agreement: "those Persons whose income falls at or below the "low and
moderate income” level as referenced in 24 CFR 570.483 as determined by the U. S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for the State of New Hampshire." Appendix 2 contains HUD's
“low- and moderate-income levels” for its various programs and is updated on an annual basis. The most
current HUD Income Limits may be found at CDFA's website at www.nhcdfa.org

Consistent with the National Objectives of the Community Development Block Grant Program
under Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, the Parties agree
that a minimum of 520 of the 468 persons served (90%) shall be of low- and moderate-income as that
term is defined in 24 CFR 570.483.

2.3 Grant of Funds. Subrecipient shall use the Grant funds subgranted to it solely for the
