Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Office of the Commissioner to enter into
a Sole Source five-year lease agreement with RA Properties, LLC (Vendor #334593) Bedford, NH, in the
amount of $188,075.88, for office space compromised of approximately 1,536 square feet for the
Londonderry Itinerant Office located at 1 Commons Drive, Building B, Unit 11, Londonderry, NH 03053,
effective June 20, 2025, upon Governor and Council approval, through June 19, 2030. General Funds
65.38%, Federal Funds 34.44%, and 0.18% Other Funds.

Funds are available in the following account for SPY 2025 and are anticipated to be available in
SPY 2026 through 2030, upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating
budgets, with the authority to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between
state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

This request is Sole Source to allow the Department to enter into a new lease at the current location
for approximately 1,536 square feet for the Londondeny Itinerant Office, to continue to provide services to
the public. The Department requested a waiver per Adm. 812. Expedited Procedures Letter to the
Department of Administrative Services stating, "it is in the best interest of the state to remain at our current
rented premises, allowing the Department of Health and Human Services to continue serving clients in the
greater Rockingham County without additional costs ̂ d disruptions associated with funding new space"
The waiver was approved on March 6, 2025 (see attached).
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Approval of the enclosed five-year lease agreement will authorize the Department of Health and
Human Services to continue renting the premises which provides ofTtce space for the Londonderry Itinerant
Office for the Bureau of Juvenile Justice Services, Juvenile Probation and Parol Officers. ,The Juvenile
Probation and Parole Officers are assigned to work with the Derry District Court and the juveniles under
their jurisdiction. The leasing of office space in close proximity to the court affords the Juvenile Probation
and Parole Officers to be more accessible to those they serve directly, enhances operational efficiencies by
reducing travel time, enables quick response, and demonstrates the Department's commitment to serve the
community in the best possible manner. The Department of Health and Human Services has leased this
office space since 2001.

The annual cost per square foot for the facility In each year of the agreement shall be $37,390.08
or $24.34 per square foot in year one, two and three, $37,764.00 or $24.59 in year four, and $38,141.64 or
$24.83 per square foot in year five. The total amount of rent paid under the terms of this agreement shall
not exceed $ 188,075.88. The lease is structured to be payable as a full gross lease, inclusive of real estate
taxes, insurance, heat, electricity, janitorial services, and common area maintenance (including snow
plowing, snow removal, general repairs and maintenance, HVAC repairs and maintenance, electrical repairs
and maintenance, wa.ter and sewer, and landscaping).

Pursuant to Adm. 812, Expedited Procedures Letter Requirement, the Department of Health and
Human Services is requesting to enter into a five-year lease agreement with the current Landlord, RA
Properties, LLC (Vendor #334593) for 1,536 square feet of office space to continue occupancy at the
existing leased property which serves as the Londonderry Itinerant Office located at I Commons Drive,
Building B, Unit 11, Londonderry, NH 03053.

The current lease is set to expire on 06/19/2025. The current lease rate is$23.4I/SF or $35,952.00
annually. The proposed new rate will be $24.34/SF or $37,390.08 annually for years one, two, and three,
with a 1% increase inyearfour fora lease rateof$24.59/SF or $37,764.00 annually, and with a 1 % increase
in year five for a rate to $24.83/SF or $38,141.64 annually, for a total increase of 6% over the five-year
term as outlined below.

In October of 2014, pursuant to Administrative Rule Adm 610.11 "Public Notice", a space search
was conducted through newspaper advertisements in the New Hampshire Union Leader. In addition, notice
was provided to the landlord at the time and was submitted to the Department of Administrative Services
for inclusion on the webpage htiDs://\vAvw.das.nh.uov/bDm/index.asox for broadened exposure. The space

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search resulted in one respondent, the landlord at the time: DESARN, LLC, 172 Route 101, Unit 2S,
Bedford, NH 03110. At the time it was noted that the limited availability of properties in the area and the
State's stringent lease contract requirements presented significant obstacles for building owners, limiting
lease options. DESARN, LLC later assigned the property and lease agreement for the Premises to RA
Properties, LLC on August 18,2020.

Recent searches of available office space in the Londonderry area have been conducted through
Google, Realtor.com, Crexi.com and LoopNet resulting in minimal availability of commercial space. With
the small office size (1,336 square feet) housing a small number of staff, the cost to relocate including
moving costs, renovations, security, telephone and data, it is more economical to remain within the existing
office. The Department has been at this location since 2001, and DHHS has all the necessary infonnation
technology, equipment, arid other relevant infrastructure in place and can avoid costs associated with
relocation. Ther^ore, we feel that it is in the best interest of the State to remain at our current rented
premises, allowing the Department of Health and Human Services to continue serving clients in the greater
Rockingham County without additional costs and disruptions associated with funding new space. Further,
the Department was able to work out a favorable S«year lease with RA Properties. The renewal lease is
structured to be payable as a full gross lease, inclusive of real estate taxes, insurance, heat, electricity,
janitorial services, and common area maintenance (inclusive of snow plowing and removal general repairs
and maintenance, HV AC repaire and maintenance, electrical repairs and maintenance, water and sewer, and
landscaping).

With your approval, we would like to move forward with acquiring the necessary signatures to
procure a new lease.
