EXPLANATION

This request will allow SYSC to carry forward and expend the SYSC Resident Benefit Fund and revenue
from the Campus Store. Donations to the SYSC Resident Benefit Fund are used to support the emotional,
physical, and cognitive development of youth, including for special events and holidays.

The Campus Store is a component of educational and behavioral management programming, providing
opportunities to learn transactional life skills and receive incentives for positive behavior. Youth may
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complete simple chores and earn an allowance to use for items at the store. Family members may also add
additional funds into the youth's account which may also be used by the youth.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, the residents of SYSC would not have funding
for items such as holiday gifts or sports equipment, and the Campus Store would be permanently closed,
eliminating the opportunity to earn incentives for positive behavior.
