REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division for Children, Youth and
Families, to enter into a Sole Source amendment to an existing contract with University of Kansas
Center for Research, Inc. (VC #253972), Lawrence, KS to continue providing the Results Oriented
Management web-based software product for the provision of data development, reporting and
annual subscriptions, by exercising a contract renewal option and extending the contract for an
additional year, by increasing the price limitation by $217,279 from $583,340 to $800,619 and
extending the completion date from June 30, 2025 to June 30, 2027, effective July 1, 2025, upon
Governor and Council approval. 77% Federal Funds. 23% General Funds.

The original contract was approved by Governor and Council on February 25, 2015, item
#9, amended on November 8, 2017, item #16, amended on November 25, 2019, item #10,
amended on June 30, 2021, item #30, and mast recently amended on June 28, 2023, item #28.

Funds are anticipated to be available in State Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027, upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget, with the authority
to adjust budget line items within the price limitation and encumbrances between state fiscal years
through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

This request is Sole Source because MOP 150 requires all amendments to agreements
originally approved as sole source to be identified as sole source. The University of Kansas Center
for Research, Inc. is the developer of the proprietary Results Oriented Management {(ROM)
software and therefore is the only vendor from which the State can purchase product access. The
ROM software generates critical reports related to a range of program outcomes such as child
protection and juvenile justice and other performance indicators that measure the success of child
welfare services. These data-driven reports support informed decision-making, enabling the
Department to optimize operations, track progress, and identify areas needing improvement. In
order to utilize the web-based application provided by the Contractor, the Department must pay
annual subscription fees.

The purpose of this request is to exercise an available contract renewal option for the
Contractor to continue to provide access to the ROM web-based management reporting
application with accompanying software, which is offered to child welfare agencies across the
country for data development and reporting. The ROM reporting system provides data on the
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Department's child welfare program outcomes, child counts, and other performance indicators.
Department staff including caseworkers and supervisors use the data in ROM to monitor case
management activities and responsibilities. The Contractor provides use and maintenance of the
ROM application software through regular update releases and new user interfaces. Maintenance
and support services include:

¢ Continuous updates of the application and data preparation routines in response to
changes in technology to improve system performance;

o Fixes to the data preparation routines and calculations errors and issues identified in the
ROM Reports application software;

+ Technical Support to staff on the use of the reporting application.

The Department, as well as many federal and state pariners, utilize the data to monitor
the quality of services and continuously plan for improvements as best practices are identified.
There are currently 11 states that use the software to monitor their own unique data. The
Contractor will work collaboratively with the Department to further develop, implement, and
maintain ROM Reports.

As referenced in Contract Agreement - Part 2, Subsection 1.3, Contract Term, of the
original agreement, the parties have the option to extend the agreement for up to seven (7)
additional years, contingent upon satisfactory delivery of services, available funding, agreement
of the parties and Governor and Council approval. The Department is exercising its option to
renew services for one (1) year of the one (1) year available and extending the completion date
for one (1) additional year beyond the available contract renewal options.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, the Department wouid be
unable to access the most current Child Welfare strategies for performance management and
- improved outcomes for the children and families of New Hampshire. Without access to this
software product, the Department will require additional resources to monitor caseworker
activities and ensure compliance with all the mandated requirements using a manual system, and
may incur financial penalties from the U.S. Administration for Children & Famiies.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Nature of Operations: The University of Kansas Center for Research, Inc. {the Center) is a not-for-profit
organization that operates under the administrative jurisdiction of the University of Kansas (the University
or KU). The Center is a component unit of the University and administers sponsored agreements to conduct
research and training for the University. The Center's revenues and other support are derived principally
from federal, state, and private grants and its activities are conducted principally in Lawrence, Kansas.

Use of Estimates: The preparation of financial statements in'conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America ("GAAP") requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at
the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, gains, losses and other
changes in net assets during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Cash Equivalents: The Center considers all liquid investments with original maturities of three months or
less to be cash equivalents. At June 30, 2024 and 2023, cash equivalents consisted primarily of an interest-
bearing checking account that is fully collateralized by FDIC insurance and Central Bank of the Midwest.

Investments and Investment Return: All investments are carried at fair value. Investment return includes
dividend, interest, and other investment income; realized and unrealized gains and losses on investments
carried at fair value; and realized gains and losses on other investments.

Property and Equipment: Property and equipment are recorded at cost at the date of acquisition or
estimated fair value at the date of donation in the case of gifts. Property and equipment are depreciated
on a siraight-line basis over the estimated useful life of each asset, generally 3 to 40 years. For equipment,
the Center’s capitalization policy includes all items with a unit cost of $5,000 or more, and an estimated
useful life greater than one year. Scientific equipment acquired with research funds are expensed when
purchased if such equipment must be returned to the grantor at the end of the research project.
Renovations to buildings, infrastructure and land improvements that significantly increase the value or
extend the useful life of the structure are capitalized if the related project cost exceeds $100,000. Routine
repairs and maintenance are charged to operating expense in the year in which the expense was incurred.

Impairment of Long-Lived Assets: On an ongeing basis, the Center reviews its long-lived assets for
impairment whenever events or circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may be overstated. The
Center recognizes impairment losses if the undiscounted cash flows expected to be generated are less
than the carrying value-of the related asset. If impaired, the assets are adjusted to fair value based on the
discounted cash flows. No impairment is thought to exist as of June 30, 2024 and 2023.

Net Assets: The Center is required to report information regarding its financial position and activities
according to the following classes of net assets:

Net assets without donor restrictions are free of donor-imposed restrictions and includes resources
available to be used in support of the Center's general operations,

- Net assets with donor restrictions includes both resources that have been received with stipulations
that they be invested to provide a permanent source of income (e.g., endowment fundsj; such
restrictions can neither expire with the passage of time nor be removed by fulfiliment of a stipulated
purpose, and net assets with donor restrictions whose use by the Center is limited by donor-
imposed restrictions that either expire by the passage of time or can be removed by fulfillment of
the stipulated purpose for which the donation was restricted. See Notes 9 and 10.

Revenue Recognition: The Center receives sponsored program funding, recognized as direct research
income, from various governmental and corporate sources. The funding may represent a reciprocal
transaction in exchange for an equivalent benefit in return, or it may be a nonreciprocal transaction in‘which
the resources provided are for the benefit of the Center, the University, or the public at large.

Approximately 61% and 63% of all grant revenues was received from three grantors (federal agencies) in
th:e form of direct awards during the years ended June 30, 2024 and 2023, respectively.

Non-exchange support funded by grants is recognized as the Center reaches agreed milestones or incurs
outlays eligible for reimbursement under the grant agreements. The costs of projects on a cost-
rermbursement basis are recognized as incurred and related revenue is recognized when earned (primarily
as costs are incurred), whether billed or unbilled. Grant activities and outlays are subject to audit and
acceptance by the granting agency and, as a result of such audit, adjustments could be required.

Rzevenues from non-exchange transactions may be subject to conditions, in the form of both a barrier to
entltlement and a refund of amounts paid (or a release from obligation to make future payments). Revenues
from conditional non-exchange transactions are recognized when the barrier is satisfied. In addition, the
Center has elected the simultaneous release option for conditional non-exchange transactions that are also
subject to purpose restriction. Under this option, net assets without donor restrictions will include the
re'venues from these transactions in the same reporting period as the revenue is recognized.

Aé of June 30, 2024, the Center had approximately $500 million of conditional funding available from
granttng agencies over the next five years, which will be earned as milestones are met or qualified expenses .
are incurred.

Facrlmes and administrative (F&A) reimbursement revenues are earned as a percentage of direct costs
charged to sponsored projects. The percentage is based on negotiated rates and is included in each award
budget

Revenue from exchange transactions is recognized as the Center performs the contracted services.

|
Servnce Center revenues represent reciprocal transactions in exchange for an equivalent benefit and are

thus recogntzed as an exchange transaction with revenue recognized as services are performed. Payment
for these services is due within 30 days of billing and the Center reserves the right to suspend services in
the event that billings for such serves are not paid timely and neither the Center nor the University are liable
for any resulting loss, damage or expense connected with such suspension. Service Center agreements
may be terminated in whole or in part for any reason by either the Center or the customer upon 30 days’
written notice to the other party.

Inlcome Taxes: The Center is exempt from income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue
Code and a similar provision of state law. The Center is subject to federal income tax on any unrelated
busmess taxable income. However, management believes that any unrelated business taxes due, if any,
would not be material to the financial slatements

The Center is subject to guidance with respect to accounting for uncertainty in income taxes. A tax position
is:;recognized as a benefit only if it is “more likely than not™ thal the tax position would be sustained in a tax
examlnatlon with a tax examination belng presumed to occur. The amount recognized is the largest
amount of tax benefit that is greater than 50% likely of being realized on examination. For tax positions not
mleetlng the “more likely than not” test, noltax benefit will be recorded.

The Center does not expect the total amount of unrecorded tax benefits to significantly change in the next
12 months. The Center recognizes |nlerest and/or penalties related to income tax matters in income tax
expense The Center did not have any amounts accrued for interest and penalties at June 30, 2024 and
2023 At June 30, 2024 and June 30, 2023, the Center has not recorded any expected tax benefits.

Right of Use Assets and Lease Liabilities: Right of use (“ROU") assets represent the Center’s right to use
the underlying assets for the lease term and lease liabilities represent the net present value of the Center's
obligation to make payments arising from these leases. The lease liabilities are based on the present value
of fixed lease payments over the lease term using the implicit lease interest rate or, when unknown, the
Center's incremental borrowing rate on the lease commencement date or July 1, 2020 for leases that
commenced prior to that date. If the lease includes one or more options to extend the term of the lease,
the renewal option is considered in the lease term if it is reasonably certain the Center will exercise the
optlons Operating lease expense is recognized on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease. As
permltted by Topic 842, leases with an initial term of twelve months or less (“short-term leases”) are not
recorded on the accompanying batance sheet.

Tpe Center has lease agreements with lease and non-lease components, which are accounted for as a single
tease component under the practical expedient provisions of the standard. The Center has lease agreements
W|th terms less than one year. For the qualifying short-term leases, the Center elected the short-term lease
recognmon exemption in which the Center will not recognize ROU assets or lease liabilities, including the
ROU assets or lease liabilities for existing short-term leases of those assets in upon adoption.

VE':\riable lease payments consist primarily of common area maintenance, utilities, and taxes, which are not
mcluded in the recognition of ROU assets and related lease liabilities. Variable lease payments and short-
term lease expenses were immaterial to the Center’s financial statements for the years ended June 30,
2924 and 2023. The Center's lease agreements do not contain material restrictive covenants. The Center
is; required to make annual rent payments based on the lease agreements. There were no lease
commencements in fiscal year 2023. For the lease commenced in fiscal year 2024, the Center used the
in;cremental borrowing rate of 5.50%.

Reclass1f cations: Certain prior year amounts may have been reclassified to conform to the current year
presentatlon with no effect on the change in net assets.

Recently Adopted Accounting Guidance: On-July 1, 2023, the Center adopted Accounting Standards
Update ("ASU") 2016-13 Financial Instruments — Credit Losses (Topic 326): Measurement of Credit Losses
on Financial Instruments (ASC 326) using the modified retrospective approach. This standard replaced the
incurred loss methodology with an expected loss methodology that is referred to as the current expected
credit loss (“CECL") methodology CECL requires an estimate of credit losses for the remaining estimated
[|fe of financial assets using historical experience, current conditions, and reasonable supportable forecasts.
The new standard had no impact on the Center's financial statements.

Subsequent Events: Management has performed an analysis of the activities and transactions subsequent
to} June 30, 2024, to determine the need for any adjustments or disclosures to the financial statements for
the year ended June 30, 2024. Management has performed their analysis through September 26, 2024,
the date the financial statements were issued.

NOTE 2 - INVESTMENTS

The Board of Trustees, as well as the Finance and Audit Committee, of the Center oversee the Center's
investments. In accordance with the Center’s investment policy, eligible investments include money market
funds FDIC insured bank accounts, U.S. Treasury obligations (Bills, Notes, Bonds), U.S. Government
Agency obligations, corporate obligations, mutual funds, exchange traded funds, domestic and internationa!
stocks and fully collateralized repurchase agreements. Asset allocation targets are reviewed semi-
annually by the Finance and Audit Committee.

Feir Value Measurements: Fair value is defined as the price that would be received for an asset or paid to
transfer a liability (an exit price) in the Center's principal or most advantageous market for the asset or
hablllty in an orderly transaction between market participants on the measurement date.

To maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs when measuring
falr value, the Center uses the fair value hierarchy. GAAP describes three levels of inputs that may be used
to measure fair value:

Investments Held by Kansas University Endowment Association: Investments in pooled funds held by
Kansas University Endowment Association ("KU Endowment”) are valued at net asset value based upon

the proportiona! value of the overall fund which estimates fair value. Investment earnings are allocated
monthly on a prorated basis representative of the Center's overall percentage of ownership in the applicable
pooled funds. As such, all the Center's investments at the KU Endowment are valued at net asset value
ar!d are excluded from the valuation hierarchy. The underlying assets consist primarily of marketable
securities measured at fair value.

THe Center classifies funds that are available for immediate expenditure as current assets and funds
mvested in KU Endowment’s long-term investment program and other investment funds as noncurrent
assets The funds available for immediate expenditure can be redeemed on a short-term basis.

N‘OTE 3 - NOTE RECEIVABLE

In fiscal year 2010, the Center loaned the Lawrence-Douglas County Biosciences Authority $1,000,000 to
assnst in the financing of the construction of the Bioscience and Technology Business Center {“BTBC").
The note had an original maturity date of June 21, 2020. However, durlng the year ended June 30, 2020,
the Center extended the maturity of the note to June 21, 2030, requiring final principal payment on the
matunty date. The note bears interest at 4.25% and is secured by an unconditional assignment of amounts
payable to BTBC under commitments from the City of Lawrence, Kansas and Douglas County, Kansas
(annual commitments by each of $75,000 per year through 2030) and by an assignment of rent from all
tenants of the facility.

The note is recorded at the unpaid principal balance. Management believes the remaining balance is
collectible, as such management has made no provisions for credit losses. Interest is recognized over the
term of the notes and is calculated using the simple-interest method on the outstanding principal.

NbTE 10 - ENDOWMENTS

The Center's endowments consist of grant-funded and individual donor-restricted funds established for a
vanety of purposes. As required by GAAP, net assets associated with endowment funds are classified and
reiported based on the existence or absence of donor-imposed restrictions.

The Center's governing body has interpreted the State of Kansas Prudent Management of Institutional
Funds Act (“SPMIFA") as requiring preservation of the fair value of the original gift as of the gift date of the
donor-restncted endowment funds absent explicit donor stipulations to the contrary. As a result of this
mterpretatlon the Center classifies as net assets with donor restrictions to be kept in perpetuity as the
original value of grants and gifts donated to the permanent endowment, (b) the original value of subsequent
gifts to the permanent endowment and (c) accumulations to the permanent endowment made in accordance
with the direction of the applicable donor gift instrument at the time the accumulation is added to the fund.

The Center has invested the above endowments in pocled funds held and managed by the KU Endowment.

KU Endowment has investment policies that attempt to provide a predictable stream of funding to programs
supported by operations, as well as endowment donations. Assets are invested in a manner that is intended
to produce results that match or exceed the respective benchmark while also seeking to contro! investment
risk. The primary long-term financial objective of the portfolio managed by KU Endowment is to preserve
the real value (purchasing power) of the principal (the gift value) and of its spending distributions, while
providing a relatively stable source of funding for participants. Since the program's 1988 inception,
Endowment has met its objective though actual returns in any given year may vary from this amount.

Flunds with Deficiencies: From time to time, the fair value of assets associated with individual donor
restncted endowment funds may fall betow the level that the donor or SPMIFA requires the Center to retain
as a fund of perpetual duration. There were no such funds with deficiencies as of June 30, 2024 and 2023.

Strategtes Employed for Achieving Objectives: To satisfy its long-term rate-of-return objectives, KU
Endowment refies on a total return strategy in which investment returns are achieved through both capital
apprecnatlon (realized and unrealized) and current yield (interest and dividends net of fees}. KU Endowment
targets a diversified asset allocation to achieve its long-term return objectives within prudent risk
constralnts

Sgendmg Policy and How the Investment Objectives Relate to Spending Policy: Except as specified by the
donor, KU Endowment has adopted a constant growth spending policy. The target spending rate is 5.5%

of the market value of participating funds, less a 0.9% administrative fee charge by KU Endowment. To
avoid potential under-distributions or unsustainable over-distributions in any given year, the policy is subject
to a 4.5% “floor” and a 6.5% “cap” of the trailing four quarter average market value. Every month,
participating funds receive a distribution. The spending amount is recalculated annually based on values
endlng September 30 of the year preceding each spending year and is effective for one year beginning
February 1 and ending the following January 31. In establishing this policy, KU Endowment considered the
Iong -term expected return on its endowment. Accordingly, over the long term, KU Endowment expects the
current spending policy to allow its endowment to grow at an average of the long-term rate of inflation. This
isconsistent with KU Endowment’s objective to maintain the purchasing power of the endowed assets held
in;perpetuity, as well as to provide additional growth through new gifts.

NOTE 1 - ORGANIZATION

The University of Kansas Centeér for Research, Inc. {the Center) is the recipient of several federal grants. The
accompanying schedule of expenditures of federal awards presents the activity of all federal awards programs
of the Center for the year ended June 30, 2024. All federal awards received directly from federal agencies, as
well as federal awards passed through other government agencies, are included on the schedule.

NOTE 2 - BASIS OF PRESENTATION

Expenditures reported on the Schedule are reported on the cash basis of accounting. Such expenditures
are recognized following, as applicable, either the cost principles in OMB Circular A-122, Cost Principles
for Non-Profit Organizations or the cost principles contained in Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations
Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal
Awards, wherein certain types of expenditures are not allowable or are limited as to reimbursement.
Negative amounts shown on the Schedule represent adjustments or credits made in the normal course of
business to amounts reported as expenditures in prior years. The Center has elected not to use the 10-
+ percent de minimis indirect cost rate as allowed under the Uniform Guidance.

NOTE 3 - COST SHARE

Local cost sharing, as defined by the Uniform Guidance is required by certain federal grants. The amount

of cost sharing varies with each program. Only the federal share of expenditures is presented in the

Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards.

NOTE 4 - ADDITIONAL AUDITS

Grantor agencies reserve the right to conduct additional audits of the Center's grant programs for economy
. and efficiency and program results which may result in disallowed costs to the Center. However,

management does not believe such audits would result in any disallowed costs that would be material to
the Center's financial position at June 30, 2024.

This ‘request is sole source because the University “of Kansas Center for
Research Inc. is the developer of Results Oriented Management software and the only
vendor from which the State of New Hampshire can purchase product access.

The purpose of this request is to enable the Department to have access to a
web-based software application thal is offered to child weltare agencies across the
country for data development and reporting. The Results Oriented Management
product provides a simple and inexpensive way to access 10 child protection and
juvenite justice data. Results Oriented Management also allows quicker and: bettes
access to high quality data and provides significant time savmgs for staff.

The federal Admlm tration for Children and Families and the Office of Juvenile
Justice and Delinquency [Prevention require states to collect and report accurate
quantitative and qualitative data and ensure that data is available to the public. The
Department is aiso required to demonstrate that the process is consistently and properly
implemented across the entire state and that the process provides a clear way to
identity and resolve data quality issues.

Results Oriented Management is a well-tested system that was developed by the
University of Kansas and is being used in many states. Originally theé syslem was
developed for the New Hampshite Depariment of Health and Human Services, Division
for Children, Youth and Families, which was the first agency to add Juvenile Justice
Services’ data to that system. The Division of Children, Youth and Families’ partner,
Casey Family Services invested $140,000 on New Hampshire’s behalf into the
development of the ‘New Hampshire Results Oriented Management system.
Additionally, the Departmeit-invested substantia! internal resources to ensure that the
system was put in place.

The Resulls Oriented Management system provides tools that enable the
Oepartment to-continuously monitor and improve the quality of the data entered into the
NH Bridges computer information system.  Additionally, the Results Oriented
Management system provides reguiar reports on Federal Performance measures, which
are critical to the Depanmqnt's compliance with federal requirements and avoidance of-
financial penallies.
