Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS), Division of Public Health Services
(DPHS), on behalf of the Department of Administrative Services, as required pursuant to MOP 150, VII,
C, to make a Sole Source purchase of immunizations to be distributed to healthcare providers from the
vendors below in accordance with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) contracted prices
in various amounts not to exceed a total of $15,997,967, effective July 1, 2025, upon Governor and
Executive Council approval, through June 30,2026. 100% Other Funds.

Funds are anticipated to be available in the following account for State Fiscal Year 2026, upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget, with the authority to adjust
budget line items within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

This request is Sole Source because the New Hampshire Division of Public Health Services (DPHS)
purchases immunizations for the State of New Hampshire universal purchase program through the CDC's
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approved vaccine distributors to maximize buying power and decrease costs for Medicaid, commercial
insurers, group health plans, health providers, and New Hampshire families.

Under the authority of RSA 126-Q and RSA 141 :C-17, New Hampshire has a universal purchasing program
for pediatric immunizations whereby the Department combines federal Vaccine for Children (VFC)
Program funds that support the purchase of vaccine for low-income children with funds collected from
commercial insurers by the New Hampshire Vaccine Association (NHVA). These combined funds, for
publicly and commercially insured children, allow for the purchase of immunizations for all New
Hampshire children under the age of nineteen, including those who are on Medicaid, uninsured,
underinsured, have commercial insurance, and others. The universal purchase structure provides significant
cost savings on immunization purchases at an approximate 30% reduction from the manufacturers' market

rate. Universal purchasing maintains low administrative costs for commercial insurers and group health
plans since they benefit from this discount and the purchasing efficiencies of the Department.

It is anticipated that 380,000 vaccines will be purchased in SPY 2026. The Department will then manage
supply and distribution of the vaccines to healthcare providers ensuring proper storage, handling, and
distribution, including temperature-controlled transport and inventory management. Physicians, clinics,
and hospitals receive the State-supplied vaccines at no charge.

The Department has executed the universal purchase program since 2002 and New Hampshire childhood
immunization rates compare favorably to national rates, in part due to this purchasing and distribution
mechanism that makes it easy and cost-efficient for providers to have vaccines available for all children.

This authorization will enable the Department to purchase childhood immunizations directly from
pharmaceutical companies at discounted rates, saving resources for public and private insurers and reducing
immunization cost as a barrier to immunizing eligible children.

CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIGNS

1. The Stets of New Hampehire engepee the finn or in^dual (the VendoO to
petfoRT) the terviees snd/or tale of goodt, detcAed in the attached Stats Propotal
and the Vendot't pFopotal, bid or quotation, any of which are incorporated herein by
reference.

2. COUPLIANCE BY VENDOR WTTN LAWS AND REGUUTIONS. In comection
with the performance of this agreement, the Vendor chall comply with aO ttatutee,
bws, regulabons, and orders of federal, stats, county or munidpd authorities which
thai rnpose any obfigation or duty upon the Vendor, including, but not Bnitsd to civfl
rights and equd opportunity laws. In addition, the Vendor shall comply with all
appBcable copyrifft laws.

3. TERM. The contract and al obligations of the partias thereunder. shaD become
effective on a specified date and shall be completed in their entirety prior to a specified
date. Any worii undertaken by the Vendor prior to the effective date shall be at his
sole risk and, in the event that the contract shall not become effective, the State shall
be under no obSgation to rernburse the Vendor for any such work.

4. CONTRACT PIW^E. The contract price, a payment schedule and a manmtm
ftnitation of price shall be as specified by the proposal or bid irwitation and the
Vendor's response. AO payments shall be conditioned upon receipt, and approval by
the Stats, of approptiato vouchers and upon satisfactoty performance by ttte Vendor,
as determined by the State. The payment by the State of the Contract Price shaD
eonsfitute ccmplM rernbursament to the Vendor for all expenses of any nature
incured by the Vendor in the performance by the contractor and complete payment for
the Sen/ices. The State shaS have no other EabSty to the Vendor.

5. DELIVEITY. Y the Vendor faOs to furresh items andfor services in accordance with

al requiraments. inckirfing delivery, toe state may repurchase srniar items from any
other source without competitive process, and the original Vendor may be liable to the
stats for any excess costs.

f a Vendor is unaUe to completa deEvery by the data speeded, he must contact toe
using branch and or agency. However, the branch and or agency is net required to
accept a delay to the original delivery data. AO deOveries are subject to inspection and
receMng procedure rules as estabfohed by the State of New HampsNre. Deliveries
are not considered accepted until compltanee with these nrfes has been estabOshed.
State personnel signatures on shipping documents shaS signify only the receipt of
shqxnenL

t. VOICING. AD involees must be in triplicate showing Order Nunber. Unit and
Extension Prices and discounts allowed. A separata invime shaD be submittod tor
each order. Unless otherwise noted on the proposal or purchase order, payment w3l
not be due until thitty(30] days after all services have been completed, or aD items
have been defivered. inspected and accepted or the invoice has been received .
whichever is later.

7. PERSONNEL

7.1. The Vendor shaD disclose in writing the nsnes of aD owners (5% or more).

(Tirectors. officers, employees, agerts or sttocontractors who are also officials or
employees of the Stato of New Hsnpshire. Any change in this information shaD be
reported in writing aritNn fiteen (15) days of their occurrence.

12. The person sigtung this agreement on behaff of the State, or his or her delegee
^Contracting OfTicei^ shaO be the State's represerdative for purposes of this
agreement In the event of any depute concerning the interpretation ofttos agreement
toe Contracting Officer's decision shaD be final.

t. EVBfT OF DEFAULT; REMEDIES.

1.1. Any one ormoreofthefoOowing acts or omissions ofthe Vendor shaD constitute
an event of detoul hereunder ("Events of OetoiDt^.

S.1.1. toSure to defiver the goods or services satisfactoriy or on schedule: or

t.1.2. toSure to submit any report reqiared hereunder; or

t.1.3. toDure to perform any ofthe other covenarts and conditioRS of iNsa^emenL

t.2. Upon the occunence of any Event of DetoiA. the State may take any one, or
more, or afi, of the foDowing actions:

12.1. give the Vendor a written notice specifying the Event of DefauD and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of trne,
thitty(30) days from the date of the notice; and I the Event of DefauS is not dmely
rwTwded, tarminata ttos agreement, effective two (2) days alter giving the Vendor
notice of tarminabon; and

822. give the Vendor a wiittan notice spectfying the Event of Detouk and suspending
aD payments to be made under this agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Contract Price, which would otherwise accnie to the Vendor during the period from the
date of such nobee unfl such bma as the Stato determines that the Vendor has cured
the Event of Defaull. shaD never be paid to the Vendor; and

823. set off against any other obDgabon the State may owe to the Vendor any
dsnages the State suffers by reason of any Event of DetouiC and

8.2.4. treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedes at law or in
equity, or both.

S. WAIVER OF BI^CH. fto faDura by the State to enforce any provisions hereof
rfter any Event of Detoidl shaD be deemed a waiver of its ri{^ regard to that
Event or any subsequent Event No express faDure of any Event of Oetoull shaD be
deemed a wawer of any prowsion hereof. Nosuchtoilureorwaivershaabedeemeda
waiver of the right of tfia State to entorce each ̂  aD of the provisioRS hereof
regtf&ig any fiatoer or otoer default on the pan of the Vertdor.

10. VENDOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the perfbcmance of tNs agreement
the Vendor is in al respects an hdependent conbactor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Vendor nor any of its officers, employees, agents
or members shall have authority to bind the State nor are they enbtl^ to any of the
benefits, worionen's compensation or emokments provided by the State to its
entoloyees.

11. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS. The Vendor shal not assign, or
otherwise transfer any interest h this agreement without the prior written consent of
the State. No work required by this contract shaD be subcontracted without the prior
written consent of the State.

12. INDEHNIFICA'nON. The Vendor shaD defend, indemrafy end hdd harmless the
State, its officers and employees, from and against any and aD losses suffered by the
State, its officers and employees, and any and aD claims. Urifibas or penalbes
asserted against the state, its officers and eiitoloyees. by or on behaff of any persoa
on account of, based on. rasulbng from, arising out of (or which may be clained to
arise out of) the acts or onassions of the Vendor. Notwithstanding the foregoing,

notlang herein contained shal be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
ffnnunity of the State, which biiiuiily is hereby reserved to the State. This covert^
shaD survive the tannination of this agreement

121. PATENT PROTECTION. The Vendor ̂ p-ees to indemnify and defend the State
of New Hampshire frrxn aOeged and actual patent infringements and further agrees to
hold the State of New Hampshire hannless from any fiabity arising under RSA 382-
A2-312(3). (Unifotm Corrmereial Code).

13. TOXIC SUBSTANCES. In ctfTtpBance with RSA 277-A known as the Workers
Right to Know Ad, the Vendor shaD provide Material Safety Data Sheets with tfte
denary of any and aD products covered by said law.

14. NOTICE Any notice by a party hereto to tfie other patty shaD be deemed to have
been duly defivered or given at the ftne of maSng by certffied man. postage prepaid, in
a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given below.

15. AMENDMBfT. This agreement may be wnended, waived or cfischarged only by
an instninent in writing signed by the partie s hereto.

16. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. T>ss agrewnert shaD be
construed in accordance with the laws of the Stato of New Hanpshire, endisbin^
upon and inures to the benefit of the patties and their respective successors and
assigns.

17. ADDfTIONAL PROVISIONS. The addibanal provtsions (ff vti) have been set
forth as Exhibit *A* hereto.

18. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. Ttos agreemert, which may tw executed in a mmber of
counterparts, each of which shaD be deemed an original, eonsbtutss the entire
agreement and understanding bebmen the patties, and supersedes aD prior
agreements and understarKfings relating hereto.
