REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with Naughton and Son Recycling,
LLC, Bradford, NH (Vendor # 225484) on the basis of a sole bid in the amount of $17,650 for Rubbish
Acceptance at the Vendor’s Facility delivered by Bureau of Turnpikes vehicles, effective upon Governor
and Council approval, through June 30, 2027. 100% Tumpike Funds.

Funds to support this request are anticipated to be available in Fiscal Years 2026 and 2027, upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budgets, with the authority to adjust
encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and
justified:

EXPLANATION

The Department’s Bureau of Turnpikes has commercial rubbish and oversized bulk waste that needs
contractor disposal. The commercial rubbish includes but is not limited to wood, creosote posts, lumber,
debris, air conditioners, whole tires, tire pieces, tire rims, including oversized bulky waste. The towns on

the Central and Eastern Turnpike will not allow rubbish from the Turnpike to be deposited in their
landfills. Some of the rubbish and debris generated by replacement of guardrail and demolition of
buildings cannot be disposed through the State’s established rubbish removal contracts. The removal of
this debris is essential in order for the Turnpike to remain clean, sanitary, safe, and attractive.

The Department advertised for bids in the Manchester Union Leader on January 13, 14, and 15, 2025 and
on the Bureau of Turnpikes’ and Purchase & Property websites from January 9 through February 11,
2025. An invitation to bid was also sent to the sole bidder who had submitted a bid for the contract in
May 2023. Bids are deposited in a bid box and the bidders are unaware of how many bids have been
received until they are opened. One sealed bid was received and publicly opened on February 10, 2025
(bid results attached). Naughton and Son Recycling, LLC. was the sole bidder to accept rubbish as
required in the proposal for a total contract price of $17,650. The contract will begin subsequent to
approval by the Governor and Council, through June 30, 2027.

Naughton and Son Recycling, LLC. was the sole bidder for this contract and was awarded the contract
for $17,650. Their winning bid in May 2023 was $15,750. The increase in their current bid is 12%, due
to changes in the economy with inflation in wages, fuel and other costs. The contracts’ estimated tonnage
of 150-tons over the contract period, did not change.

The contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. Copies of the fully
executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative
Services Office; and subsequent to Govemor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.

It is respectfully requested that this resolution be approved.

In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds
in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5.4 The State’s liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the

The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
mnterpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, gt its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
confrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
exccuted in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter

A. TERMS OF AGREEMENT: The CONTRACTOR agrees to the following:

1. The CONTRACTOR agrees to accept commercial rubbish {including but not Timited to clean wood,
creosote posts and pressure treated lumber, construction and demolition debris, air conditioners, whole
tires, tire pieces and steel or aluminum rims) and oversized bulky waste at the CONTRACT OR’S facility.
Any separation required of commercial rubbish and oversized bulky waste will be the responsibility of
the CONTRACTOR.

2. The CONTRACTOR'S facility must be within a ninety (90) mile radius of Exit 11, Interstate 93, Hooksett
NH.

3. Itemized invoices shall be submitted after the delivery of job/services. Invoices can be submitted by
email or mail. The DEPARTMENT will make payment through the normal State of NH payment process,
which is up to thirty (30) days following an approved invoice.

Fiscal Year 2027 (7/1/2026 through 6/30/2027): Seventy-Five (75) tons

4. The DEPARTMENT does not guarantee that the estimated tonnage listed above, or any minimum amount,
will be delivered during each fiscal year.

5. The total contract price shall not exceed Seventeen Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Dollars and No Cents
($17,650.00), based on the commercial rubbish price, Paragraph 1 above.

6. Payments shall be made at the completion of the work and after the CONTRACTOR'S submission of invoices,
to the DEPARTMENT, indicating the work has been completed.
