REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services to exercise its first contract renewal

option with Stone River Architects PLLC (VC #305093), Bedford, NH, for professional architectural services
for the planning and design of various projects as necessary and required by the Department by increasing
the price limitation by $500,000.00 from $1,000,000.00 to $1,500,000.00 and extending the completion date
from June 30, 2025, to June 30, 2026, effective July 1, 2025, or upon the date of Governor and Executive
Council approval, whichever is later. The original contract was approved by Govemor and Council on June

28, 2023, item #104.

Projects completed under this contract will be funded from accounts specific to each particular project. The
majority of projects requiring this type of work are maintenance/repair and Capital Budget projects.

EXPLANATION

Stone River Architects has performed well during this contract period, meeting all performance goals and
project milestones within the scope of services of this contract. Their designs have helped modernize our
National Guard facilities. Since the award of this contract, Stone River Architects has provided two designs

and two studies over the initial two-year contractual period. We are hoping to continue their contractual
arrangement that would allow us to move forward with several needed projects while maintaining the same
design team, reducing redesign and reeducation efforts a new design team would require. As federal and
state funds become available, we will also need proposals for several new projects within the next one-year

contractual period. Previous and future projects are spread across our Pembroke and Milford locations, and
a site to be determined.

The Department seeks to retain Stone River Architects PLLC to expedite its project workload and provide
appropriate technical expertise as required for future projects. This contract will enable the Department to
respond quickly to unscheduled project requests and possible emergencies regarding architectural and
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building issues. The decision as to which projects will be assigned will be made on a case-by-case basis,

depending on the particular expertise required and the vendor's current workload.

A Request for Qualifications was advertised on the Statewide Bids and Proposals public website for a two-
year contract term with the option for two one-year renewal terms to be negotiated and mutually agreed upon
by the Department and the vendor. Five vendors submitted responses and a short list was drafted in
accordance with RSA 21-1:22. The Department then negotiated with the four most qualified vendors to

determine fair and reasonable hourly rates of compensation.

Federal Funds may be used to pay for these contract services and are provided to the State of New Hampshire,

Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services by the National Guard Bureau pursuant to a Federal-
State Master Cooperative Agreement for the mutual support of the New Hampshire Army National Guard.
Approving this contract ensures the Department is able to maintain its daily operations, modernize its
facilities, and rapidly respond to unforeseen emergencies.

2. Modify Form P-37, General Provisions, Block 1.8, Price Limitation, ADD not to exceed

amount of $500,000.00 for contract year ending June 30,2026, to read:

"Not to Exceed $ 1,500,000.00"

3. Modify Exhibit C, Price and Terms of Payment by reraovingand replacing it in its entirety

with the amended Exhibit C, Price and Terms of Payment attached hereto and incorporated

by reference herein.

All terms and conditions of the contract not modified by this Amendment #1 remain in full force

and effect. This Amendment shall be effective July 1, 2025, or upon the date of Governor and

Executive Council approval, whichever is later.
