REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Business and Economic Affairs (BEA), seeks approval to award $1,500,000 from the
Housing Champion (HC) Grant Program to four HC Designated recipients on the attached sheet. The
awards are for the purpose of Incentive reward payments to HC Designated municipalities for the
construction of new affordable housing units in their communities, in accordance with BEA 506 Housing
Production Municipal (HPM) Grant Program, effective upon Governor and Council approval through
December 30. 2025.100% General Fund

Funding is available in. Housing Champions, as follows:

BEA requests approval to award HPM Grant Programs and disburse the awarded funds. Municipalities
receiving HPM Grant awards have already satisfied all grant requirements at the time the award is
made, therefore, there are no ongoing grant requirements to which the municipalities must adhere and
no programmatic restraints on the municipalities' use of grant funds.

This request is necessary to award grant funds to New Hampshire municipalities that have achieved the
HC Designation, applied for HPM Grant funds and have issued certificates of occupancy for new
affordable housing units in their communities during the State fiscal year immediately preceding a
municipality receiving its HC designation. Awards have been approved based on program guidelines.
Funds are awarded on a per unit calculation based on the number of new affordable units with a deed
restriction of at least 10 years. Funds will be distributed to municipalities as single, lump sum payments.

The HC Designation and Grant Program was established by the New Hampshire Legislature in 2023
with $5 million in funding. It encourages "communities of the willing" with incentives to drive workforce
housing development to those designated as "Housing Champions". (RSA 12:0-71-76) The program s
rules became effective on August 8, 2024, with Designation applications due by November 15, 2024. To
achieve this designation, communities demonstrated support for workforce housing within their zoning
and land use regulations, land use board training, and water, sewer and transportation infrastructure.

The HC Program allocated $1.5 million of the $5 million for the HPM Grant Program.

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In November of 2024 eighteen (18) communities in New Hampshire received the HC Designation and
became eligible for the HPM and the Housing Infrastructure Municipal grant. Of the eighteen HC
designated communities, four met the occupancies certificate eligibility requirement, applied and are
included in this award request.

The Housing Production Municipal Grant program is a beneficiary grant supporting a public purpose.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved this contract as to form, substance and
execution.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. Additional Provisions: The following provision is added to the Form G-1:

2. Definitions: As applies to this agreement, the following terms shall have the meaning stated below:

a. Award: The specific funds approved for disbursal to the Grantee.

b. Certificate of occupancy: A document issued by a local municipality or the state,
upon the satisfactory completion of required inspections, granting permission to
occupy the building for its intended use.

c. Deed restricted: Housing which has a deed rider and is subject to a long-term
affordability covenant of no less than 10 years with a provision for municipal or
third-party monitoring which ensures the affordability of the units for a prescribed
amount of time and ensures that the occupants of the housing income qualify to live
in the housing units.

d. Grant: The award of funds pursuant to the terms of the Housing Production
Municipal Grant, guidance, and this agreement.

e. Grant applicant: The municipality applying for a Housing Production Municipal
grant.

f. Grantee: A municipality that has been awarded a Housing Production Municipal
grant.

g. Program: The Housing Champion Designation and Grant Program.

h. Workforce housing: "Workforce housing" as defined in RSA 674:58, namely
"housing which is intended for sale and which is affordable to a household with an
income of no more than 100 percent of the median income for a 4-person household
for the metropolitan area or county in which the housing is located as published
annually by ̂ e United States Department of Housing and Urban Development.
'Workforce housing' also means rental housing which is affordable to a household
with an income of no more than 60 percent of the median income for a 3-person
household for the metropolitan area or county in which the housing is located as
published annually by the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development. Housing developments that exclude minor children from more than
20 percent of the units, or in which more than 50 percent of the dwelling units have
fewer than 2 bedrooms, shall not constitute workforce housing."

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. Overview: The State has awarded funds to the Grantee because the Grantee has:

a. A current HC Designation

b. Provided certificates of occupancy for each unit of deed restricted workforce
housing received during the state fiscal year immediately preceding a municipality
receiving its HC designation.

c. Demonstrate that it has internal procedures in place or a monitoring agreement with
a third-party to enforce the tenns in the land use restriction agreement or workforce
unit covenant agreement.

2. Funds: Subject to available funding, the HPM Grant Program shall award grants to HC-designated
municipalities based on the number of deed-restricted workforce housing units for which
certificates of occupancy were issued by the municipality in the preceding state fiscal year, at a rate
of $10,000 per eligible unit. The Department shall determine the total amount or percentage of
available funding to be distributed through the HPM Grant Program, based on program demand,
demonstrated need, and available resources.

3. Relationship between Grantor and Grantee: The Grantee is the beneficiary of the Grant and
has already satisfied all obligations and requirements. Therefore:

a. The full amount of the Grant is considered "earned" at the time of disbursal. No
further action is required from the Grantee.

b. There is no period of performance or formal closeout process because all obligations
by both the Grantee and Grantor are satisfied upon disbursal of award funds.

None of the above provisions should be construed as to waive or limit the Grantor's right to seek
repayment of funds in the case of fraud or misrepresentation by the Grantee or its agents.
