REQUESTED ACTION

The Department of Business and Economic Affairs (BEA), seeks approval to award $3,500,000 from the
Housing Champion Grant Program to seven (7) Housing Champion (HC) Designated recipients listed on
the attached sheet. The awards are for the purpose of expanding and Improving infrastructure that
supports Program goals of facilitating the development of additional housing in the municipality in
accordance with BEA 507 Housing Infrastructure Municipal (HIM) Grant Program, effective upon
Govemor and Council approval through June 30, 2027. 100% General Funds.

Funding is available in account, Housing Champions, as follows:

BEA requests approval to award HIM Grant Program funds and authorization to disburse the awarded
funds. Funds will be awarded as grants to the municipalities and will be distributed on a reimbursement
basis for actual costs. Awardees will be required to submit documents of all eligible expenses for which
reimbursement is sought.

This request is necessary to award grant funds to New Hampshire municipalities that have achieved the
HC Designation and applied for HIM Grant funds. These funds may be used for infrastructure
improvements or expansion to support the development of additional housing. Each municipality has
demonstrated that the funded project is part of a larger infrastructure plan which creates future-proof
systems and creates greater housing opportunities.

The HC Designation and Grant Program was established by the New Hampshire Legislature with $5
million in funding. It encourages "communities of the willing" with incentives to drive workforce housing
development to those designated as "Housing Champions". (RSA 12:0-71-76) The program's rules
became effective on August 8, 2024, with HC Designation applications due on November 15, 2024. To
achieve this designation, communities demonstrated support for workforce housing within their zoning
and land use regulations, land use board training, and water, sewer and transportation infrastructure.
Designated HC municipalities are eligible to apply for grants aimed at developing solutions and advancing
infrastructure to alleviate the state's housing shortage.
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In November of 2024, eighteen (18) communities in New Hampshire received the HC Designation.
Complementing the HC initiative, the HIM Grant Program provides funding for municipalities to support
the construction, or capacity increases of infrastructure designed to address housing needs and
economic growth in the community. Eligible uses include new construction or capacity enhancements of
infrastructure types that align with the program's goals.

The HC Program allocated $3.5 million of the $5 million for the HIM Grant Program. Applicants were
scored based on the criteria established in BEA 507.05{i)(1). With a total applicant request of $5.9 million,
a cap of $859,689 was established by the scoring committee to accommodate all eligible applicant
communities to achieve the greatest impact throughout the State.

The HIM Grant program is a beneficiary grant.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved these grant awards as to form, substance and
execution.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. Additional Provisions: The following provision is added to the Form G*l:

2. Definitions: As applies to this agreement, the following terms shall have the meaning stated below:

a. Award: The specific fimds approved for disbursal to the Grantee.

b. Grant: The award of funds pursuant to the terms of the Housing Infiaitructure Municipal
Grant, guidance, and this agreement.

c. Grant applicant: The municipality applying for a Housing Infrastructure Municipal
Grant.

d. Grantee: A municipality that has been awarded a housing production municipal grant.

e. Housing infrastructure: Any infnistructure that supports housing including but not limited
to new construction or capacity increases for drinking water, sanitary sewer, stormwater,
highway infrastructure, telecommunications, and electrical distribution infrastructure.

f. Program: The New Hampshire Housing Champion Designation and Grant Program

g. Workforce housing: "Workforce housing" as defined in RSA 674:58, namely "housing
which is intended for sale and which is affordable to a household with an income of no

more than 100 percent of the median income for a 4-person household for the
metropolitan area or county in which the housing is located as published annually by the
United States Department of Housing and Urban Development. 'Workforce housing'
also means rental housing which is affordable to a household with an income of no more
than 60 percent of the median income for a 3-person household for the metropolitan area
or county in which the housing is located as published annually by the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development. Housing developments that exclude
minor children from more than 20 percent of the units, or in which more than 50 percent
of the dwelling units have fewer than 2 bedrooms, shall not constitute workforce
housing."

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EXHIBIT B

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. Overview: The State has awarded funds to the Grantee because the Grantee has:

a. The State has awarded funds to the Grantee because the Grantee holds a current Housing
Champion Designation and will use the funds to support new construction, or capacity
increases for infirastructure projects that help enable additional housing developmoit in
the municipality. Eligible infhistTucture improvements include:

(1) Drinking water infiTistructure improvements
(2) Sanitary sewer infrastructure improvements
(3) Stonnwater system creation, expansion, or upgrades;
(4) Highway infrastructure;
(5) Telecommunications;
(6) Electrical distribution, including switchgear or transformers; and
(7) Fire suppression system upgrades for conversion of existing buildings to
residential use in order to meet the requirements of the state fire code and RSA
153:5.

b. Provide at least a 25 percent funding match.

c. Identification of the Project: The Project for which the Grant Award has been
approved is identified as Steeplegate Mall Pump Station Upgrades located at Concord
Heights, Louden Rd, Concord, NH 03301. The project shall replace and upgrade the
existing Heights Sewer Pump Station (also known as the Steeplegate Mall Pump Station)
and shall include the replacement of approximately 10,000 linear feet of existing sewer
main. Sewer main replacement shall primarily occur along Loudon Road, Branch
Turnpike Road, Pembroke Road, and Grover Street to support future development in the
area.

2. Reporting Requirements: The Grantee shall report annually on the Project's status using the
form provided by the State. The State may modify the reporting requirements, modify the
reporting form, and/or request additional information at any time. Reporting will include monthly
progress reports.

3. Requirements Not Enumerated Here: The New Hampshire Housing Champion Designafron
and Grant Program established pursuant to RSA 12-0:71-75, adopted rules Bea 500, Housing
Production Municipal Grant Guidance, and all New Hampshire State Grant Requirements arc
incorporated by reference into this agreement. This agreement and any subsequent addcndums
or amendments shall govern in the event of inconsistent or contradictory terms.

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EXHIBIT C

METHODS AND CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

1. Reimbursement Process

The Grantee may seek reimbursement for actual costs incurred on the Project using the form
provided by the State. The Grantee may submit reimbursement requests monthly. The Grantee
shall submit supporting documentation (receipts, proof of purchase) for each expense. The State
may require, and the Grantee shall provide, additional documentation or justification for any
expense prior to reimbursement.

If the State determines that an expense is not an allowable expense, lacks sufficient
documentation, is disproportionate or unreasonable, or otherwise violates basic cost principles,
then the State may in its discretion deny reimbursement for that expense.

2. Approval by Governor and Executive Council (G&C): The Grant Award ("Award") for the
Project is contingent upon approval by the G&C and continued availability of funding. The
Grantee shall not be eligible to receive funds absent approval of the Award and Project by the
G&C.

3. Method of Disbursement

a. Responsibilities of Grantees Acting as Pass-Through Entities: If the Grantee is not
carrying out the project itself and instead is passing Award funds on to an independent
developer:

(1) The Grantee is solely responsible for ensuring that the independent developer
carries out the Project in compliance with all Program terms and conditions. The
Grantee is also responsible for collecting and transmitting the required Project
status reports to the State and for ensuring the accuracy of those reports.

(2) Reimbursement requests must be submitted by the Grantee, and the Grantee is
responsible for ensuring the accuracy of those requests and any supporting
documentation. Reimbursement payments will be made to the Grantee.

(3) If the Grantee becomes aware of any non-compliant reimbursement expense or
any action taken beyond the authorized scope of the Project, the Grantee must
immediately notify the BEA of the non-compliance and complete mitigation
necessary to bring the Project into compliance. Resolution of non-compliance
is the sole responsibility of the Grantee.

b. Registratiou: The Grantee must register with the Department of Administrative Services
for a State of New Hampshire Vendor number in order for a payment to issue. Registration
is available at:

METHODS AND CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

1. Reimbursement Process

The Grantee may seek reimbursonent for actual costs incurred on the Project using the form
provided by the State. The Grantee may submit reimbursement requests monthly. The Grantee
shall submit supporting documentation (receipts, proof of purchase) for each expense. The State
may require, and the Grantee shall provide, additional documentation or justification for any
expense prior to reimbursement.

If the State determines that an expense is not an allowable expense, lacks sufficient
documentation, is disproportionate or unreasonable, or otherwise violates basic cost principles,
dien the State may in its discretion deny reimbursement for that expense.

2. Approval by Governor and Executive Council (G&C): The Grant Award ("Award") for the
Project is contingent upon approval by the G&C and continued availability of funding. The
Grantee shall not be eligible to receive funds absent approval of the Award and Project by the
G&C.

3. Method of Disbursement

a. Responsibilities of Grantees Acting as Pass-Through Entities: If the Grantee is not
carrying out the project itself and instead is passing Award funds on to an independent
developer:

(1) The Grantee is solely responsible for ensuring that the independent developer
carries out the Project in compliance with all Program tenns and conditions. The
Grantee is also responsible for collecting and transmitting the required Project
status reports to the State and for ensuring the accuracy of those reports.

(2) Reimbursement requests must be submitted by the Grantee, and the Grantee is
responsible for ensuring the accuracy of those requests and any supporting
documentation. Reimbursement payments will be made to the Grantee.

(3) If the Grantee becomes aware of any non-compliant reimbursement expense or
any action taken beyond the authorized scope of the Project, the Grantee must
immediately notify the BEA of the non-compliance and complete mitigation
necessary to bring the Project into compliance. Resolution of non-compliance
is the sole responsibility of the Grantee.

b. Registration: The Grantee must register with the Department of Administrative Services
for a State ofNew Hampshire Vendor number in order for a payment to issue.

c. Identlflcation of the Project: The Project for which the Gram Award has been
approved is identified as Nutter Woods located at McKlnley and Okie Farm Road,
Rochester, NH 03867. This infrastructure project includes: replacing 475' existing 6"
sewer main with a new 8" main and replacing existing sewer manholes; installing 115' of
new 8" sewer main; installing 475' of new 8" ductile iron water main, (2) new fire
hydrants, (8) service connections; and reclaiming 1,350 SY, fine grade and pave at 4"
thickness with gravel shoulders for the purpose of constructing a senior housing
development consisting of 120 one-bedroom apartments within 4 buildings.

2. Reporting Requirements: The Grantee shall report annually on the Project's status using the
form provided by the State.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

1. Additional Provisions: The following provision is added to the Form G-1:

2. Definitions: As applies to this agreement, the following terms shall have the meaning stated below:

a. Award: The specific funds approved for disbursal to the Grantee.

b. Grant: The award of funds pursuant to the terms of the Housing Infrastructure Municipal
Grant, guidance, and this agreement.

c. Grant applicant: The municipality applying for a Housing Infrastructure Municipal
Grant:

d. Grantee: A municipality that has been awarded a housing production municipal grant.

e. Housing infrastructure: Any infrastructure that supports housing including but not limited
to new construction or capacity increases for drinking water, sanitary sewer, stormwater,
highway infrastructure, telecommunications, and electrical distribution infrastructure.

f. Program: The New Hampshire Housing Champion Designation and Grant Program

■ g. Workforce housing: "Workforce housing" as defined in RSA 674:58, namely "housing
which is intended for sale and which is affordable to a household with an income of no
more than 100 percent of the median income for a 4-person household for the
metropolitan area or county in which the housing is located as published annually by the
United States Department of Housing and Urban Development. 'Workforce housing'
also means rental housing which is affordable to a household with an income of no more
than 60 percent of the median income for a 3-person household for the metropolitan area
or county in which the housing is located as published annually by the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development. Housing developments that exclude
minor children from more than 20 percent of the units, or in which more than 50 percent
of the dwelling units have fewer than 2 bedrooms, shall not constitute workforce
housing."

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. Overview: The State has awarded funds to the Grantee because the Grantee has:

a. The State has awarded funds to the Grantee because the Grantee holds a current Housing
Champion Designation and will use the funds to support new construction, or capacity
increases for infrastructure projects that help enable additional housing development in
the municipality. Eligible infrastructure improvements include:

(1) Drinking water infrastructure improvements
(2) Sanitary sewer infrastructure improvements
(3) Stormwater system creation, expansion, or upgrades;
(4) Highway infrastructure; ^
(5) Telecommunications;
(6) Electrical distribution, including switchgear or transformers; and
(7) Fire suppression system upgrades for conversion of existing buildings to
residential use in order to meet the requirements of the stateTire code and RSA
153:5.

b. Provide at least a 25 percent funding match.

2. IdeDtiflcation of the Project: The Project for which the Grant Award has been approved is
identified as Brady Ave Water Construction Project located at Brady Ave, Salem, NH 03079.
The purpose of the Brady Avenue project is to replace aged and undersized water infrastructure in
order to improve water quality and enhance the City's water supply capabilities. The scope of
work includes the design, bidding, and construction of a new 12-inch ductile iron water main to
replace the existing 6-inch main. Design work, scheduled from August 2024 through January
2025, includes approximately 3,300 linear feet of water main with associated hydrants, valves,
and water services from Cortland Drive to #75 Brady Avenue as part of the base bid. An
additional 3,400 linear feet of water main from 75 Brady Avenue to Lowell Road (Route 38) is
included as Bid Alternate #1. The project will proceed to public bidding from January through
March 2025. Construction of both the base bid and bid alternate is anticipated to begin in May
2025 and be completed by May 2026.

3. Reporting Requirements: The Grantee shall report annually on the Project's status using the form
provided by the State. The State may modify the reporting requirements, modify the reporting form,
and/or request additional information at any time. Reporting will include monthly progress reports.

4. Requirements Not Enumerated Here: The New Hampshire Housing Champion Designation and
Grant Program established pursuant to RSA 12-0:71-75, adopted rules Bea 500, Housing
Production Municipal Grant Guidance, and all New Hampshire State Grajit Requirements are
incorporated by reference into this agreement. This agreement and any subsequent addendums or
amendments shall govern in the event of inconsistent or contradictory terms.
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EXHIBIT C

METHODS AND CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

1. Reimbursement Process

The Grantee may seek reimbursement for actual costs incurred on the Project using the form
provided by the State. The Grantee may submit reimbursement requests monthly. The Grantee
shall submit supporting documentation (receipts, proof of purchase) for each expense. The State
may require, and the Grantee shall provide, additional documentation or justification for any
expense prior to reimbursement.

If the State determines that an expense is not an allowable expense, lacks sufficient
documentation, is disproportionate or unreasonable, or otherwise violates basic cost principles,
then the State may In its discretion deny reimbursement for that expense.

2. Approval by Governor and Executive Council (G&C): The Grant Award ("Award") for the
Project is contingent upon approval by the G&C and continued availability of funding. The
Grantee shall not be eligible to receive funds absent approval of the Award and Project by the
G&C.

3. Method of Disbursement

a. Responsibilities of Grantees Acting as Pass-Through Entities: If the Grantee is not
carrying out the project itself and instead is passing Award funds on to an independent
developer:

(1) The Grantee is solely responsible for ensuring that the independent developer
carries out the Project in compliance with all Program terms and conditions. The
Grantee is also responsible for collecting and transmitting the required Project
status reports to the State and for ensuring the accuracy of those reports.

(2) Reimbursement requests must be submitted by the Grantee, and the Grantee is
responsible for ensuring the accuracy of those requests and any supporting
documentation. Reimbursement payments will be made to the Grantee.

(3) If the Grantee becomes aware of any non-compliant reimbursement expense or
any action taken beyond the authorized scope of the Project, the Grantee must
immediately notify the BEA of the non-compliance and complete mitigation
necessary to bring the Project into compliance. Resolution of non-compliance
Is the sole responsibility of the Grantee.

b. Registration: The Grantee must register with the Department of Administrative ̂ rvi^
for a State ofNew Hampshire Vendor number in order for a payment to issue.
