REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to RETROACTIVELY amend an American Rescue
Plan Act asset management grant (PO#1092944 ) to the Town of Walpole (Vendor Code #177271-6001)
to develop an asset management program for their drinking water system by extending the completion
date to December 31, 2025 from April 1, 2025. The original grant was approved by Governor and Council
on May 31, 2023, Item #125. This is a no-cost time extension. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

We are requesting retroactive approval of this amendment to provide the Town of Walpole additional
time to complete the scope of services. Walpole was awarded a grant to develop, improve or implement
an asset management program for their drinking water system. Asset management has become the
foundation for sustainable water systems as it provides a holistic picture for how to conduct their
business in a more effective and efficient method. The town is requesting a time extension so that the
results of an ongoing water supply source evaluation project can be incorporated into the asset
management program developed through this grant. The evaluation is being performed through a
separate ARPA funded Strategic Planning Grant. The additional time requested will allow the town to
receive and review the results of the source evaluation and integrate the results into their asset
management program. Information on the status of the water supply source evaluation project was not
received by Walpole in time to submit an amendment by the Governor and Council March meeting
deadline, therefore this request Is retroactive.

To date, $6,800 of the original $45,000 ARPA grant has been disbursed. This amendment has been
approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form, substance, and execution.

This Agreement (hereinafter called the Amendment) Is by and between the State of New
Hampshire, acting by and through its Department of Environmental Services (hereinafter referred to as
the State) and the Town of Walpole acting by and through its Selectboard Chair, Steven Dalessio
(hereinafter referred to as the Grantee).

WHEREAS, pursuant to an Agreement (hereinafter called the Agreement) approved by the
Governor and Council on May 31, 2023, Item #125 the Grantee agreed to perform certain services upon
the terms and conditions specified in the Agreement and in consideration of payment by the State of
certain sums as specified therein; and

WHEREAS, The Grantee and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions contained

in the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the Agreement shall be changed from
April 1, 2025 to December 31, 2025.

2. Effective Date of Amendment: This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of

this Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

3. Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and

conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder,
shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth

therein.

EXPLANATION

During the fall of 2022, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems serving
a population greater than 150 people. Twenty-four (24) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked
based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as, project completes for condition
assessment on all assets, that a financial plan is developed and addresses investment priorities and true
cost of service, and that the plan Is communicated to customers and decisionmakers. Out of the 24
project proposals, 14 were selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See
attachment A for the proposal rankings and list of reviewers.

The Town of Walpote will use the funds to develop and implement an asset management program for
their respective drinking water system. Asset management has become the foundation for sustainable
water systems as it provides a holistic picture for how to conduct their business in a more effective and
efficient method.

Among many of the tasks proposed to be conducted with this grant, the Town of Walpole will be
developing an inventory of their water assets which will lead to creating a life cycle cost analysis of their
infrastructure. Along with the inventory, they will be creating a cost of service analysis to help with the
development of future funding strategies. A final product that will be created with these funds will be a
communication plan that will aid the Town of Walpole with transparency within the community.
