1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to amend Contract #4009349 with GM2 Associates, Inc.,
Concord, New Hampshire, Vendor #163283, for final design for the reconstruction of the unimproved
1.7-mile segment of NH 125, between Old County Road in the Town of Plaistow, and Newton Junction
Road in the Town of Kingston, by extending the completion date from December 30, 2025, to December
30, 2027, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original Agreement was approved by
Govemor and Council on September 15, 2021.

2. Further authorize the Department of Transportation to increase the fee in the amount of $204,234.25,
from $922,626.19 to $1,126,860.44, effective upon Governor and Council approval. Funding Type
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

On September 15, 2021, the Governor and Council authorized the subject agreement (Item # 27; copy of
Resolution attached) in the amount of $922,626.19 for final design for the reconstruction of the
unimproved 1.7-mile segment of NH 125 between Old County Road in the Town of Plaistow and
Newton Junction Road in the Town of Kingston. The objective of the project is to improve safety and
traffic operations along this route.

The purpose of this amendment is to allow the Consultant sufficient time and funding needed to
complete the design, and for the Department to acquire necessary rights-of-way for construction of the
project. The Right-Of-Way process has led to the need for numerous redesign efforts causing additional
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design services not identified in the original scope. Further, a time extension is necessary because
Construction Engineering Services are included in the contract.

The work is approximately 82% complete and of the original $922,626.19 amount approved for this
contract there is a balance of approximately $166,964.31 remaining (100% Federal Funds).This
Agreement (Plaistow-Kingston Final Design 10044E) has been approved by the Attorney General as to
form and execution. The Department has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the
fully executed Agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of
Administrative Services, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the
Department of Transportation.

It is respectfully requested that authority be given to amend this Agreement for consulting services as
outlined above.

The Department requires professional engineering consulting services for the final design of the reconstruction of
the unimproved 1.7 mile scgment of NH 125 between Old County Road in the Town of Plaistow and Newton
Junction Road in the Town of Kingston. This project has been through an extensive public involvement process
due to the elapsed time since the oniginal Public Hearing on November 3, 2004. -

On May 2, 2018, the Govemor and Council authorized the Part A preliminary design agreement with GM2
Associales, Inc. (Item #35) for Preliminary engineering required to re-evaluate the previously-conducted
environmental review for the reconstruction of the unimproved 1.7 mile segment of NH 125 between Old County
Road in the Town of Plaistow and Newton Junction Road in the Town of Kingston. The intent was to develop an
alternative that will improve the safety and traffic operations of NH 125, while minimizing impacts on natural,
cuttural, and socio-cconomic resources. The objectives were to reevaluate the recommendations of the
Environmental Assessment in light of current traffic volumes and revised future projections, to modify the
proposed action as appropriate for mobility along NH 125 as well as safe and efficient access to abuiting
properties, and to advance the project through preliminary and final design. In the Pan A agreement, the
Department reserved the right to either negotiate a scope and fee for the Part B final design services or terminate
the contract. Since the firm of GM2 Associates, Inc. satisfactorily completed the Part A services for this project,
the Department proposes to continue with this firm to perform the Part B final design. This Part B final design
agreement for engineering consulting services continues the above intent and objectives and includes finat roadway
design, environmental permitting, project management, public involvement, contract plans, specifications, special
provisions, and estimates of quantitics and costs to complete the improvements. '

GM2 Associates, Inc. has agreed to furnish the professional engineering services for an amount not to exceed

DEPARTMENT hereby engages the CONSULTANT, who agrecs to render services 10 the DEPARTMENT which

shall inchide, but not be restricted to, the following itlems, in accordance with conditions and tenms hereinafter set

forth:

A. LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

This projcct involves the study ofimprovgmcnis to the 1.7 mile segment of NH 125 between Old County Road
{Plaistow) and Newton Junction Road (Kingston). The purpose of the project is 10 develop an altemative that will
improve the safety and traffic operations of NH 125, while minimizing impacts on nalural, culiural, and socio-
cconomic resources. A preliminary design for this scgment was developed for the Final Plaistow-Kingston 10044B
Environmemal Asscssment/4(f) Evaluation (EA) in Ociober 2005. Some key considerations to be aware of include
the following:

* The segment of NH 125 10 be improved is two lancs with vgrinble width shoulders.

¢  Side roads. including Kingston Road and Coloninl Road, intersect NH 125 at sharp skew angles.

*  There arc numerous private driveways within the segment. The EA proposed action sought to implement some
4CCesS management measures.

* The EA proposed widening the roadway 1o provide a four-lanc divided cross section with limited median
crossings, and improving the geometrics of selected intersections. Kingston Road was proposed to be extended
north to a new signalized intersection with NH 125 opposite Roadstone Drive (a private road).

Because the traffic growth anticipated by the EA has not occurred, the objectives of the engincering effort will
be 1o reevaluate the recommendations of the EA in light of current traffic volumes and revised future projections,
to modify the proposed action as appropriate for mobility along NH 125 and safc and cfficient access 10 abuiting
propenties, and to advance the project through preliminary and final design. As the development of improvement
allematives proceeds, it will be crucial to work closely with all appropriate public and private stakeholders to gain
conscﬁsus on design decisions.

The design cfforts for this project will include part "B’ {final) design. Pant "B’ cfTorts will: 1.) Address Stope
and drain comments and prepare revised Slope and Drain plans for wiility coordination; 2.) prepare final roadway
lypicals. profiles and plans; 3.) preparc final environmenta) penniis and documentalion and prepare an updated
environmental document for the revised proposed action: and 4.} advance the design through the Plans

Specifications & Estimate phase of plan development.

B. SCOPE OF WORK (GENERAL)
The scope of work is for the final design and preparation of contract plans, specifications, estimates and

construction services for the layout approved as a result of the Public Hearing, and documented in the final

Environmenial Document.
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The 'dcsign shall consider temporary and permancni crosion control measures and Best Management Practices
{BMPs) consistent with current New Hampshire Depariment of Environmental Services (NHDES) guidelines,
hazardous material investigation and treatments, drainage, landscaping and strectscape designs, lighting, BMP
Management Plan and treatments to minimize cnvironmental impacts, highway signs, construction traffic control
plan, and pavement markings. The CONSULTANT shall incorporate into the design plans any DEPARTMENT
provided matenials and designs such as environmental special conditions (LLRS, PFAS, ETC), supplemental survey,
geotechnical information and wiility relocations.

The CONSULTANT will develop colored plans for the DEPARTMENT's use in meetings and coordination
wilh the public. The colored plans wiil be developed subscquent to the Preliminary Plan, Specification and
Estimate, and incorporate nccessary refinements based on DEPARTMENT review to date. The CONSULTANT is

responsible for all meeting minutes,

C. SCOPE OF WORK (CEOTECHNICAL)
The Department anticipates completing the full geotechnical program required for the project, In support of

the Department’s geotechnical program, the CONSULTANT shall pravide enginecring 10 include preliminary and
final subsurface exploration plan development and siting of the subsurface cxplorations by providing the station(s),
offset(s) and associaled GPS coordinate(s) for proposed or actual subsurface exploration locations for all bridge
structures, as well as highway design clements to include bul not limited 1o water quality BMP's, roadways.

retaining walls, box culvens. ct¢. No gcc')lcchnical work by the CONSULTANT is anticipated.

D. SCOPE OF WORK {(ENVIRONMENTAL)
The CONSULTANT shall be responsible for the following:

4. Construction Impacts: The CONSULTANT shall perform, us necessary, tasks required 10 assess the
potcntial construction impacts on the natural, cultural, and socio-cconomic resources present within the
project arca.

5. Agency Coordination: The CONSULTANT will attend onc of the DEPARTMENT s monthly Noturnt

Resource Agency mectings and coordinate a ficld mecting. if nceded, with the agencics to revicw
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resource impacts. The CONSULTANT will be responsible for supplying support graphics, making

presentations and preparing mecting minules.

E. SCOPE OF WORK (FINAL DESIGN)

Designs shall conform to the current standards, specifications, policies and guidcli;'lcs enumcrated in the
Federal Aid Policy Guide, Subchapter G, Pan 625, or 1o 23 Code of Federal Regulations, Port 625 and the
DEPARTMENT'S Design Manual, and most current Stendard Plans for Road Cdn:ammion. excep! as approved. The
scope of woark proposed by this AGREEMENT includes:

Aficr the acceplance of the Slope and Drain plans and the resolution of all issucs that could result in changes to
propeny impacts beyond the ROW, the CONSULTANT shall prepare and submit impact plans and cross section
cut sheels Tor review by the DEPARTMENT. These plans will show the location and extent of all propenty
acquisitions and easements,

A ROW plan impact mecting will be attended by the CONSULTANT to address questions and comments from
the DEPARTMENT, Aficr comiments snd revisions to the impacts are complete, the CONSULTANT shall submit
final impact plans, cross scctions and CAD/D files to the DEPARTMENT for usc in developing the Right-of-Way
plans. '

After the final Right-of-Way plans are complete the CONSULTANT will be required to updaic proposed
casements and right-of-way to match the final configuration to be shown on the right-ol-way registry plans. The

The rates of any additional personnel working on the project,
if any, shalt requirc wrilten approval of the DEPARTMENT prior to working on the project, The
CONSULTANT shall submit classifications and raics for any additional personnel a minimum
of 14 days prior to using the additional personnel,

*in accordance with DEPARTMENT policy, the maximum dircct-labor rate aliowed for all
positivns under this AGREEMENT shall be $60.00 per hour unless a waiver to the salory cap
has been specifically approved for specialty scrviclcs.

Costs which are direcily applicable to the salaries, salary burden, and direct and indircct costs,
including administration costs. These costs may be applied 10 only straight time salary
cxtensions where uvertime is employed. These amounts shall be bascd on actual costs to the
CONSULTANT for such items during the period of the AGREEMENT and those allowable in
accordance with the applicable cost principies contained in Federal Acquisition Regulations
Subpart 31.2 and Subpart 31.105. Further, any overtime required for this project shall have the
prior written approval of thc DEPARTMENT.

A fixed fee amount as shown in Article I-A, Scetion B for profit and non-reimbursed costs,
Reimbursement for dircel expenscs, including work performed by other partics, such as
borings, laboratory tests, ficld survey, special ¢lectronic computer services, services of other
specialisis. printing, phologrammeciry, traffic counts, reproductions and travel not included in
normal overhead expenscs. The seimbursable costs for milcage and for per diem (lodging and
meals} shall be that allowed by the CONSULTANT'S cstablished policy but shall not cxcced |
that atlowed in the Federnl Acquisition Regulations (Subpart 31.205-46) and in the Federal

All Subconsultant costs may also be subject to audit by the
STATE and Federal Governments. .

The total amount to be paid under Article [1-A of this AGREEMENT shall nat exceed §922.626.19,
the sum of the amounts shown in Article JI-A, Section B (;vhich amount is based on the
CONSULTANT'S fec and manhour estimates of April 8, 202) (revised May 11, 2021), except by
egreement of all partics made after supplemental negotiations.  Should circumstances beyond the
control of the CONSULTANT require exiension of the time of completion more than one (1) ycar, the
gencral fee may be renegotiated; however, the fixed fee (b) shall not change for reasons of work
turation alone. The fixed fee (b) shall only change when there has been o significant increase or
decrensc in the scope of work outlined in this AGREEMENT.

All salaries and increases thercof paid 10 technical or other employees assigned to this project shall
be the result of o company-wide cvaluation of all employecs and shall not be restricted to cmployces
assigned to this project.

If, in thc opinion of the DEPARTMENT, any salary or increasc thercof of engineering or technical
personnel assigned to this project is unreasonable, it shall notify the CONSULTANT of its apinion with
regard thereto and request the CONSULTANT 1o justify said salary or increase thereof. In the event
that the CONSULTANT fumishes justification satisfactory to the DEPARTMENT for said salary or
incrcase thereof, then such salary or increasc thereof shall be approved as a payroll expense.

The DEPARTMENT shall have the right to exercise the power of review and approval of salary
increases thereof, for a period of thirty (30} days after the submission ol @ monthly invoice by the

CONSULTANT. Unless thc DEPARTMENT notifics the CONSULTANT in writing during the thirty-
- day period that such salary increase thereaf is, in its opinion. unreasonable. such lack of nolice shall
constitule approval of said salary increase thereof from the first day of the preceding month.

The DEPARTMENT shall have the right, at the time of audit. to review all items charged to
overhead on this project. IF, in the opinion of the DEPARTMENT, such payment is unrcasonablc, the
CONSULTANT shall be required to justify such payment or paymenis before they will be approved as

dircet or indirect cost.

b. A fixed fee 10 caver profit and non-reimbursed cosis at $82.493 29 (including S854.71 for
Consiruction Suppont Services).

¢. Reimbursement for direct, out-of-pocket expenses estimated at $15.200.00.

The acrual amount payable under calegorics (a) and (c) is only estimated and shal! be changed only

upon mutual agreement of the DEPARTMENT and CONSULTANT.

*In accordance with DEPARTMENT policy, the maximum dircct-labor rate allowed for all

positions under this AGREEMENT (including subconsuhants paid under direct expenscs) shall be

$60.00 per hour unless a waiver 10 the salury cap has been specifically approved for specialty services.

C. LIMITATION OF COSTS _
I. Costs incurred against the Article I-A portion of this AGREEMENT shall jnot exceed

§922,626.19 unless otherwise authonzed. The CONSULTANT shall give the DEPARTMENT

a nincty (90)-day written notice when it appears that this limit will be exceeded.

At that time, payments shall be adjusied to agree with the pefcentage factors as
determined by audit for the period in which the work was performed, as dpproved by the
DEPARTMENT. The fixed fee shall be invoiced during the billing period based upon the
overall percent complete of the project’s scope of work as approved by the DEPARTMENT.

2. The CONSULTANT shall submit a final voucher upon completion of services required by this
AGREEMENT, which includes any unbilled portion of the allowable costs or fixed fee and
adjustments, if necessary, for oudited actual costs and deliver all required plans, documents and

It is mulually agreed that all ponions of the work covered by this AGREEMENT shall be subject

to the inspection by duly-nuthorized representatives of the STATE and Federal Highway
Administration, United Stalcs Depanment of “Transportntion, a1 such time or times as the STATE or
Federnl Highway Administration deems appropriate.

The CONSULTANT shall surrender to the DEPARTMENT , upon demand at any lime,
or submit to its inspection, any data, plan, drawing, tracing, estimate, specification, proposal, sketch,
diagram, calculation, repon, or document which shall have been collected. prepared, or undertaken by
the CONSULTANT pursuant 1o this AGREEMENT, or shall have been hitherio fumished to the
CONSULTANT by the DEPARTMENT.

afTected by the construction of this project, The services shall be pcrfurmed S0 @% lo cause minimum

interruption to said facilities and services.

The CONSULTANT warrants that it has not ecmployed or retained any company or person, other

than a bona fide employce waorking solcly for the CONSULTANT, to solicit or sccure this Contract,
and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employce
working solcly for the CONSULTANT, any fec, commission, percentage, brokerage féc, gift, or any
other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this Contract. For breach
or violation of this warranty, the STATE shatl have the right to annul this Contract without liability, or,
at its discretion, to deduct from the contract price or consideration, or otherwise recover. the full amount

of such (ee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee. gifl, or contingent fec.
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J. Contractus! Relations

Independent Contrpctor
The CONSULTANT agrecs that its relation to the STATE 15 as an independent contractar and
not as an agent or employee of thc STATE.

Claims and Indempification

The CONSULTANT agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the STATE and all of
its officers, agents, and employees from and egainst any and al] claims, liabilitics, or suits
arising from (or which may be claimed to arise from) any (i) acts or omissions of the
CONSULTANT or its subconsuliants in the performance of this AGREEMENT allcgedly
resulting in property damage or bodily injury, and/or, {ii) misconduct or wrongdoing of the
CONSULTANT or its subconsuliants in the performance of this AGREEMENT.

b. fessional Liability Indemnificati
The CONSULTANT agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the STATE and all of its

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Since construction of stormwater BMPs for the project will involve tree clearing that is more then 300 feet
from the existing roadway, it is anticipated that the project witl not be: covered by the Range-wide
Pragrammatic Consultation for Indiana Bat and-Northern Long-eared Bat unless a presence/absence survey
has a negative result. GM2 will conduct a bat acoustic presence/absence survey for the project corridor. Up
to 4 detector locations are assumed. GM2 will deploy and collect the bat detectors, download and process
the data, and prepare and submit an Acoustic Survey Report in accordance with the USFWS Survey
Guidelines. GM2 will coordinate with NHDOT on reviéw and approval of a draft report prior to finalizing.
GM2 will also provide the raw survey data on an externsl hard drive. For each detector site/night for which
cither auto-classification program reports an MLE of <0.05 for northern {ong-eared bat (NLEB) or any State
listed species, a qualitative analysis for high frequency files will be completed by a qualified subconsultant.
If a qualitative analysis is required, the report will include a comparison of the results of each acoustic D
program by site and night and a detailed analysis of calls from any site/night where a program(s) considered
for NLEB or any Stale listed species presence likely, including justification for rejecting any program
results.

If the listing status of NLEB and the applicability and status of the 4(d) Rule changes during final design,
it is assumed that consultation with USFWS will need 10 be re-opened. If this occurs, GM2 will assist
NHDOT with USFWS consultation, including providing project plans, habitat descriptions, and the results
of the acoustic survey described above.

GM2 will coordinate with NH Fish and Game Department on state-listed species within the project area,
including Blanding's turtle, as well as fish habitat in the Little River and wildlife connectivity and safety.

GM2 will conduct a wildlife and habitat assessment of the project corridor in accordance with Env-Wq
1503.19(h) and NHDOT requirements. The study and report will be completed by a qualified individual in
the format of the template of the Threatened and Endangered Wildlife and Habitat Assessment available on
the NHDES website.

Monarch Butterfly Conservation Measures: The monarch butterfly has become a candidate for listing under
the Endangered Species Act (ESA). The USFWS will review the-monarch’s status each year until resources

are available to begin developing a proposal to list the monarch as threatened or endangered under the ESA.
The candidate status of the monarch does not.provide protection under the Endangered Species Act, and no
further coordination with the USFWS is required at this time. Monarch habitat includes non-forested, non-
shrubby areas where there is potential for nectar species (fiowering plants) and/or milkweed plants,
including, but not limited 1o, regularly or semi-regularly mowed areas within the ROW and where a clear
zone is maintzined. USFWS and FHWA encourage incorporating conservation measurés for candidate
species into projects when it is practicable to do so. GM2 will work with the NHDOT to identify whether
the project can support conservation measures for monarchs and will incorporate these measures info the
final design plans if determined practicable.

16.04 Contaminated Propertics

GM2 will review and update the contaminated properties data provided in the 2020 Environmental
Assessment Reevaluation. A site visit will be conducted as part of the data update. GM2 will provide a
package to NHDOT with site information on contaminated properties identified, using NHDOT's RASCAL "
Contamination Site Screening form, for NHDOT to populate its RASCAL database. GM2 will coordinate
with the NHDOT Contamination Program to confirm these findings and will coordinate with NHDOT on
design issues that may be affected by any contamination concerns identified by NHDOT's Contamination
Program Environmental Consultant on their assessment of these sites. A Soils Management Plan, if
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required, will be completed by others. GM2 will provide engincering support for the development of the
Soils Management Plan, such as providing project plans and quantities.

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The consullant selection process for this qualifications-based cantract was initiated by a solicitation for consultant
services for Plaistow-Kingston 10044E Reconstruct NH 125 from south of Plaistow town line northerly '
approximately 1.7 miles (Preliminary Design Part “A"). The assignment was listed as a “Project Saliciting for
Interest” on the Department's website on January 18, 2017 asking for letters of interest from qualified firms. From
the list of firms that submitted letiers of interest, the Committes prepared a long and then short list of Consultants on
March 9, 2017 for consideration and approval by the Assistant Commissioner. Upon receipt of that approval, three
shortlisted firms were notified on March 29, 2017 through a technical “Request for Proposal” (RFP). Committee
members individuelly rated the firms on May 11, 2017 using a written ballot to score ¢ach firm on the basis of
comprehension of the assignment, clarity of the proposal, capacity to perform in a timely manner, quality and
experience of the project manager and the team, previous pesformance, and overall suitability for the assignment.
(A compilation of the completed individual rating ballots and the ranking summary form is attached.) The
individual rankings were then totaled to provide 2n overall ranking of the three (irms, and the Committee's
ranking was submitted to the Assistant Commissioner for consideration and approval. Upon receipt of that
approval, the short listed finms were notified of the results and the highest-ranking firm wes asked to submit a fee

proposal for negotiations.

Authorize the Department of Transportation to amend Contract #4008939, with GM2 Associates, Inc,,
Vendor #163283, for preliminary design services for the reconstruction of'a |1.7-mile segment of NH 125
in the Towns of Plaistow and Kingston, by extending the completion date from May 31, 2020 to May
31, 2021, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original agreement was approved by
Governor and Council on May 2, 2018, Item #35. Time extension only, no new funding.

On May 2, 2018 the Governor and Council authorized the subject engineering services agreement (Item
#35; copy of Resalution attached) in the amount of $1,698,325.32 to reevaluate the previously-conducted
environmental review for the reconstruction of the unimproved 1.7-mile segment of NH 125 between Old
County Road in the Town of Plaistow and Newton Junction Road in the Town of Kingston. The intent is
to develop an alternative that will improve the safety and traffic operations of NH 125, while minimizing
impacts on natural, cultural, and socio-economic resources. A preliminary design for this segment was
developed for the Final Plaistow-Kingston 10044B Environmental Assessment/4({f) Evaluation in
October 2005. Because the traffic growth anticipated by the Environmental Assessment has not
occurred, the objectives of the engineering effort will be to reevaluate the recommendations of the
Environmental Assessment in light of current traffic volumes and revised future projections, to modify
the proposed action as appropriate for mobility along NH 125 as well as safe and efficient access to
abutting properties, and to advance the project through preliminary and final design. As the development
of improvement alternatives proceeds, it will be crucial to work closely with all appropriate public and
private stakeholders through additional public outreach to gain consensus on design decisions. This
project will require both Part “A™ (Preliminary Design) and Part “B” (Final Design) services. This
agreement is for Part “A” only. Upon completion of Part “A” services, the Department reserves the right
to either negotiate a scope and fee for Part “B”, or terminate the contract. This project is included in the
State’s Ten-Year Transportation Improvement Plan (Plaistow-Kingston X-A000(378) 10044E).

This amendment to the agreement is to extend the contract’s original completion date to allow the
consultant adequate time to complete the community outreach and develop a draft NEPA document. Of
the original $1,698,325.32 amount for this contract, there is a balance of approximately $850,000.00
remaining (100% Federal Funds).
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This emended agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. Copices
of the fully-executed amended agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the
Department of Adminisieative Services, and subseyuent (o Governor and Coungil approval will be on
file at the Department of Transportation.
